Foreword 
 
 From eternity past, before the foundation of the world, God the Father 
and God the Son planned for and predetermined the day that Jesus the Christ 
would die. In the history of the universe, no other day can be compared with it. 
So profound was this day that it will always be remembered even into the ages 
of eternity to come.  
 This day of destiny was the ultimate culmination of the spiritual battle 
for the lives of men; a battle waged between Jesus the Christ, Son of God and 
Savior of mankind, and Satan the devil, adversary of God and destroyer of 
mankind. This fierce battle was centered in Jerusalem, but its outcome would 
determine the destiny of the world. It was the power of God versus the power of 
Satan, the Advocate vs. the adversary, love vs. hatred, good vs. evil, humility 
vs. pride, compassion vs. brutality, righteousness vs. sin and forgiveness vs. 
condemnation. 
 All the evil forces and powers of the world were gathered together 
against one man, Jesus the Christ—the Son of God. Who would be victorious? 
Would good finally triumph over evil? 
 For healing the sick, raising the dead and teaching the love of God, Je-
sus Christ was condemned, beaten, scourged, reviled, ridiculed and crucified. 
Yet, He was faithful to the end—giving His life as a perfect sacrifice for the 
sins of the world. 
 Even Jesus’ own disciples, whom He had taught for three and one-half 
years, did not understand the significance of this day. As they watched Jesus 
die and His body being placed into the tomb, they were bewildered.  To them it 
appeared that evil had won—the political and religious establishments that held 
them in bondage were victorious. All they felt was a dark and foreboding de-
spair because Jesus, the Anointed Messiah of God, was dead and buried. It was 
beyond their wildest imaginations that Jesus would come back to life after three 
days and three nights in the tomb. But He was raised from the dead by the 
power of God the Father. 
 When Jesus showed Himself to them after He was raised from the dead, 
He personally revealed to them from the Scriptures that His death and resurrec-
tion were foreordained: “And He said to them, ‘These are the words that I spoke 
to you when I was yet with you, that all the things which were written concern-
ing Me in the Law of Moses and in the Prophets and in the Psalms must be ful-
filled.’ Then He opened their minds to understand the Scriptures, and said 
to them, ‘According as it is written, it was necessary for the Christ to suffer, 
and to rise from the dead the third day’ ” (Luke 24:44-46). 
 In the world today, many people do not understand the significance of 
the death of Jesus the Christ and the specific day that He died. This book was 
especially written to help them understand the Scriptures concerning Him. The 
inspired Word of God reveals the full story. 
 Mel Gibson’s movie confronted the viewer with a powerful emotional 
presentation of The Passion of the Christ. However, because of time con-
straints and artistic license, the movie did not bring the full biblical truth. This 
book is a composite of the Scriptures from the New Testament that chronicle 
the events of the crucifixion day to Jesus’ resurrection and final ascension 
into heaven. Special commentaries tie together the prophecies of the Old Tes-
tament with the events of the New Testament to expound upon the meaning of 
this Day of Destiny—The Day Jesus the Christ Died. 
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About the Author 
 
 Fred R. Coulter attended the University of San Francisco and graduated 
from San Mateo State College before graduating from Ambassador University 
(Ambassador College), Pasadena, California, with a BA in Theology in 1964.  
He was ordained a minister of Jesus Christ in 1965 and pastored churches of 
God in the Pacific Northwest, the Mountain States, the greater Los Angeles 
area and Monterey, including the central coast area in California. Mr. Coulter 
completed advanced biblical and ministerial studies in 1972-75 under the Am-
bassador University Master’s program. While completing these studies, he was 
encouraged by his professor in Koiné Greek to consider translating the books of 
the New Testament. 
 After completing his formal instruction in Koiné Greek, Mr. Coulter 
continued to expand his knowledge by undertaking a verse-by-verse study of 
the books of the New Testament, using the Byzantine Text. In the course of his 
study, he was moved to translate the Gospel accounts into clearer, more under-
standable English for contemporary readers. The early fruit of his labor, A Har-
mony of the Gospels in Modern English, is now in its third edition.   
 Mr. Coulter’s next publication was a major work regarding the obser-
vance of the Christian Passover. The Gospels record that Jesus and His disci-
ples observed the Passover on the night of Nisan 14, between sunset and mid-
night.  At that time, Jesus commanded His disciples to annually commemorate 
His death by partaking of the symbols of unleavened bread and wine on that 
night.  This ordinance was observed by the New Testament churches in Judea 
and was delivered by the apostle Paul to the Gentile churches (I Cor. 11:23-25).  
In the following centuries, however, the churches departed from the apostolic 
practice and began to take the symbols of Christ’s body and blood at other 
times in the year, calling their observance the Lord’s Supper or the Eucharist.  
The original ordinances of the Christian Passover as delivered to the apostles 
were forgotten in the apostate Christian-professing world.  To restore under-
standing of the scriptural time and manner for partaking of the bread and the 
wine, Mr. Coulter published the first edition of The Christian Passover in the 
winter of 1993. A greatly expanded edition, 482 pages in length, was published 
six years later in the fall of 1999. 
 In both A Harmony of the Gospels in Modern English and The Christian 
Passover, Mr. Coulter describes and expounds on the historical events of Jesus’ 
last Passover and His subsequent crucifixion and resurrection. Unlike mainstream 
Christianity, Mr. Coulter defends the scriptural teaching that Jesus was in the 
grave for three full days and three full nights—a total of 72 hours.  The scriptural 
facts as recorded in the Gospel accounts are clearly set forth in his translation of 
the Greek text of the New Testament, The New Testament In Its Original Order: 
A Faithful Version With Commentary, published in March, 2004. 
 Continuing his active ministry spanning over 43 years, Mr. Coulter 
has again been moved to take up the sword of God’s Word and publish yet 
another book regarding Christ, His life and His death. In view of the impact 
of Mel Gibson’s new movie The Passion of the Christ, Mr. Coulter has felt 
compelled to set the record straight concerning the actual events of the cruci-
fixion and resurrection of Jesus Christ. Most Christians consider the movie an 
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accurate, unbiased and faithful presentation of the events leading to and includ-
ing the crucifixion of Jesus Christ.  However, as Mr. Coulter demonstrates in 
his new book The Day Jesus the Christ Died, the scriptural records of these 
events differ markedly from the mystical events depicted in the movie. The 
movie promotes a distorted view of the events, focusing on bloodshed and bru-
tality while missing the real meaning of the shed blood of Jesus Christ. In con-
trast, Mr. Coulter explains the full meaning of the body and blood of Christ, 
and how His blood can bring forgiveness and reconciliation with the Father to 
those who repent of their sins and seek to live in newness of life. If you believe 
that Mel Gibson’s portrayal of the suffering and crucifixion of Christ accurately 
represents the Scriptures, you need to read The Day Jesus the Christ Died.

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Preface 
 
 Destined to be viewed and experienced by millions around the world, 
the movie The Passion of the Christ by Mel Gibson has confronted this genera-
tion, as never before in modern history, with these burning questions: “Who 
was Jesus Christ?  Who killed Him? Why did He have to die? Why did He die 
such a horrific, humiliating, cruel and gruesome death by beating, scourging 
and crucifixion?” 
 Attempting to graphically portray the last twelve hours of Jesus’ life, 
the movie has shocked its viewers with stark realism and gross brutality. On the 
one hand, it has been enthusiastically praised as the greatest religious film ever 
made. On the other hand, pundits have decried it as being filled with hatred and 
gruesome violence. Many church leaders have praised it for its love and for-
giveness. Some Jews have denounced it as being just another rendition of the 
medieval Catholic anti-Semitic passion plays, which historically led to the kill-
ing of Jews.

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Introduction 
 
 Today, most people, even professing Christians, are ignorant of what 
the Bible really teaches.  For example, because pagan myths and religious prac-
tices have been “Christianized” and interwoven with Scripture, most people 
believe that the traditional holidays, practices and traditions of Christendom 
came from the New Testament. They also assume that Jesus and His apostles 
practiced and taught them. Nothing could be further from the truth! 
 In a two-hour movie depicting the last twelve hours of Jesus’ life, it is 
impossible to convey much more than an emotional impression, as moving as it 
may be. Mel Gibson’s movie only alluded to the true biblical meaning of Jesus’ 
passion—The Day Jesus the Christ Died. 
 In order to fully understand the meaning of Jesus Christ’s passion, cru-
cifixion and resurrection, it is necessary to unwind the historical clock. We 
must go back beyond 325 AD when the Emperor Constantine founded the Ro-
man Catholic Church as a state religion—an amalgamation of apostate Christi-
anity and pagan religions. We must go back beyond the teachings of the early 
church fathers of the second and third centuries. We must go back even to the 
first part of the first century when Jesus began His three and one-half year min-
istry in 26 AD and continue to the year of His crucifixion in 30 AD as recorded 
in the New Testament. 
 Furthermore, we must set aside all religious practices and traditions of 
men that were added after the death of the apostles.  We must realize that Jesus, 
the original apostles and the true believers of the first century always taught and 
observed the seventh day Sabbath, known as Saturday today. In addition, they 
observed the annual feasts and holy days of God that He had commanded the 
children of Israel to observe. In order to keep God’s feasts and holy days in 
their proper seasons, they used the calculated Hebrew lunar/solar calendar to 
reckon time, with the first month of the year being in the spring of the year 
(March/April), and they reckoned a day from sunset to sunset (Gen. 1:5, 8, 13, 
19, cf; Lev. 23:32). Because the majority of people do not know these things, 
few realize the significance of the actual historical date that Jesus was crucified.  
This date has great significance! 
 Jesus Christ was not crucified on “Good Friday.”  He was not resur-
rected from the dead a day and one-half later on “Easter Sunday” morning.  He 
was crucified and died on the Passover day, the most important feast of God.  
That day was the 14th day of the first month of the sacred Hebrew calendar 
(Lev. 23:4-5; Exodus 12), also known as Nisan 14, 30 AD. Coordinated with 
the Julian Roman calendar it was April 5. Moreover, Jesus was resurrected after 
He was in the grave a full three days and three nights as He said He would be 
(see Chapter Six). 
 
A Summary of the Passover of God in the Bible 
 
 The Passover in the Old Testament: The account of the first Passover 
that God commanded the children of Israel to observe is found in Exodus 12.  
God commanded the heads of households to select a male lamb of the first year 
without blemish. They were to kill it just after sunset as the 14th day of the first 
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month began. They were to place some of the blood on the doorposts and upper 
lintels of the entrances to their houses. The blood was a sign and a protection 
against the death sentence of the firstborn that God executed against the Egyp-
tians.  At midnight on the 14th, the LORD passed through the land of Egypt and 
killed all the firstborn of man and beast. He declared: “For I will pass through 
the land of Egypt this night, and will smite all the firstborn in the land of Egypt, 
both man and beast. And I will execute judgment against all the gods of Egypt. 
I am the LORD. And the blood shall be a sign to you upon the houses where you 
are. And when I see the blood, I will pass over you. And the plague shall not be 
upon you to destroy you when I smite the land of Egypt.  And this day shall be 
a memorial to you. And you shall keep it a feast to the LORD throughout your 
generations. You shall keep it a feast as a law forever” (Ex. 12:12-14). 
 The 14th day of the first month is called “the Passover” because God 
passed over Israel’s houses on that night and spared their firstborn: “And it will 
be, when your children shall say to you, ‘What does this service mean to you?’  
Then you shall say, ‘It is the sacrifice of the LORD’S Passover, Who passed 
over the houses of the children of Israel in Egypt, when He struck the Egyptians 
and delivered our houses.’ And the people bowed their heads and wor-
shiped” (Ex. 12:26-27).  

Editor’s note: The historical records show that in the time before and 
after the seventy-year Babylonian Captivity (605-535 BC) there was a dispute 
among the Jews about the date for observing the Passover. Some faithfully fol-
lowed the commands of God in the Bible to observe it on the 14th day of the 
first month using a domestically killed lamb and eating their Passover meal in 
their houses on the night of the 14th. Others who observed it on the 15th day of 
the first month abandoned the domestic killing of the lamb in the evening of the 
14th, as the day began at sunset, and substituted a temple sacrificed lamb in the 
afternoon of the 14th. Consequently, they ate their Passover meal a day later 
on the night of the 15th, which is contrary to the scriptural commands of God.   

From the New Testament records it is clear that Jesus always obeyed 
the commands of God concerning all things, including the scriptural obser-
vance of the Passover on the 14th day of the first month. In fact, Jesus’ last 
Passover with His apostles was a domestic 14th Passover observed in a house 
in Jerusalem.  The Christian Passover by Fred R. Coulter is the most compre-
hensive book ever written on this vital biblical teaching. Those who desire to 
understand more about the true Passover of God in the Old and New Testa-
ments may order the book from Amazon.com or directly from York Publishing 
Company at www.theoriginalbiblerestored.com.  
 The Passover in the New Testament: From the time of Israel’s first 
Passover in Egypt to the time of Jesus Christ, the Passover was observed to 
commemorate God’s sparing their firstborn. The male lamb without blemish 
that was sacrificed for the observance of the Old Testament Passover was a 
foretype that symbolized Jesus Christ, Who was the “Lamb of God” sacrificed 
for the sin of the world. 

In the Gospel of John, Jesus foretold the meaning of the New Testament 
Passover—the true Christian Passover: “Jesus said to them, ‘I am the bread of 
life; the one who comes to Me shall never hunger; and the one who believes in 
Me shall never thirst at any time’ … Then the Jews were complaining against 
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Him, because He said, ‘I am the bread that came down from heaven.’ And they 
were saying, ‘Is this not Jesus, the son of Joseph, whose father and mother we 
know?  Why then does He say, “I came down from heaven”?’ 

“For this reason, Jesus answered them and said, ‘Do not be complaining 
among one another ... Truly, truly I say to you, the one who believes in Me has 
eternal life.  I am the bread of life. Your fathers ate manna in the desert, but 
they died.  This is the bread which comes down from heaven so that anyone 
may eat of it and not die. I am the living bread, which came down from 
heaven; if anyone eats of this bread, he shall live forever; and the bread 
that I will give is even My flesh, which I will give for the life of the world.’  
Because of this, the Jews were arguing with one another, saying, ‘How is He 
able to give us His flesh to eat?’ 

“Therefore, Jesus said to them, ‘Truly, truly I say to you, unless you eat 
the flesh of the Son of man, and drink His blood, you do not have life in your-
selves. The one who eats My flesh and drinks My blood has eternal life, and I 
will raise him up in the last day; for My flesh is truly food, and My blood is 
truly drink. The one who eats My flesh and drinks My blood is dwelling in Me, 
and I in him. As the living Father has sent Me, and I live by the Father; so also 
the one who eats Me shall live by Me. This is the bread which came down from 
heaven; not as your fathers ate manna, and died. The one who eats this bread 
shall live forever’ ” (John 6:35, 41-43, 47-58). 
 Consequently, on the night of His last Passover with His apostles, Jesus 
Christ changed the symbols and meaning of the Passover to commemorate the 
New Covenant of eternal life that He was instituting: “And as they were eating, 
Jesus took the bread and blessed it; then He broke it and gave it to the disciples, 
and said, ‘Take, eat; this is My body.’  And He took the cup; and after giving 
thanks, He gave it to them, saying, ‘All of you drink of it; for this is My blood, 
the blood of the New Covenant, which is poured out for many for the remission 
of sins’ ” (Matt. 26:26-28).  See Chapters Nine and Ten that explain the mean-
ing of the body and blood of Jesus Christ. 
 However, during supper, before Jesus instituted the symbols of the 
bread and wine to be taken once a year on the Passover night, He instituted the 
ordinance of footwashing: Jesus “rose from supper and laid aside His garments; 
and after taking a towel, He secured it around Himself. Next, He poured water 
into a washing basin and began to wash the disciples’ feet, and to wipe them 
with the towel which He had secured … when He had washed their feet, and 
had taken His garments, and had sat down again, He said to them, ‘Do you 
know what I have done to you?  You call Me the Teacher and the Lord, and you 
speak rightly, because I am. Therefore, if I, the Lord and the Teacher, have 
washed your feet, you also are duty-bound to wash one another’s feet; for I 
have given you an example, to show that you also should do exactly as I 
have done to you. Truly, truly I tell you, a servant is not greater than his lord, 
nor a messenger greater than he who sent him. If you know these things, 
blessed are you if you do them’ ” (John 13:4-5, 12-17). See Chapter Eight that 
explains the meaning of footwashing. 
 On the night of the Passover, Jesus Christ instituted the New Covenant 
Christian Passover. All the events recorded in Scripture of Jesus’ betrayal and 
arrest, His trial, beating, scourging, crucifixion, death and burial took place 
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within that one 24-hour day. The death of Jesus Christ for the sins of the world 
is the foundation of true Christianity. Without His death and the shedding of 
His blood, as well as His resurrection, there is no forgiveness of sins (I Cor. 
15:1-23). Therefore, by virtue of this profound historical and spiritual fact, the 
Passover day is the most important commanded feast of God.  Jesus Christ is 
the supreme sacrifice of God the Father—He is our Passover Lamb. The apostle 
Paul wrote to the Gentile church in Corinth: “For Christ our Passover was 
sacrificed for us” (I Cor. 5:7). 
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CHAPTER ONE 
__________________________ 

 
Jesus’ Last Passover 

and Crucifixion 
 

 The greatest event since the creation of the world was about to take 
place.  Jesus Christ, Who was God manifested in the flesh (I Tim. 3:16), was 
going to die!  He would give His life as the supreme sacrifice for the sins of 
all mankind.  John the Baptist understood this when he said of Jesus: 
“Behold the Lamb of God, Who takes away the sin of the world” (John 
1:29).  This momentous event had been planned before the creation of the 
world: “…the Lamb, slain from the foundation of the world” (Rev. 13:8). 
 When and how did sin enter the world?  Why was it necessary for 
Jesus Christ to lay down His life for the sins of mankind?  How can His one 
sacrifice purge all sin?   
 The sin of Adam and Eve was not the first transgression against 
God.  The original sin was committed by Lucifer and the angels who fol-
lowed him.  Lucifer  (Latin, “Light Bringer” or “Shining One”) was the first 
created being to commit sin; therefore he is the author of sin.  He boasted 
that he would become like the Most High and sit on God’s throne (Isa. 
14:14-15; Ezek. 28:12-18).  One third of the angels followed him in his re-
bellion (Rev. 12:3-4).  At that time, Lucifer became Satan the devil, the ad-
versary of God, and the rebelling angels who followed him became known 
as demons.  
 When Satan and the demons attempted to seize the throne of God, 
they were cast back down to the earth (Luke 10:18).  That war left the earth 
in ruin and parts of the heavens in shambles.  Everything that Lucifer and 
his angels had established on earth before the rebellion was destroyed, and 
the earth was covered with a flood (Gen. 1:2).  Then God, the one Who be-
came Jesus Christ, recreated the surface of the earth and filled it with life.   
 On the sixth day of creation, God made man in His own image and 
likeness, male and female (Gen. 1:26-27).  God gave Adam and Eve free 
moral agency.  He set before them the way of eternal life, as symbolized by 
the Tree of Life.  He also set before them the Tree of the Knowledge of 
Good and Evil, which represented the way that seemed right to them, under 
the sway of Satan the devil.  But God commanded them not to eat of the 
fruit of that tree, and warned them that if they ate of it they would surely die. 
 Under the influence of Satan the devil, Adam and Eve chose to dis-
obey God by eating the fruit from the Tree of the Knowledge of Good and 
Evil.  Through their disobedience sin and death passed to all mankind (Rom. 
5:12).  As a result, nearly all of humanity has followed the dictates of human 
nature under Satan’s sway, cut off from God.  Although God has set limits

on Satan, God has not yet removed Satan and his evil influence.  In His own 
time, God will ultimately bring mankind out from subjection to sin and Sa-
tan.  Through His plan of redemption, initiated by His Son’s perfect sacri-
fice, God has made it possible for all mankind to be delivered from sin and 
the penalty of death.   
 God as Lawgiver and Creator has decreed that the wages of sin for 
all human beings is death (Rom. 6:23).  Sin is the transgression of God’s 
holy, spiritual laws and commandments (I John 3:4).  All have sinned and 
have come short of the glory of God, so all face death unless they accept the 
way of salvation that God has provided (Rom. 3:23).  The death that is de-
creed for sin is the second death in the lake of fire.  From that death there is 
no resurrection (Rev. 20:13-15; 21:8). 
 After Adam and Eve sinned, God pronounced His judgment upon 
them.  Within His sentence, we find the first prophecy of the death of the 
Messiah: “And I will put enmity between you [the serpent—Satan the devil] 
and the woman [a type of Israel, and later, the Church of God], and between 
your seed [the followers of Satan] and her Seed [Jesus Christ, the coming 
Messiah]; He [the Seed] will bruise your head [Satan], and you [Satan] shall 
bruise His heel [the crucifixion of Christ]” (Gen. 3:15). 
 This prophecy was spoken by God Himself, the one Who was to be-
come Jesus Christ.  As the Lord God of the Old Testament, He prophesied 
His own death to atone for the sins of Adam and Eve and all their descen-
dants to come.  This prophecy was spoken more than 4,000 years before His 
beating, scourging and crucifixion on the Passover day, Nisan 14, April 5, 
30 AD. 
 
The Promised Seed of the Covenant With Abraham 

 
 The promise of a Seed who would conquer sin and banish Satan was 
confirmed by the covenant that God made with Abraham.  The words of the 
covenant were a prophecy of His own future birth as the fleshly Seed of 
Abraham.  Let us examine the account in the book of Genesis: “And behold, 
the Word of the LORD came to him [Abraham] saying, “This man [his stew-
ard Eliezer] shall not be your heir; but he that shall come forth out of your 
own loins shall be your heir’ ” (Gen. 15:4). 
 The birth of Isaac, the son of Abraham and Sarah, was only the be-
ginning of the fulfillment of this promise to Abraham.  The promise was not 
only for Isaac but also for his future descendant, the coming Messiah.  The 
birth of Jesus Christ was the ultimate fulfillment of the promise, the Seed to 
Whom the promises were given: “Now to Abraham and to his Seed were the 
promises spoken.  He does not say, ‘and to your seeds,’ as of many; but as 
of one, ‘and to your Seed,’ which is Christ” (Gal. 3:16).  Jesus Christ is the 
promised Seed and true Heir of the promises God made to Abraham.   
 The account in Genesis 15 reveals that evening had come when God 
began to give the promises to Abraham.  On that night, God took Abraham 
outside and showed him the stars of heaven.  Then He gave Abraham another 
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promise: “And He brought him outside and said, ‘Look now toward the 
heavens and number the stars—if you are able to count them.’ And He said 
to him, ‘So shall your seed be’ ” (Gen. 15:5).  The New Testament shows 
that these words of God do not refer to Abraham’s physical descendants but 
to those who would become the children of Abraham through faith in Jesus 
Christ.  The apostle Paul wrote: “Because of this, you should understand that 
those who are of faith are the true sons of Abraham” (Gal. 3:7).   
 The true children of Abraham are not counted by their physical line-
age.  They are a spiritual nation, composed of individuals of every race and 
every bloodline who follow in the faith of Abraham (verses 8, 14).  At the 
return of Jesus Christ, they will be resurrected to eternal life as glorified 
spirit beings and will shine as the stars forever (Dan. 12:3, Matt. 13:43, I 
Cor. 15:40-44). 
 Next, God promised to give to Abraham and his physical seed the 
land of the Canaanites: “And He said to him, ‘I am the LORD that brought 
you out of Ur of the Chaldees, to give you this land to inherit it’ ” (Gen. 
15:7).  This promise was for his physical descendants, the children of Israel.  
Many generations would pass before the promised Seed, Jesus Christ, would 
come to prepare a spiritual people for a spiritual kingdom—the sons of God 
in the Kingdom of God.  Abraham received the promises with complete 
faith that God would fulfill them: “And he believed in the LORD. And He 
accounted it to him for righteousness” (verse 6). 
 
The Covenant Confirmed by a Maledictory Oath 
 
 When God established His covenant with Abraham, He confirmed it 
with a maledictory oath, which was a pledge and prophecy of His own fu-
ture death.  On the morning after giving Abraham the promises, God spoke 
to him and instructed him to prepare a special sacrifice to seal the covenant:  
“And He said to him, ‘Take Me a heifer of three years old, and a she-goat of 
three years old, and a ram of three years old, and a turtledove, and a young 
pigeon.’  And he took all these to himself, and divided them in the middle, 
and laid each piece opposite the other; but he did not divide the birds.  And 
when the birds of prey came down upon the carcasses, Abram drove them 
away” (verses 9-11).  The bloody carcasses of the sacrificial animals were 
laid on the ground to represent the symbolic death of the one Who would 
confirm the covenant.  By passing between the parts, He would pledge His 
own life to fulfill the covenant. 
 By the time that Abraham had finished preparing the covenant sacri-
fice, it was late in the day: “And it came to pass, as the sun was going down, 
that a deep sleep fell upon Abram. And, behold, a horror of great darkness 
fell upon him” (verse 12).  While Abraham lay sleeping, God appeared to 
him in a vision and promised that his physical descendants would inherit the 
land.  However, this would not happen until they had lived in another land 
for four generations: “And He said to Abram, ‘You must surely know that 
your seed shall be sojourners in a land that is not theirs, (and shall serve 
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them and afflict them) four hundred years. And also I will judge that nation 
whom they shall serve. And afterward they shall come out with great sub-
stance. And you shall go to your fathers in peace. You shall be buried in a 
good old age. But in the fourth generation they shall come here again, for 
the iniquity of the Amorites is not yet full’ ” (verses 13-16). 
 After prophesying these events, God bound Himself to fulfill them 
by passing between the sacrificial animals to seal the covenant: “And it 
came to pass—when the sun went down [beginning the next day] and it 
was dark—behold, a smoking furnace and a burning lamp passed between 
those pieces. In the same day the LORD made a covenant with 
Abram...” (verses 17-18).   
 After the sun had gone down, God passed through the middle of the 
sacrificial animals, revealing His presence by the smoking furnace and flam-
ing torch.  When God passed between the parts, He walked a death walk, 
pledging His future death.  Apparently, the smoking furnace wholly con-
sumed the sacrificial animals.  That is how God ratified His unilateral cove-
nant with Abraham. 
 The full account in Genesis 15 reveals that the making of the cove-
nant took place during two consecutive days.  When God first spoke to 
Abraham, it was night because the stars could be seen (verse 5).  In the 
morning, God gave Abraham instructions for preparing the covenant sacri-
fice.  Abraham prepared the sacrifice that same day.  We know that he com-
pleted the preparations while the sun was still high because the birds of prey 
were flying about and attempting to land on the sacrifice (verse 11).  The 
next verse records the end of the day: “And it came to pass, as the sun was 
going down, that a deep sleep fell upon Abram” (verse 12).  After the sun 
had gone down, God appeared to Abraham and ratified the covenant (verse 
18). 
 There is great significance in the fact that the covenant was estab-
lished over a two-day period, with the promises being given on the first 
night and the covenant being ratified on the second night.  The timing of 
these events has an exact parallel in the chronology of the Passover and the 
Exodus, which were the first acts in the fulfillment of God’s promises for 
the physical seed—the descendants of Abraham through Isaac and Jacob. 
 
Israel’s First Passover and the Exodus from Egypt 
 
 Exodus 12 records that the children of Israel kept the Passover on the 
14th day of the first month, or Abib (this month was later known as Nisan).  
The Passover lamb, a type of the coming Messiah, was killed immediately 
after sunset at the beginning of the 14th.  The people took some of the blood 
and put it on the side posts and lintel of the doors of their houses so that God 
would pass over their houses and spare their firstborn.  Then they roasted 
the lamb with fire and ate it with bitter herbs. 
 At midnight on the 14th, God executed His final judgment on the 
Egyptians and their gods by killing all the firstborn of men and beasts. 
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When God saw the blood of the Passover lambs on the houses of the chil-
dren of Israel, He passed over them, sparing their firstborn. 
 At sunrise, as the day portion of Nisan 14 began, the children of Is-
rael left their houses to assemble at Rameses for the Exodus.  As they jour-
neyed to Rameses, they completely spoiled the Egyptians, fulfilling God’s 
promise to Abraham that his descendants would depart from the land of 
their servitude with great substance.  God commanded the children of Israel 
to observe this day, the 14th day of the first month, as the feast of the Pass-
over for all generations to come, in commemoration of His final judgment 
against the Egyptians and their gods and His sparing of the firstborn of Is-
rael (Ex. 12:3-14, 21-28, Lev. 23:5). 
 After the children of Israel had assembled in Rameses, the Exodus 
from Egypt began.  The people departed from Rameses as the 14th day was 
ending at sunset and the 15th day was beginning.  The timing of this event 
fulfilled another promise that God had made to Abraham: “Now the sojourn-
ing of the children of Israel in Egypt was four hundred and thirty years, 
and it came to pass at the end of the four hundred and thirty years, it was 
EVEN ON THAT VERY SAME DAY, all the armies of the LORD went 
out from the land of Egypt, is a night to be much observed to the LORD 
for bringing them out from the land of Egypt...” (Ex. 12:40-42). 
 The phrase “the very same day” refers to a specific day exactly 
four hundred and thirty years before the Exodus.  What day was this?  
The Scriptures reveal that it was the “very same day” that God established 
His covenant with Abraham.  On that day, God promised that He would 
bring his descendants out of bondage with great substance.  On that “very 
same day,” the 15th day of the first month, God fulfilled His promise.  
Therefore, God established the 15th day of the first month as a holy day to 
commemorate the beginning of the Exodus (Ex. 12:37-42; 13:3-10; Lev. 
23:6-8).   
 
The Foundation of the Christian Passover  
in the Covenant with Abraham 
 

 Four hundred and thirty years after establishing His covenant with 
Abraham, God brought the children of Israel out of Egypt.  After bringing 
them out, He established a covenant with them now called the Old Cove-
nant.  In his epistle to the Galatians, the apostle Paul confirms that the Old 
Covenant was established four hundred and thirty years after God’s cove-
nant with Abraham: “Now this I say, that the covenant ratified beforehand 
by God to Christ [Abraham’s true Heir] cannot be annulled by the law [the 
physical requirements of the Old Covenant], which was given four hundred 
and thirty years later, so as to make the promise of no effect” (Gal. 3:17). 
 The Old Covenant with the children of Israel did not fulfill God’s 
promise to Abraham of a spiritual seed that would shine as the stars forever.  
This promise did not begin to be fulfilled until the coming of the New Cove-
nant, the covenant of everlasting life, which was established nearly 2,000 
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years later.  As God manifested in the flesh, Jesus Christ, the promised Seed 
of Abraham, instituted the New Covenant on the Passover night, the 14th 
day of the first month, named Nisan.  The Passover that initiated the New 
Covenant was not a supper of lamb and bitter herbs, as was the Passover of 
the children of Israel under the Old Covenant.  When Jesus instituted the 
new Christian Passover, He changed the symbols of the Passover to repre-
sent His own body and blood, which He sacrificed as the true Passover 
Lamb of God to ratify the New Covenant.  Although He changed the sym-
bols, He did not change the day, or the time of day, on which the Passover 
was to be observed. 
 The Christian Passover, as instituted by Jesus Christ, is to be ob-
served on the night of Nisan 14.  The new ceremony consists of three parts: 
1) footwashing (John 13:2-17);  2) partaking of the broken unleavened 
bread, symbolizing Jesus’ broken body (Matt. 26:26, Mark 14:22, Luke 
22:19, I Cor. 11:23-24); and 3) partaking of the wine, symbolizing the blood 
of Jesus shed for the remission of sins so that all who accept His sacrifice 
may enter the New Covenant (Matt. 26:27-29, Mark 14:23-25, Luke 22:17-
20, I Cor. 11:25-26). 
 
Why Did God Have to Die? 
 

 As we have learned, God ratified His promises to Abraham with a 
maledictory oath.  By passing between the parts of the covenant sacrifice, 
He pledged that He would give His own life to fulfill the promises.  The 
bloody slaughter of these sacrificial animals symbolized the brutal suffering 
and crucifixion of Jesus Christ, which occurred in 30 AD on the Passover 
day—Nisan 14.  The deep sleep and horror of great darkness that Abraham 
experienced was symbolic of Jesus Christ’s burial in the tomb as Nisan 14 
was ending at sunset.  Thus, 2,000 years later, on the very same day that 
God ratified His covenant with Abraham, His lifeless body was in the tomb.  
He had carried out His pledge that He would die in order to fulfill the prom-
ises. 
 Before we can comprehend the death of God manifested in the flesh, 
we need to understand a fundamental truth about God.  The Scriptures re-
veal that the Godhead is composed of more than one divine Being.  In the 
first chapter of Genesis, the Hebrew name Elohim is used to describe God.  
In the Hebrew language, the suffix im added to a word makes it plural.  
Thus Elohim is a plural noun, meaning that there is more than one Being in 
the Godhead.  When God created Adam and Eve, God said, “Let Us make 
man in Our image, after Our likeness…” (Gen. 1:26). 
 John begins his Gospel by revealing this fundamental truth: “In the 
beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word 
was God.  He was in the beginning with God.  All things came into being 
through Him, and not even one thing that was created came into being with-
out Him.  In Him was life, and the life was the light of men….He was in the 
world, and the world came into being through Him, but the world did 
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not know Him….And the Word became flesh, and tabernacled 
[temporarily dwelt] among us (and we ourselves beheld His glory, the glory 
as of the only begotten with the Father), full of grace and truth” (John 1:1-4, 
10, 14). 
 Jesus Himself testified that He was with the Father in glory before 
the world existed.  In His final prayer to God the Father before He was ar-
rested, tried and crucified, He said, “I have glorified You on the earth.  I 
have finished the work that You gave Me to do.  And now, Father, glorify 
Me with Your own self, with the glory that I had with You before the 
world existed” (John 17:4-5). 
 The Scriptures of the Old Testament and the New Testament con-
sistently reveal that from the beginning there were two Beings Who ex-
isted together as God, or Elohim.  The one of Elohim Who created all 
things was the one Who became Jesus Christ, the Messiah and the Savior 
of the world.  The other one of Elohim became the Father.  We find a 
prophecy of this in the book of Psalms: “I [the one of Elohim Who became 
the Son, Jesus Christ] will declare the decree of the LORD [the one of Elo-
him Who became the Father]. He has said to Me, ‘You are My Son; this 
day I have begotten You [the day He was begotten in the womb of the 
virgin Mary]” (Psa. 2:7). 
 The one of Elohim Who became Jesus Christ, the Son of God and 
Savior of the world, had to divest himself of His power and glory as God. 
He had to become a pinpoint of life in order to be begotten by the Father in 
the womb of the virgin Mary.  The apostle Paul reveals how this was ac-
complished: “Let this mind be in you, which was also in Christ Jesus; Who, 
although He existed [Greek υπαρχων, huparchoon, to exist or pre-exist] in 
the form of God, did not consider it robbery to be equal with God, but emp-
tied Himself [of His power and glory], and was made in the likeness [Greek 
οµοιωµα homoioma, the same existence] of men, and took the form of a 
servant [Greek δουλος doulos, a slave]; and being found in the manner of 
man, He humbled Himself, and became obedient unto death, even the death 
of the cross” (Phil. 2:5-8). 
 These inspired words of Paul confirm that before Jesus Christ be-
came human He was, in fact, Jehovah Elohim, the Lord God of the Old Tes-
tament.  Existing as God, He was composed of ever-living Spirit.  In this 
existence, it was impossible for Him to die.  The only way for God to die 
was to become fully human—to be “manifested in the flesh.”  The God Who 
had created man in His image and likeness took on the same flesh and na-
ture as man in order to redeem man from sin. 
 Jesus Christ voluntarily became a man in order to give His life as an 
offering for the sin of the world.  The Father gave Him authority to lay 
down His life and to receive it back, as Jesus Himself testified: “Just as the 
Father knows Me, I also know the Father; and I lay down My life for the 
sheep.  And I have other sheep that are not of this fold.  I must bring those 
also, and they shall hear My voice; and there shall be one flock and one 
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Shepherd.  On account of this, the Father loves Me: because I lay down 
My life, that I may receive it back again.  No one takes it from Me, but I 
lay it down of Myself.  I have authority to lay it down and authority to 
receive it back again.  This commandment I received from My Fa-
ther” (John 10:15-18). 
 Jesus Christ came to do the will of the Father and to give His life as 
the sacrifice for sin.  In his epistle to the Hebrews, Paul quotes the words of 
the prophecy of Psalm 40:6-8: “For this reason, when He comes into the 
world, He says, ‘Sacrifice and offering You did not desire, but You have 
prepared a body for Me [Christ’s human body of flesh].  You did not delight 
in burnt offerings and sacrifices for sin.  Then said I, “Lo, I come (as it is 
written of Me in the scroll of the book) to do Your will, O God” ’ ” (Heb. 
10:5-7). 
 It was the purpose of the two Beings Who were Elohim that one of 
Them would be made fully human in order to die, so that through His sacri-
fice, all mankind might be granted grace unto salvation.  Paul makes this 
absolutely clear: “But we see Jesus, Who was made a little lower than the 
angels, crowned with glory and honor on account of suffering the death, in 
order that by the grace of God He Himself might taste [partake of] death 
for everyone; because it was fitting for Him, for Whom all things were cre-
ated, and by Whom all things exist, in bringing many sons unto glory, to 
make the Author of their salvation perfect through sufferings” (Heb. 2:9-
10). 
 The Scriptures reveal that Jesus Christ was a mortal human being. 
He was not an angelic being that appeared to be a man.  Paul states very 
clearly that He shared the same flesh and blood as all human beings: 
“Therefore, since the children are partakers of flesh and blood, in like 
manner He also took part in the same, in order that through death He 
might annul him who has the power of death—that is, the devil; and that He 
might deliver those who were subject to bondage all through their lives by 
their fear of death. 
 “For surely, He is not taking upon Himself to help the angels; but He 
is taking upon Himself to help the seed of Abraham.  For this reason, it was 
obligatory for Him to be made like His brethren in everything [sharing the 
same flesh and nature], that He might be a merciful and faithful High Priest 
in things pertaining to God, in order to make propitiation for the sins of the 
people.  For because He Himself has suffered, having been tempted in like 
manner, He is able to help those who are being tempted” (Heb. 2:14-18). 
 What a magnificent expression of God’s love!  The Creator of all 
mankind temporarily gave up His eternal existence as God and lowered 
Himself to the level of mortal man so that He could suffer and die for every 
human being!  By the grace and love of God, through the power of the Holy 
Spirit, He willingly took upon Himself the death penalty that He had pro-
nounced upon Adam and Eve and their descendants. 
 Jesus Christ voluntarily chose to lay down His life to reconcile man-
kind to God so that all who accept His sacrifice may have the opportunity to 
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receive salvation and eternal life.  Jesus endured all His suffering in the 
flesh so that He might become the Author of eternal salvation, “Who, in the 
days of His flesh, offered up both prayers and supplications with strong cry-
ing and tears to Him Who was able to save Him from death, and was heard 
because He feared God.  Although He was a Son, yet He learned obedience 
from the things that He suffered; and having been perfected, He became the 
Author of eternal salvation to all those who obey Him” (Heb. 5:7-9). 
 It took the death of the Creator God, manifested in the flesh, to be-
come the perfect sacrifice for the forgiveness of human sin.  No other sacri-
fice could bring forgiveness of sin to mankind.  All the animal sacrifices and 
the shedding of their blood could never bring full forgiveness for human sin 
before God.  The apostle Paul makes this truth very clear: “For the law, hav-
ing only a shadow of the good things that are coming and not the image of 
those things, with the same sacrifices which they offer continually year by 
year, is never able to make perfect those who come to worship.  Otherwise, 
would they not have ceased to be offered?  For once those who worship had 
been purified, they would no longer be conscious of sin.  On the contrary, in 
offering these sacrifices year by year, there is a remembrance of sins; be-
cause it is impossible for the blood of bulls and goats to take away 
sins” (Heb. 10:1-4). 
 Man Cannot Save Himself: No other fleshly human being could 
have sacrificed his life to redeem mankind.  If it were possible for a man to 
live perfectly in the letter of the law and never sin, his perfect human life, if 
sacrificed for sin, would not be sufficient to redeem even one human life.  
Redemption from sin and death requires greater obedience than the letter of 
the law.  This is the whole lesson of Job’s trials and suffering.  Although he 
was perfect in the letter of the law, His own righteousness could not save 
him: “And the LORD answered Job and said, ‘Shall he who contends with 
the Almighty instruct Him? He who reproves God, let him answer it.’ 
 “And Job answered the LORD and said, ‘Behold, I am vile [all hu-
man beings have a sinful nature, regardless of the perfect behavior in the 
letter of the law]! What shall I answer You? I will lay my hand on my 
mouth. Once I have spoken; but I will not answer; yea, twice, but I will pro-
ceed no further.’ And the LORD answered Job out of the whirlwind, and 
said, ‘Gird up your loins now like a man. I will demand you, and you de-
clare unto Me. Will you even annul My judgment? Will you condemn Me so 
that you may be righteous? 
 “ ‘And have you an arm like God? Or can you thunder with a 
voice like His? Deck yourself now with majesty and excellency, and 
array yourself with glory and beauty. Cast abroad the rage of your 
wrath; and behold everyone who is proud, and abase him. Look on 
everyone who is proud, and bring him low; and tread down the wicked 
in their place. Hide them in the dust together; and bind their faces in 
darkness. Then I will also confess to you that your own right hand can 
save you’ ” (Job 40:1-14).  As God told Job, it is impossible for any man 
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to save himself—much less all of humanity.   
 Angels Cannot Save Mankind: God created angels to be ministering 
spirits.  Angels are in a completely different category than human beings or 
God.  While God created them out of spirit, they do not have the potential to 
enter into the God Family, as do human beings who will be transformed to 
spirit at the resurrection.  Neither are they like the one of Elohim Who be-
came the Son, as Paul wrote: “God, Who spoke to the fathers at different 
times in the past and in many ways by the prophets, has spoken to us in 
these last days by His Son, Whom He has appointed heir of all things, by 
Whom also He made the worlds; Who, being the brightness of His glory and 
the exact image of His person, and upholding all things by the word of His 
own power, when He had by Himself purged our sins, sat down at the right 
hand of the Majesty on high; having been made so much greater than any 
of the angels, inasmuch as He has inherited a name exceedingly supe-
rior to them. 
 “For to which of the angels did He ever say, ‘You are My Son; 
this day have I begotten You’?  And again, ‘I will be a Father to Him, and 
He will be a Son to Me’?  And again, when He brought the Firstborn into 
the world, He said, ‘Let all the angels of God worship Him.’  Now on one 
hand, of the angels He says, ‘Who makes His angels spirits, and His minis-
ters a flame of fire’….But unto which of the angels did He ever say, ‘Sit at 
My right hand, until I make Your enemies a footstool for Your feet’?  Are 
they not all ministering spirits, sent forth to minister to those who are 
about to inherit salvation?” (Heb. 1:1-7, 13-14)  It was not possible for the 
sacrifice of angels to pay for the sins of all mankind.   
 Only God Can Save Man: The only Being whose life could pur-
chase redemption from sin for all humanity is the Creator God.  If the one 
Who had created man died, complete and total payment for human sin could 
be made, and reconciliation with God would be possible for all humanity.  
God’s mercy could then be extended to all who repent and accept the death 
of Jesus Christ, God manifested in the flesh, as payment for their sins.  This 
is why God had to die! 
 The one of Elohim Who created the heavens and the earth became 
Jesus Christ—God manifested in the flesh.  He was divinely begotten by 
God the Father and born of the virgin Mary, His physical mother.  He was 
the same as any ordinary human being, except that He had the Holy Spirit 
from conception.  Only the death of God could reconcile man and God.  
Thus Jesus had to be God in the flesh—human as well as divine. 
 While He lived in the flesh, Jesus Christ was subject to every type of 
temptation that a human being can experience, but He never yielded to a sin-
gle temptation of the flesh or of Satan.  Jesus Christ never sinned.  His obe-
dience was perfect in the full spirit of the law.  By living a sinless life, He 
was qualified to become not only the Savior and Redeemer of mankind but 
also the High Priest and Mediator between God and man: “Having therefore 
a great High Priest, Who has passed into the heavens, Jesus the Son of God, 
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we should hold fast the confession of our faith.  For we do not have a high 
priest who cannot empathize with our weaknesses, but one Who was 
tempted in all things according to the likeness of our own temptations, 
yet He was without sin.  Therefore, we should come with boldness to the 
throne of grace, so that we may receive mercy and find grace to help in time 
of need” (Heb. 4:14-16). 
 Jesus’ life in the flesh was able to purchase redemption from sin for 
all humanity because: 
 

1) He was the Creator of all human beings. 
2) He was divinely begotten by God the Father. 
3) He was God manifested in the flesh. 
4) He was the only human to live His entire life according to the will of 

God. 
5) He was the only human never to sin. 
6) He was the only human never to yield to a single temptation of the 

flesh or of Satan the devil. 
7) He was the only human not to come under the death penalty for sin. 
 

 Only the precious blood of the Lamb of God could atone for all hu-
man sin.  The death of God in the flesh was complete and perfect as a sacri-
fice and an atonement because His life in the flesh encompassed the full 
scope of human experience.  On the human level, He suffered every type of 
temptation possible.  He suffered the vilest of human indignities and excru-
ciating tortures, enduring a violent beating, scourging, and crucifixion, and 
the shame of public death.  He suffered rejection by His own people and in-
justice at the hands of religious and civil authorities.  He was the victim of 
political expediency and religious hypocrisy.  He overcame all, gaining total 
victory over Satan the devil and the pulls of the flesh through His perfect 
love and obedience to God the Father.  The sacrifice of His perfect life 
opened the way for all mankind to receive salvation through faith in Jesus 
Christ: “For God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son, so 
that everyone who believes in Him may not perish, but may have everlasting 
life.  For God sent not His Son into the world that He might judge the world, 
but that the world might be saved through Him” (John 3:16-17). 
 God the Father accepted the death of Jesus Christ once for all time as 
full payment for human sin.  But before the sacrifice of Jesus Christ can be 
applied to an individual, he or she must first repent of sin, accept Jesus 
Christ as personal Savior and be baptized by full immersion in water.  At 
baptism, he or she is conjoined into Christ’s death by symbolic burial in a 
watery grave.  Each one who is raised out of that baptismal burial is to walk 
in newness of life, learning to love God the Father and Jesus Christ with all 
the heart and to keep Their commandments in the full spirit of the law.  This 
is the way of life that Jesus established for those who enter the New Cove-
nant through faith in His sacrifice for sin. 
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 All who enter the New Covenant are commanded to observe the 
Passover year by year as a renewal of the covenant of everlasting life.  By 
partaking of the Passover as Jesus taught, they acknowledge that they have 
accepted the body and blood of Jesus Christ as full payment for their sins 
and have dedicated their lives to live by Him (John 6:57).  When they par-
take of the broken unleavened bread, they acknowledge that they are healed 
of their diseases by the broken body of Jesus Christ: “…by Whose stripes 
you were healed” (I Pet. 2:24).  When they partake of the wine, they ac-
knowledge that they trust in His shed blood “for the remission of 
sins” (Matt. 26:28). 
 All true Christians have been bought with a great price.  They belong 
to Jesus Christ, Who paid with His own blood to release them from the 
power of Satan and the bondage of sin, and to reconcile them to God the Fa-
ther.  “Christ our Passover was sacrificed for us” (I Cor. 5:7).  This is the 
meaning of the DAY JESUS THE CHRIST DIED FOR THE SINS OF THE 
WHOLE WORLD! 
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CHAPTER TWO 
__________________________ 

 
The Agony of the Crucifixion 

 
 At His last Passover meal with the apostles, Jesus said, “Behold, 
even now the hand of him who is betraying Me is with Me at the ta-
ble” (Luke 22:21).  Although Jesus knew that Judas would betray Him, He 
washed Judas’ feet along with the other apostles’ (John 13:2-5, 11).  Then 
Judas left.  As Jesus administered the symbols of His body and His blood to 
the eleven apostles who were with Him, He knew that the time of His be-
trayal was near.  When He departed with the apostles to the Mount of Ol-
ives, walking into the darkness of that dread night, Jesus began to feel the 
melancholy oppressiveness of the sins of the whole world weighing on Him, 
and His mind was filled with thoughts of the suffering and agony that lay 
ahead.  Though His apostles were with Him, an overwhelming feeling of 
isolation penetrated every cell of His being.  He could not share His sorrow 
with them because they did not understand what the rest of that Passover 
night and day would bring.  He had spoken to them in the days leading up to 
the Passover, forewarning them of His betrayal and death, but they did not 
grasp the meaning of His words.  They did not know that His life was about 
to end with a gruesome death on the cross as the TRUE PASSOVER SAC-
RIFICE OF GOD—THE SIN OFFERING FOR THE WORLD. 
 The time had come!  His rendezvous with destiny drew closer and 
closer to its ultimate climax!  The Lord God of the Old Testament, Who had 
come to earth in the flesh, was about to die the agonizing death that He and 
the prophets had foretold.  This was the reason He had come into the world.  
He had come in the flesh in order to die—to give His body to be beaten, 
scourged and crucified, and to offer His blood for the sins of mankind.  But 
no human being desires to die a slow death in great pain and agony.  As Je-
sus anticipated His suffering, His flesh cried out to be spared.  Only the love 
of God, which had sustained Him and brought Him to this day, could give 
Him the strength to endure the suffering that was appointed to Him.   
 He had manifested the love of God during His days in the flesh, set-
ting a perfect example for His disciples.  Now the love of God would be 
manifested by His death.  As they were walking to the Mount of Olives, He 
charged His apostles, “LOVE ONE ANOTHER, AS I HAVE LOVED 
YOU.”  He spoke from the depths of His innermost being, desiring to indeli-
bly etch His words into their minds: “If you keep My commandments, you 
shall live in My love; just as I have kept My Father’s commandments and 
live in His love. 
 “These things I have spoken to you, in order that My joy may dwell 
in you, and that your joy may be full.  This is My commandment: that you 
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love one another, as I have loved you.  No one has greater love than this: 
that one lay down his life for his friends” (John 15:10-13). 
 Jesus was about to manifest the greatest love of all by laying down 
His life for them, as well as for the whole world.  But the apostles did not 
know this yet, nor did they know that some of them would also lose their 
lives for His name’s sake in the days ahead.  Jesus warned the disciples that 
the world would hate them and persecute them, just as the world had hated 
and persecuted Him: “If the world hates you, you know that it hated Me be-
fore it hated you.  If you were of the world, the world would love its own.  
However, because you are not of the world, but I have personally chosen 
you out of the world, the world hates you for this.  Remember the word that 
I spoke to you: a servant is not greater than his master.  If they persecuted 
Me, they will persecute you also.  If they kept My word, they will keep your 
word also.  But they will do all these things to you for My name’s sake, be-
cause they do not know Him Who sent Me.  
 “If I had not come and spoken to them, they would not have had sin; 
but now they have nothing to cover their sin.  The one who hates Me hates 
My Father also.  If I had not done among them the works that no other man 
has done, they would not have had sin; but now they have both seen and 
hated both Me and My Father.  But this has happened so that the saying 
might be fulfilled which is written in their law, ‘They hated Me without a 
cause.’  But when the Comforter has come, which I will send to you from 
the Father, even the Spirit of the truth, which proceeds from the Father, that 
one shall bear witness of Me.  Then you also shall bear witness, because you 
have been with Me from the beginning.  I have spoken these things to you 
so that you will not be offended” (John 15:18-16:1). 
 Jesus continued to warn them, telling them that they, too, would be 
killed for preaching the truth of God: “They shall cast you out of the syna-
gogues; furthermore, the time is coming that everyone who kills you will 
think that he is rendering service to God.  And they shall do these things 
to you because they do not know the Father, nor Me.  But I have told you 
these things so that when the time comes, you may remember that I said 
them to you.  However, I did not say these things to you at the beginning 
because I was with you....These things I have spoken to you, so that in Me 
you may have peace.  In the world you shall have tribulation.  But be 
courageous!  I have overcome the world” (John 16:2-4; 33). 
 When they arrived at the Mount of Olives, Jesus told His apostles, “My 
soul is deeply grieved, even to death.  Stay here and watch with Me” (Matt. 
26:38).  Then, taking Peter, James and John, He went into the Garden of Geth-
semane.  “And when He arrived at the place, He said to them, ‘Pray that you do 
not enter into temptation.’  And He withdrew from them about a stone’s throw; 
and falling to His knees, He prayed, saying, ‘Father, if You are willing to take 
away this cup from Me—; NEVERTHELESS, NOT MY WILL, BUT YOUR 
WILL BE DONE’ ” (Luke 22:40-42). 
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Jesus Knew That He Could Not Escape Death 
 

 Even as He prayed to the Father, Jesus knew that the prophecies of 
His suffering and death must be fulfilled.  As the Lord God of the Old Tes-
tament, He had given the first prophecy of His suffering to Adam and Eve in 
the presence of Satan, who would instigate His death (Gen. 3:15). 
 Jesus knew that He was the Lamb of God “slain from the foundation 
of the world” (Rev. 13:8).  He knew from the beginning that He was des-
tined to die on this Passover day—Nisan 14, April 5, 30 AD.  As the Lord 
God of the Old Testament, He had entered into covenant with Abraham by 
passing between the parts of the sacrificial animals to represent His own 
death (Gen. 15:5-18).  At the beginning of the 14th, during the dark hours of 
the night, He had delivered the promises of the covenant, foreshadowing the 
time when, as Jesus Christ, He would deliver the promises of the New 
Covenant.  On the day portion of the 14th, the animals for the covenant sac-
rifice were slaughtered and their bodies were split asunder, allowing their 
blood to spill on the ground.  During those same hours, the body of Jesus 
Christ would be beaten and broken open, and His blood would be poured 
out unto death.  In the late afternoon of the 14th, the slaughtered animals lay 
still on the ground, and Abraham watched and waited.  In like manner, Je-
sus’ body would remain on the cross as the end of the 14th drew near, while 
his followers watched and waited (Luke 23:49).  Although Jesus died at the 
“ninth hour,” or approximately 3 PM, His body was not placed in the tomb 
until the 14th was ready to end at sunset. 
 At the exact time that Jesus would be buried, nearly 2000 years be-
fore, Abraham experienced a foretype of His death and burial: “And it came 
to pass, as the sun was going down, that a deep sleep fell upon Abram. 
And, behold, a horror of great darkness fell upon him” (Gen. 15:12).  
Abraham remained in this symbolic burial after the sun had gone down.  
When the darkness of night had come, the Lord God passed between the 
parts of the sacrifice: “And it came to pass—when the sun went down and it 
was dark—behold, a smoking furnace and a burning lamp passed between 
those pieces” (verse 17). 
 By this maledictory oath, God Himself confirmed that He would ful-
fill the covenant through His own death and burial.  This event, which took 
place during “the horror of great darkness,” also had a fulfillment in Jesus 
Christ.  The only sign that Jesus gave of His Messiahship was the length of 
time that He would be “in the heart of the earth” (Matt. 12:40).  As He lay in 
the darkness of the tomb for three days and three nights, He was confirming 
that He was the Messiah Who would fulfill the promises of the New Cove-
nant. 
 
Jesus Knew That the Words of the  
Prophets Would All Be Fulfilled 
 

 As the covenant sacrifice had foreshadowed and the prophets had 
foretold, the suffering and death that were appointed to Jesus would surely

come to pass.  Every detail would be fulfilled, exactly as recorded in 
Scripture.  When Judas left His presence on that Passover night, Jesus 
knew that Judas was on his way to the authorities to betray Him, as it was 
written: “Even a man, my friend in whom I trusted, who ate of my bread, 
has lifted up his heel against me” (Psa. 41:9).  Jesus also knew that the eld-
ers and the chief priests would pay Judas thirty pieces of silver to betray 
Him: “And I said to them, ‘If it is good, give me my price; and if not, let it 
go.’ So they weighed my price—thirty pieces of silver” (Zech. 11:12).  
Thirty pieces of silver was the price of a dead slave (Ex. 21:32). 
 Jesus also remembered the prophecy of Isaiah that He would be led 
as a lamb to the slaughter: “He is despised and rejected of men; a Man of 
sorrows, and acquainted with grief; and we hid as it were our faces from 
Him, He was despised, and we esteemed Him not.  Surely He has borne our 
infirmities, and carried our sorrows; yet we esteemed Him stricken, smitten 
of God, and afflicted. 
 But He was wounded for our transgressions; He was crushed for 
our iniquities; the chastisement of our peace was upon Him; and with 
His stripes we ourselves are healed.  All we like sheep have gone astray; 
we have turned each one to his own way; and the LORD has laid on Him 
the iniquity of us all.  He was oppressed, and He was afflicted; yet He 
opened not His mouth.  He is brought as a lamb to the slaughter; and as 
a sheep before its shearers is dumb, so He opened not His mouth….He 
was cut off out of the land of the living; for the transgression of My people 
He was stricken….Yet the LORD willed to crush Him and He has put Him to 
grief: You shall make His life an offering for sin….He shall see of the tra-
vail of His soul. He shall be fully satisfied. By His knowledge shall My 
righteous Servant justify many; and He shall bear their iniqui-
ties….because He has poured out His soul to death; and He was counted 
among the transgressors; and He bore the sin of many, and made interces-
sion for transgressors” (Isa. 53:3-12). 
 Jesus was fully aware that He would be mocked, beaten and spit 
upon, and would suffer a terrible scourging.  The whip that would inflict His 
scourging would have tips of nails and glass and would literally rip the flesh 
off His body.  After forty lashes, He would be near death.  He knew that this 
torturous ordeal would leave Him so horribly disfigured that He would be 
almost unrecognizable.  Isaiah prophesied all of these things: “I gave My 
back to the smiters, and My cheeks to them that plucked off the hair; I 
did not hide My face from shame and spitting….Many were astonished at 
Him—for His body was so disfigured—even  His form beyond that of the 
sons of men” (Isa. 50:6; 52:14). 
 Jesus knew that the prophecy of David in Psalm 22 was about to be 
fulfilled.  He would cry out these very words while He was hanging on the 
cross: “My God, my God, why have You forsaken me, and why are You 
so far from helping me, and from the words of my groaning?  O my God, I 
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cry in the daytime, but You do not answer; and in the night season, and am 
not silent….But I am a worm, and no man; a reproach of men and de-
spised by the people.  All who see Me mock Me; they shoot out the lip; 
they shake the head, saying, ‘He trusted on the LORD; let Him deliver Him; 
let Him rescue Him, since He delights in Him’ ” (Psa. 22:1-2, 6-8). 
 Even during the mocking and jeering of the people, priests and 
Pharisees, He would trust God the Father, as He had from His earliest days 
in the flesh: “For You are He who took Me out of the womb, causing Me to 
trust while on My mother’s breasts.  I was cast upon You from birth; You 
are My God from My mother’s womb.  Be not far from Me; for trouble is 
near, for there is none to help.  Many bulls [the demons] have encircled 
around Me; strong bulls of Bashan [Satan and his chief demons] have sur-
rounded Me.  They opened wide their mouths at Me, like a ravening and a 
roaring lion” (verses 9-13). 
 The next prophecies of David reveal the excruciating agony that He 
would suffer during His crucifixion as His physical life drained away: “I am 
poured out like water, and all My bones are out of joint [from the jolt of the 
cross falling into its hole]; My heart is like wax; it is melted in the midst of 
My bowels [from loss of blood].  My strength is dried up like a potsherd, 
and My tongue clings to My jaws;  
 “Dogs [the soldiers] have surrounded Me; a band of evildoers [the 
priests and Pharisees] have encircled me; they have pierced My hands and 
My feet [nailing Him to the cross]; and You have brought Me into the dust 
of death.  I can count all My bones [because the flesh had been ripped 
open]; they look and gloat over Me [in astonishment because He was so dis-
figured].  They divide My garments among them and cast lots upon My 
vesture” (verses 14-18). 
 In the midst of this agonizing ordeal, Jesus would pray to God the 
Father for strength to endure: “But You, O LORD, be not far from Me; O 
My strength, hasten to help Me!  Deliver My soul from the sword, My 
precious life from the power of the dog.  Save Me from the lion’s mouth; 
yea, and from the wild ox’s horns. You have answered Me….for He has 
not despised nor abhorred the affliction of the afflicted [Jesus Christ]; and 
He has not hidden His face from him, but when he cried to Him, He 
heard” (verses 19-24).  These prophetic words of David show that God 
the Father would not truly forsake His Son at any time during His suffer-
ing and crucifixion but would be with Him as He bore the sins of all man-
kind. 
 In Psalm 69, God inspired David to write more of the thoughts that 
Jesus would have while on the cross.  Although He had done no wrong, He 
would be hated and condemned to die by crucifixion, which was the lot of 
criminals.  His death would bring great disrepute upon His disciples, and He 
would be rejected by His own physical brothers and sisters: “Those who 
hate me without a cause are more than the hairs of my head; those who 
would cut me off are mighty being wrongfully my enemies….Do not let 
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those who wait on You, O Lord God of hosts, be ashamed for my sake; let 
not the ones who seek You be ashamed for my sake, O God of Israel be-
cause for Your sake I have borne reproach, shame has covered my face. 
I have become a stranger to My brothers and a alien to My mother’s chil-
dren” (Psa. 69:4-8). 
 Jesus would suffer all the shame and agony of the crucifixion be-
cause of His profound love and zeal for God the Father: “For the zeal of 
Your house has eaten Me up, and the reproaches of those who re-
proached You have fallen upon Me….Hear me, O LORD, for Your stead-
fast love is good; turn unto me according to the multitude of Your tender 
mercies.  And hide not Your face from Your servant, for I am in trouble; 
answer me speedily.  Draw near unto my soul and redeem it; deliver me be-
cause of my enemies.  You have known my reproach, and my shame, 
and my dishonor [being executed like a criminal]; my enemies are all be-
fore You.  Reproach has broken my heart, and I am full of heaviness; 
and I looked for some to take pity, but there was none; and for comfort-
ers, but I found none.  They also gave Me gall for My food; and in My 
thirst they gave Me vinegar to drink” (verses 9, 16-21). 
 Jesus knew that He would have to bear this shameful and agonizing 
ordeal to the end.  He knew that His suffering would become so unbearable 
that He would feel as if the Father had abandoned Him.  He knew that a 
spear would be thrust into the side of His body, as the prophet Zechariah 
was inspired to write: “…And they shall look upon Me whom they have 
pierced, and they shall mourn for Him, as one mourns for his only son, and 
shall be in bitterness over Him, as the bitterness over the firstborn ” (Zech. 
12:10). 
 Knowing that every one of these prophecies must be fulfilled, Jesus 
was in great anguish as He prayed to the Father.  The thought of suffering 
such a hideous and merciless death was nearly overwhelming.  Luke re-
cords, “Then an angel from heaven appeared to Him, strengthening Him. 
And being in AGONY [in His mind and spirit, knowing that all eternity 
hinged on this day], He prayed more earnestly.  And His sweat became 
as great drops of blood falling down to the ground” (Luke 22:43-44). 
 
Jesus Looked Forward to the Kingdom of God 
 
 Throughout His suffering, Jesus would keep His mind on His com-
ing resurrection and the Kingdom of God.  He knew that He would be 
raised from the dead by the power of God the Father and would give praise 
and glory to Him at the future resurrection of the saints, when His king-
dom would be established over all the earth: “From You comes my praise 
in the great congregation; I will pay my vows before those who fear Him 
[the resurrected saints].  The meek shall eat and be satisfied; those who 
seek the LORD shall praise Him; may your heart live forever.  All the ends 
of the earth shall remember and turn to the LORD [because of Jesus 
Christ’s sacrifice for sin]: and all the families of the nations shall worship 
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before You [at His return], for the kingdom is the LORD’S and He rules 
over the nations.   
 “All the rich of the earth shall eat and worship; all those who go 
down to the dust shall bow before Him; even he who cannot keep his own 
soul alive.  A seed shall serve Him; it shall be told of the LORD to the com-
ing generation.  They shall come and shall declare His righteousness unto a 
people that shall yet be born, that He has done this [through the crucifixion 
and resurrection of Jesus Christ]” (Psa. 22:25-31). 
 In the final words of His prayer, Jesus asked God the Father to re-
store Him to the glory that He had with the Father before the world existed. 
He also prayed for His disciples and for those who would become His disci-
ples through the preaching of the gospel, that they all might be one with 
Him and the Father: “Jesus spoke these words, and lifted up His eyes to 
heaven and said, ‘Father, the hour has come; glorify Your own Son, so that 
Your Son may also glorify You; since You have given Him authority over 
all flesh, in order that He may give eternal life to all whom You have given 
Him.  For this is eternal life, that they may know You, the only true God, 
and Jesus Christ, Whom You did send.  I have glorified You on the earth.  
I have finished the work that You gave Me to do.  
 “And now, Father, glorify Me with Your own self, with the glory 
that I had with You before the world existed.  I have manifested Your 
name to the men whom You have given Me out of the world.  They were 
Yours, and You have given them to Me, and they have kept Your Word.  
Now they have known that all things that You have given Me are from You.  
For I have given them the words that You gave to Me; and they have re-
ceived them and truly have known that I came from You; and they have be-
lieved that You did send Me. 
 “I am praying for them; I am not praying for the world, but for those 
whom You have given Me, for they are Yours.  All Mine are Yours, and all 
Yours are Mine; and I have been glorified in them.  And I am no longer in 
the world, but these are in the world, and I am coming to You.  Holy 
Father, keep them in Your name, those whom You have given Me, so 
that they may be one, even as We are one.  When I was with them in the 
world, I kept them in Your name.  I protected those whom You have given 
Me, and not one of them has perished except the son of perdition, in order 
that the Scriptures might be fulfilled. 
 “But now I am coming to You; and these things I am speaking while 
yet in the world, that they may have My joy fulfilled in them.  I have given 
them Your words, and the world has hated them because they are not of 
the world, just as I am not of the world.  I do not pray that You would take 
them out of the world, but that You would keep them from the evil one.  
They are not of the world, just as I am not of the world.  Sanctify them in 
Your truth; Your Word is the truth. 
 “Even as You did send Me into the world, I also have sent them into 
the world.  And for their sakes I sanctify Myself, so that they also may

be sanctified in Your truth.  I do not pray for these only, but also for those 
who shall believe in Me through their word; that they all may be one, even 
as You, Father, are in Me, and I in You; that they also may be one in 
Us, in order that the world may believe that You did send Me. 
 “And I have given them the glory that You gave to Me, in order that 
they may be one, in the same way that We are one: I in them, and You in 
Me, that they may be perfected into one; and that the world may know that 
You did send Me, and have loved them as You have loved Me.  Father, I 
desire that those whom You have given Me may also be with Me where I 
am, so that they may behold My glory, which You have given Me; because 
You did love Me before the foundation of the world.  Righteous Father, 
the world has not known You; but I have known You, and these have known 
that You did send Me.  And I have made known Your name to them, and 
will make it known [through His death and resurrection]; so that the love 
with which You have loved Me may be in them, and I in them” (John 
17:1-26). 
 When Jesus finished this prayer, He arose and returned to His disci-
ples.  “After saying these things, Jesus went out with His disciples to a place 
beyond the winter stream of Kidron, where there was a garden into which 
He and His disciples entered.  And Judas, who was betraying Him, also 
knew of the place because Jesus had often gathered there with His disci-
ples” (John 18:1-2). 
 The time had come for Jesus to be betrayed into the hands of sinners, 
and to give His life for their sins and for the sins of the world.  It was the 
death of God manifested in the flesh—THE CREATOR GOD!  His death 
and only His death could pay for the sins of all mankind.  Because of 
God’s profound love for mankind, He personally and willingly took upon 
Himself the penalty for sin, which is death.  Though He was made in the 
likeness of sinful flesh (Rom. 8:2-3), He never sinned.  Thus He could offer 
Himself as the perfect sacrifice for sin. 
 He would experience a cruel death not only at the hands of wicked 
and treacherous men, but also, at the hands of Satan the devil, the author 
of sin and the enemy of God and man!  Could God manifested in the flesh 
conquer sin and overcome Satan by enduring the suffering and shame of the 
cross? 

In fact, there was no question about whether He would be able to 
endure the pain and agony of the beating, scourging and crucifixion.  Why?  
What was Jesus’ mindset?  In the book of Hebrews, the apostle Paul wrote 
of Jesus’ attitude: “… Who for the joy that lay ahead of Him endured the 
cross, although He despised the shame, and has sat down at the right hand 
of the throne of God” (Heb. 12:2). 

The very fact that Jesus was to die in this manner was the ultimate 
purpose of His coming in the flesh.  He was to taste death for every per-
son because He alone was the Savior of mankind: “But we see Jesus, 
Who was made a little lower than the angels, crowned with glory and 
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honor on account of suffering the death, in order that by the grace of 
God He Himself might taste death for everyone; because it was fitting for 
Him, for Whom all things were created, and by Whom all things exist, in 
bringing many sons unto glory, to make the Author of their salvation perfect 
through sufferings.  For both He Who is sanctifying and those who are sanc-
tified are all of one; for which cause He is not ashamed to call them breth-
ren, saying, ‘I will declare Your name to My brethren; in the midst of the 
church I will sing praise to You.’  And again, ‘I will be trusting in Him.’  
And again, ‘Behold, I and the children whom God has given Me’ ” (Heb. 
2:9-13). 

This is what Jesus must have been thinking as He finished His 
prayer.  Now the moment had arrived!  The time of His betrayal was at 
hand.  Judas was coming. Jesus was ready. 
 
The Ordeal Begins 
 
 His fervent prayers in the Garden of Gethsemane had brought Jesus 
strength from the Father (Luke 22:43).  Determined to do His Father’s will, 
Jesus said to His apostles, “Behold, the hour has drawn near, and the Son of 
man is betrayed into the hands of sinners.  Arise!  Let us be going.  Look, 
the one who is betraying Me is approaching” (Matt. 26:45-46). 
 Then Jesus stepped forward to meet Judas, who was now possessed 
of Satan.  The prophecy of His arrest was being fulfilled: “And immediately, 
while He was speaking, Judas, being one of the twelve, came up with a great 
multitude with swords and clubs, from the chief priests and the scribes and 
the elders.  Now the one who was betraying Him had given them a sign, 
saying, ‘Whomever I shall kiss, He is the one.  Arrest Him and take Him 
securely away.’  And as soon as he came up to Him, he said, ‘Master, Mas-
ter,’ and kissed Him earnestly .  Then they laid their hands on Him and ar-
rested Him” (Mark 14:43-46). 
 Jesus was arrested like a common criminal, exactly as the Scriptures 
had prophesied: “At that point Jesus said to the crowd, ‘Have you come out 
to take Me with swords and clubs, as against a robber?  I sat day after day 
with you, teaching in the temple, and you did not arrest Me.  But all this 
has happened so that the Scriptures of the prophets might be fulfilled.’  
Then all the disciples forsook Him and fled [fulfilling the prophecy in 
Zechariah 13:7]” (Matt. 26:55-56). 
 As the chain of agonizing events unfolded—the false accusations 
and unjust trials, the cruel beatings, the humiliating mocking and spitting, 
the brutal scourging and a slow death by crucifixion—Jesus Christ remained 
steadfast in His love and loyalty to God the Father.  But the disciples and 
women who looked upon Jesus’ mutilated and bloodied body did not under-
stand what they were witnessing.  They stood afar off, watching His cruci-
fixion in stunned bewilderment and disbelief that this could be happening to 
Jesus Christ, Whom they believed to be the Son of God.  How could the 
promised Savior be nailed to the cross in naked shame, dying before their 
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very eyes?  They had hoped that He would save them from the Roman op-
pression and establish the Kingdom of God.  Now there would be no salva-
tion, not at that time or ever, so they thought, as they witnessed Jesus draw-
ing His last breath on the cross.  They did not realize until after the resurrec-
tion that the outpouring of Jesus’ blood was the beginning of the salva-
tion of the world. 
 The Son of God had died to atone for the sins of the world!  As the 
God Who had created man, His death paid the penalty for the sins of every 
human being, opening the way for all mankind to receive the gift of eternal 
life.  This was the beginning of the New Covenant, sealed with the body and 
the blood of Jesus Christ, which would bring salvation to all the world. 
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CHAPTER THREE 
__________________________ 

 
Who Killed Jesus the Christ? 

 
 Since the crucifixion of Jesus Christ in 30 AD until our day, people 
have questioned who killed Jesus Christ.  Was it the Jews?  Was it the Jew-
ish priesthood?  Was it the Romans?  The answers to these questions are 
found in the Scriptures themselves, conveying the awesome love, power and 
plan of God in His intimate dealings with mankind. 
 
Jesus Christ’s Sacrificial Death 
Planned From the Beginning 
 
 Before the creation of the world, God the Father had His predeter-
mined plan of redemption and salvation through His only begotten Son, Je-
sus Christ, Who was the “the Lamb slain from the foundation of the 
world” (Rev. 13:8) for the sins of the whole world—all mankind (I John 
2:2).  In fulfilling this as well as hundreds of other prophecies, God the Fa-
ther demonstrated His love by sending His Son: “For God so loved the 
world that He gave His only begotten Son, so that everyone who believes in 
Him may not perish, but may have everlasting life.  For God sent not His 
Son into the world that He might judge the world, but that the world might 
be saved through Him” (John 3:16-17). 
 The apostle Paul wrote of God’s divine plan of salvation in the death 
and resurrection of Jesus Christ: “In Whom we have redemption through 
His blood, even the remission of sins, according to the riches of His grace, 
which He has made to abound toward us in all wisdom and intelligence; 
having made known to us the mystery of His own will, according to His 
good pleasure, which He purposed in Himself; that in the divine plan for 
the fulfilling of the times … Who is working out all things according to 
the counsel of His own will” (Eph. 1:7-11). 
 Jesus Voluntarily Laid Down His Life: Because no man has power 
over God, nor can anyone command God or exercise authority over Him—
whether in heaven or on earth—Jesus made it clear that in the fulfilling of 
God’s plan He would voluntarily lay down His own life, saying, “I am the 
good Shepherd, and I know those who are Mine, and am known of those 
who are Mine.  Just as the Father knows Me, I also know the Father; and I 
lay down My life for the sheep … No one takes it from Me, but I lay it 
down of Myself.  I have authority to lay it down and authority to receive it 
back again. This commandment I received from My Father’ ” (John 10:14, 
18). 
 On the night of Jesus’ last Passover, as He and the apostles were 
walking to the Garden of Gethsemane, He began to explain many things to 
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them.  Most importantly, He expressed His profound love for them as 
friends, for whom He was going to lay down His life: “This is My com-
mandment: that you love one another, as I have loved you.  No one has 
greater love than this: that one lay down his life for his friends.  You are 
My friends, if you do whatever I command you.  No longer do I call you 
servants, because the servant does not know what his master is doing.  But I 
have called you friends because I have made known to you all the things 
that I have heard from My Father” (John 15:12-15). 
 In spite of the fact that Jesus willingly laid down His life to suffer 
death by beating, scourging and crucifixion, the men who were involved had 
their part in killing Him.  As we will see, they were instruments of God to 
fulfill His will.  Those directly involved were: Judas Iscariot; the high priest 
Caiaphas and the Jewish religious authorities; the Roman governor Pontius 
Pilate; the Jewish people who demanded that He be crucified; and the Ro-
man soldiers who beat, scourged and crucified Him. 
 Judas Iscariot: When Jesus personally chose Judas Iscariot, He 
knew that he would betray Him and deliver Him up to the Jewish and Ro-
man authorities (Mark 3:19).  On another occasion, Jesus told the twelve, 
“ ‘Did I not choose you twelve, and one of you is the devil?’  Now He 
spoke of Judas Iscariot, Simon’s son; for he was about to betray Him, be-
ing one of the twelve” (John 6:70-71). 
 Before Judas Iscariot betrayed Jesus, he covenanted with the chief 
priests to do so for thirty pieces of silver—the price of a dead slave: “Then 
one of the twelve, who was called Judas Iscariot, went to the chief priests, 
and said, ‘What are you willing to give me, and I will deliver Him up to 
you?’  And they offered him thirty pieces of silver.  And from that time he 
sought an opportunity to betray Him” (Matt. 26:14-16). 
 During Jesus’ last Passover, when the time came for Judas to betray 
Him, Jesus said, “Truly I say to you, one of you shall betray Me, even he 
who is eating with Me … The Son of man indeed goes, just as it has been 
written of Him; but woe to that man by whom the Son of man is betrayed!  
It would be better for that man if he had not been born” (Mark 14:18, 21).  
Then Jesus dipped the sop and gave it to Judas, and Satan entered into him.  
He immediately departed to betray Jesus to the priests (John 13:26).  At 
midnight, as Judas was receiving the band of soldiers who came to arrest 
Jesus, Caiaphas and the religious authorities were undoubtedly assembling 
for their final judgment against Jesus.  For his part in killing Jesus, Judas 
hanged himself (Matt. 26:5). 
 Caiaphas the High Priest and the Jewish Religious Authorities: 
After the spectacular miracle of raising Lazarus from the dead, the Jewish 
religious authorities—the priests, the Levites, the scribes, the Pharisees and 
the Sadducees—were fearful that the Romans would remove them from 
power.  Consequently, they held a special council and decided to kill Jesus: 
“Then the chief priests and the Pharisees gathered a council and said, ‘What 
shall we do?  For this man does many miracles.  If we allow Him to continue

in this manner, all will believe in Him, and the Romans will come and take 
away from us both this place and the nation.’  But a certain one of them, 
Caiaphas, being high priest that year, said to them, ‘You have no under-
standing, nor consider that it is better for us that one man die for the people, 
than that the whole nation should perish.’  Now he did not say this of him-
self, but being high priest that year, he prophesied that Jesus would die for 
the nation; and not for the nation only, but also that He might gather to-
gether into one the children of God who were scattered abroad.  Therefore, 
from that day they took counsel together, so that they might kill Him” (John 
11:47-53). 
 As both the leaders and the supreme court of the Jewish nation, 
Caiaphas and the religious authorities of the Sanhedrin were the only ones 
who had the authority to condemn Jesus to death.  They did not believe that 
Jesus was the Son of God, the anointed Messiah of God, and falsely accused 
Him of blasphemy when He declared that He was (Matt. 26:63-66; Mark 
14:60-64).  Although God the Father was fulfilling His will, Caiaphas and 
the Jewish religious authorities had their part in conspiring to kill Jesus.  Be-
cause they were forbidden by the Romans to execute anyone, they turned 
Him over to Pontius Pilate for Roman judgment and crucifixion. 
 From the time of John the Baptist until His crucifixion, the priests 
and religious authorities had had nearly four years to repent and believe that 
Jesus was the Christ—the anointed Messiah of God.  Because they did not, 
in the days before His crucifixion, Jesus gave them a final warning: “ ‘Have 
you never read in the Scriptures, “The Stone that the builders rejected, this 
has become the head of the corner.  This was from the Lord, and it is won-
derful in our eyes”?  Because of this, I say to you, the kingdom of God shall 
be taken from you, and it shall be given to a nation that produces the fruits 
of it.  And the one who falls on this Stone [in repentance] shall be broken; 
but on whomever it shall fall [because of failure to repent], it will grind him 
to powder.’  Now after hearing His parables, the chief priests and the 
Pharisees knew that He was speaking about them.  And they sought to 
arrest Him, but they were afraid of the multitudes, because they held Him as 
a prophet” (Matt. 21:42-46). 
 Just as they did not heed John the Baptist’s warning or Jesus’ warn-
ings during His three and one-half year ministry, they did not heed His final 
warning.  They viewed Jesus as a competitor (John 12:19) and were mostly 
concerned with maintaining their power and religious authority.  Although 
some secretly believed that He was the Messiah, they refused to repent and 
confess Him: “But even so, many among the rulers believed in Him; but 
because of the Pharisees they did not confess Him, so that they would not 
be put out of the synagogue; for they loved the glory of men more than the 
glory of God” (John 12:42-43). 
 In the greatest act of mercy, Jesus personally offered them forgive-
ness while He was dying on the cross as they taunted and ridiculed Him 
(Luke 23:43), but they did not accept it.  However, if they had chosen to 
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repent, they would have fulfilled the will of God for those who repent and 
believe, rather then receiving the judgment of God unto condemnation. 
 After Jesus’ resurrection, through the witness of the apostles, the 
chief priests and Jewish religious authorities had many opportunities to re-
pent and to accept the forgiveness that Jesus had extended to them while He 
was dying on the cross.  In Acts 4 and 5, the apostles were arrested and 
brought before Caiaphas, the priests and the full Sanhedrin.  The apostles 
witnessed to them that Jesus Christ was the Savior, the Son of God.  Al-
though the chief priests refused to repent and believe, a multitude of priests 
did (Acts 6:7). 
 Later, Stephen was brought before them in what might have been 
their final witness.  They resisted his words, also, and killed him as de-
scribed in the account in Acts: “ ‘O stiff-necked and uncircumcised in heart 
and ears!  You do always resist the Holy Spirit; as your fathers did, so also 
do you.  Which of the prophets did your fathers not persecute?  And they 
killed those who foretold the coming of the Righteous One, of Whom you 
have become the betrayers and murderers; Who received the law by the dis-
position of angels, but have not kept it.’ 
 “And when they heard these things, they were cut to their hearts, and 
they gnashed their teeth at him.  But he, being filled with the Holy Spirit, 
looked intently into heaven and saw the glory of God, and Jesus standing at 
the right hand of God.  And he said, ‘Behold, I see the heavens opened, and 
the Son of man standing at the right hand of God.’  Then they cried out with 
a loud voice, and stopped their ears, and rushed upon him with one accord, 
and cast him out of the city and stoned him.  And the witnesses laid down 
their garments at the feet of a young man called Saul.  And they stoned 
Stephen, who called upon God, saying, ‘Lord Jesus, receive my spirit.’  And 
he fell to his knees and cried with a loud voice, ‘Lord, do not lay this sin to 
their charge.’  And after he had said this, he died” (Acts 7:51-60). 
 So heated was the exchange between Stephen and the members of 
the Sanhedrin, it is recorded that Jesus Christ was standing at the right hand 
of God in heaven intently watching the whole incident transpire.  Yet, they 
still did not repent and believe.  Therefore, they suffered the harsh judgment 
of God for rejecting Jesus Christ as the anointed Messiah, the Son of God, 
and for instigating His death by crucifixion.  In 70 AD, God’s final judg-
ment came.  The city of Jerusalem and its Temple were destroyed by the 
Roman armies. 
 Pontius Pilate, the Roman Governor: After Caiaphas and the reli-
gious authorities had condemned Jesus to death, they brought Him to Pon-
tius Pilate.  The Roman governor was the only one who could condemn Je-
sus to be crucified, as He had prophesied (John 8:28; 12:32, 34).  Although 
secular histories record that Pontius Pilate was a harsh, vicious ruler, many 
critics have complained that in the film, The Passion of the Christ by Mel 
Gibson, he was depicted as a wimp.  While it is undoubtedly true that Pilate 
was an oppressive, cruel ruler, such criticisms about his wimpiness reveal a 
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lack of knowledge about the biblical account and the power of God to carry 
out His will. 
 While the Jewish authorities condemned Jesus to death because He 
claimed to be the Son of God, when they brought Jesus before Pilate they 
falsely accused Him of subverting the nation and making Himself a king.  
When Pilate questioned Jesus, he did not find any fault against Him.  Sev-
eral times Pilate was willing to let Him go, knowing that the Jewish leaders 
had had Him arrested because of envy.  Moreover, Pilate’s wife had a dream 
about Jesus and warned her husband not to have anything to do with con-
demning “this righteous man” (Matt. 27:19).  Jesus also told Pilate that 
those who had delivered Him up had the greater sin (John 19:11). 
 By the time Pilate offered to release Jesus, a huge crowd had gath-
ered that was demanding Jesus’ crucifixion and Barabbas’ release.  Pilate, 
wanting to appease the priests and the crowd in order to avoid a riot, had 
Jesus beaten and scourged.  Then he released Barabbas to them, and the sol-
diers led Jesus away to be crucified. 
 For his part in the crucifixion of Jesus Christ, Pontius Pilate received 
the judgment of God.  In 36 AD, he was recalled to Rome by Tiberius for 
the ruthless slaughter of thousands of pilgrims.  However, Tiberius died be-
fore Pilate arrived, and Caligula was Emperor.  He exiled Pilate to Gaul, 
where, in public disgrace, Pilate committed suicide in 38 AD. 
 The Jewish People: At the instigation of the priests and the religious 
authorities, a crowd of Jewish people gathered to demand that Jesus be cru-
cified.  In a public show before the people, Pilate washed his hands to dem-
onstrate that he was guiltless of Jesus’ blood—but he was not.  All the peo-
ple shouted, “His blood be upon us and our children” (Matt. 27:23). 
 To this day, the Jews detest and reject this record.  All denials and 
claims to the contrary, the historical record is true, and the people did make 
this statement.  But, as we will see, this statement does not apply only to the 
Jews in the crowd, who uttered those words when Jesus was condemned; it 
also applies to every human being because all have sinned (Rom. 3:9-10, 
19) and are guilty of the blood of Jesus Christ.  We must never forget that, 
while Jesus was dying on the cross, He personally offered forgiveness to 
those who condemned Him and participated in His death, saying, “Father, 
forgive them for they do not know what they are doing.” 
 After Jesus’ Resurrection Forgiveness Was Offered to All: The day 
after Jesus’ resurrection, He revealed Himself to His apostles and disciples 
and commanded them to preach the gospel of repentance and remission of 
sins.  “And [He] said to them, ‘According as it is written, it was necessary 
for the Christ to suffer, and to rise from the dead the third day.  And in His 
name, repentance and remission of sins should be preached to all na-
tions, beginning at Jerusalem.  For you are witnesses of these 
things” (Luke 24:46-48). 
 At the Temple in Jerusalem on the Day of Pentecost fifty days later, 
God inspired the apostles to preach repentance and forgiveness to the very 
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ones who had killed Christ: “ ‘Men, Israelites, listen to these words: Jesus 
the Nazarean, a man sent forth to you by God, as demonstrated by works of 
power and wonders and signs, which God performed by Him in your midst, 
as you yourselves also know; Him, having been delivered up by the prede-
termined plan and foreknowledge of God, you have seized by lawless 
hands and have crucified and killed.  But God has raised Him up, having 
loosed the throes of death, because it was not possible for Him to be held by 
it … Therefore, let all the house of Israel know with full assurance that 
God has made this same Jesus, Whom you crucified, both Lord and 
Christ.’ 
 “Now after hearing this, they were cut to the heart; and they said to 
Peter and the other apostles, ‘Men and brethren, what shall we do?’  Then 
Peter said to them, ‘Repent and be baptized each one of you in the name 
of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins, and you yourselves shall re-
ceive the gift of the Holy Spirit.  For the promise is to you and to your chil-
dren, and to all those who are afar off, as many as the Lord our God may 
call.’  And with many other words he earnestly testified and exhorted, say-
ing, ‘Be saved from this perverse generation.’  Then those who joyfully re-
ceived his message were baptized; and about three thousand souls were 
added that day” (Acts 2:22-24, 36-41).  Undoubtedly, many of those who 
repented and were baptized were the very ones who, less than two months 
earlier, were shouting with the rest of the crowd: “Crucify Him! Crucify 
Him!” 
 Twice in the weeks and months that followed, the apostles were ar-
rested by the authorities for performing miracles and preaching the resurrec-
tion of Jesus Christ.  When they were brought before the high priests and the 
full Sanhedrin of religious leaders, the apostles witnessed to them that they 
were responsible for killing Jesus (Acts 4:6-23; 5:17-23).  They did not re-
pent in spite of the apostles’ witness. 
 Yet, in Jerusalem alone, as the apostles continued to preach, heal the 
sick and perform miracles “…the Word of God spread, and the number of 
the disciples in Jerusalem was multiplied exceedingly, and a great multitude 
of the priests were obedient to the faith” (Acts 6:7).  Multiple thousands of 
Jews believed, repented and received forgiveness, becoming heirs of salva-
tion through Jesus Christ—the one Whom they had killed. 
 Unfortunately, the majority of the Jewish religious leaders did not 
repent.  Yet, God gave them a third powerful witness through Stephen, 
whose stinging testimony moved them to kill him (Acts 7).  After Stephen 
was martyred the Jews launched major persecution against the Jewish Chris-
tians (Acts 8 and 9). 
 In His mercy, God gave the rest of the Jewish nation 40 years to re-
pent and believe.  Multiple thousands did, but the majority did not.  Conse-
quently, true to the prophecies of Jesus, the Roman armies destroyed the 
Temple and Jerusalem.  Hundreds of thousands of Jews died, and the survi-
vors were carried into captivity and dispersed throughout the Roman Empire. 
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 True to Jesus’ final warning, those who were directly involved in His 
crucifixion and who did not repent suffered the judgment of God.  Those 
who accepted His forgiveness when the apostles preached to them received 
mercy and remission of sins through His sacrifice, as Jesus said in His final 
warning, “And the one who falls on this Stone shall be broken [in repen-
tance]; but on whomever it shall fall, it will grind him to powder” (Matt. 
21:44). 
 
A Biblical Perspective of 
Who Killed Jesus Christ 
 
 From a human point of view, it is natural to think that greater blame 
and condemnation should be placed on those who were directly involved in 
Jesus’ death.  This may be true; however, we need to remember that they 
were carrying out God’s will in fulfilling the many prophecies about the 
Messiah, even though they did not realize it. 
 Before Jesus was crucified, He was beaten and scourged, as Isaiah 
prophesied (Isa. 50:7-8).  So vicious was His scourging that Jesus was 
hardly recognizable.  His body was literally ripped to shreds, with His flesh 
hanging from the lashings of the scourging whip, exposing His ribs (Isa. 
52:14; Psa. 22:17).  Jesus was beaten because God the Father laid upon Him 
the sins of the whole world (Isa. 53:5-6, 11).  He was led as a lamb to the 
slaughter (Isa. 53:7).  
 The apostle John wrote that those who condemned Jesus to death 
were fulfilling the will of God.  After Caiaphas and the Sanhedrin con-
demned Him: “… they led Jesus from Caiaphas to the judgment hall, and it 
was early … Therefore, Pilate came out to them and said, ‘What accusation 
do you bring against this man?’  They answered and said to him, ‘If He were 
not an evildoer, we would not have delivered Him up to you.’  Then Pilate 
said to them, ‘You take Him and judge Him according to your own law.’  
But the Jews said to him, ‘It is not lawful for us to put anyone to death’; so 
that the saying of Jesus might be fulfilled, which He had spoken to sig-
nify by what death He was about to die” (John 18:28-32). 
 Upon questioning, Jesus told Pilate that He was indeed born to be a 
king, but His kingdom was not of this world.  After Pilate heard this he 
again went out and told the Jews that he found no fault in Him.  But the 
crowd would not listen to him and demanded that Jesus be crucified and 
Barabbas released (verses 33-40). 
  “Then Pilate therefore took Jesus and scourged Him.  And after plat-
ting a crown of thorns, the soldiers put it on His head; and they threw a pur-
ple cloak over Him, and kept on saying, ‘Hail, King of the Jews!’  And they 
struck Him with the palms of their hands.  Then Pilate went out again and 
said to them, ‘Behold, I bring Him out to you, so that you may know that I 
do not find any fault in Him.’  Then Jesus went out, wearing the crown of 
thorns and the purple cloak; and he said to them, ‘Behold the man!’ 
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 “But when the chief priests and the officers saw Him, they cried 
aloud, saying, ‘Crucify Him, crucify Him!’  Pilate said to them, ‘You take 
Him and crucify Him because I do not find any fault in Him.’  The Jews an-
swered him, ‘We have a law, and according to our law it is mandatory that 
He die, because He made Himself the Son of God.’  Therefore, when Pilate 
heard this saying, he was even more afraid.  And he went into the judgment 
hall again, and said to Jesus, ‘Where have You come from?’  But Jesus did 
not give him an answer. 
 “Then Pilate said to Him, ‘Why don’t You speak to me?  Don’t You 
know that I have authority to crucify You, and authority to release 
You?’  Jesus answered, ‘You would not have any authority against Me if 
it were not given to you from above.  For this reason, the one who deliv-
ered Me to you has the greater sin.’ 
 “Because of this saying, Pilate sought to release Him; but the Jews 
cried out, saying, ‘If you release this man, you are not a friend of Caesar.  
Everyone who makes himself a king speaks against Caesar.’  Therefore, af-
ter hearing this saying, Pilate had Jesus led out, and sat down on the judg-
ment seat at a place called the Pavement; but in Hebrew, Gabbatha … And 
he said to the Jews, ‘Behold your King!’  But they cried aloud, ‘Away, away 
with Him! Crucify Him!’  Pilate said to them, ‘Shall I crucify your King?’  
The chief priests answered, ‘We have no king but Caesar.’  Therefore, he 
then delivered Him up to them so that He might be crucified.  And they took 
Jesus and led Him away [to be crucified]” (John 19:1-16). 
 Thus all those involved in killing Jesus Christ were unwittingly ful-
filling the Scriptures.  John wrote in seven additional places that everything 
was done to fulfill the will and the Word of God (John 12:38; 15:25; 17:12; 
18:9; 19:24, 28, 36).   Although they were carrying out the will of God, they 
were still guilty of and would be held accountable for directly participating 
in the murder of Christ.  Yet, as we have seen, Jesus offered them forgive-
ness while He was dying on the cross because what they had done was not 
an unpardonable sin. 
 
A Prophetic View of Those Directly 
Involved in Crucifying Jesus 
 
 The apostle Paul wrote in the book of Hebrews, “But now, once and 
for all, in the consummation of the ages, He has been manifested for the pur-
pose of removing sin through His sacrifice of Himself…. By Whose will we 
are sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once for 
all” (Heb. 9:26; 10:10).  The unique sacrifice of Jesus Christ was the one 
offering for sin for all time—all human sin—past, present and future. 
 From the beginning the apostles had a prophetic view of the sacrifice 
of Jesus Christ because after His resurrection He opened their minds to un-
derstand the Scriptures (Luke 24:44-45).  When the apostles were arrested 
and appeared before the Sanhedrin, they gave a profound witness about 
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Jesus Christ (Acts 4:5-23).  After they returned, they reported to the brethren 
all that had transpired, and they all praised God by referring to Psalm Two: 
“And when they heard this, they lifted up their voices to God with one ac-
cord and said, ‘O Master, You are the God Who made the heaven and the 
earth and the sea, and all that are in them, Who by the mouth of Your ser-
vant David did say, “Why did the nations insolently rage, and the people 
imagine vain things?  The kings of the earth stood up, and the rulers were 
gathered together against the Lord and against His Christ.”  For of a 
truth they did gather together against Your holy Son, Jesus, Whom You did 
anoint, both Herod and Pontius Pilate, with the Gentiles and the people 
of Israel, to do whatever Your hand and Your counsel had predetermined to 
take place’ ” (Acts 4:24-28).   
 It is clear from these scriptures that from a prophetic view, those di-
rectly involved in killing Jesus Christ represented more than themselves.   
 Caiaphas and the Religious Rulers: While the priesthood and the 
religious leaders had the law of Moses and the order of God’s Temple ser-
vice in Jerusalem, they actually rejected the commandments of God by ob-
serving their own traditions as Jesus said: “Well did Isaiah prophesy con-
cerning you hypocrites, as it is written, ‘This people honors Me with their 
lips, but their hearts are far away from Me.’  But in vain do they worship 
Me, teaching for doctrine the commandments of men.  For leaving the com-
mandment of God, you hold fast the tradition of men … Full well do you 
reject the commandment of God, so that you may observe your own tradi-
tion” (Mark 7:6-9). 
 Because of this they were no different than the pagan religions of the 
world.  As such then, apostate Judaism, in prophetic type represented all 
the religions of the world in the persons of Caiaphas and the religious rul-
ers. 
 Pontius Pilate and Herod: God gave to the prophet Daniel the 
prophecies of all the governments of the world from the reign of Nebuchad-
nezzar king of Babylon to the return of Jesus Christ.  At the time of Jesus, 
the Roman Empire, represented by the fourth beast of Daniel 7, was the rul-
ing power in the world.  Therefore, as rulers of Rome, Pontius Pilate and 
Herod in prophetic type represented all the governments and nations of 
the world. 
 The Jewish People: The Jewish people living in Judea and Jerusa-
lem, the city where God had placed His name, were the remnant of the 
twelve tribes of Israel.  However, the crowd of Jews, who had gathered be-
fore Pilate to demand that Jesus be crucified, in prophetic type repre-
sented all the people of the world. 
 Thus, Psalm Two was fulfilled when Jesus Christ was condemned to 
death and crucified on that fateful day—the Passover day 30 AD. 
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Every Human Being Had a 
Part in Killing Jesus Christ  
 
 How can those who were not even there or had not yet been born be 
held accountable?  God has decreed, “The wages of sin is death” (Rom. 
6:23). “Sin is the transgression of the law” (I John 3:4, KJV), or literally, 
“Everyone who practices sin is also practicing lawlessness, for sin is law-
lessness.”   
 In his epistle to the Romans, Paul wrote, “All have sinned, and come 
short of the glory of God” (3:23).  Since Christ died for the sins of the whole 
world (I John 2:2), this means that all are guilty of killing Jesus Christ—
guilty of the blood of Jesus Christ—and not just the Jews who uttered the 
words, “Let His blood be upon us and our children.”  Spiritually speaking, 
because of sin, all human beings have the blood of Jesus Christ upon them. 
 Paul charges that all are under sin—Jews and Gentiles—and no one 
is exempt: “… we have already charged both Jews and Gentiles—ALL—
with being under sin, exactly as it is written: ‘For there is not a righteous 
one—not even one!  There is not one who understands; there is not one who 
seeks after God’ … Now then, we know that whatever the law says, it 
speaks to those who are under the law [because all have sinned], so that 
every mouth may be stopped, and all the world may become guilty before 
God” (Rom. 3:9-11, 19). 
  The apostle Peter wrote: “Christ also suffered for us, leaving us an 
example, that you should follow in His footsteps Who committed no sin; 
neither was guile found in His mouth; Who, when He was reviled, did not 
revile in return; when suffering, He threatened not, but committed Himself 
to Him Who judges righteously; Who Himself bore our sins within His 
own body on the tree [the cross]…. Christ indeed once suffered for sins, 
the Just for the unjust, so that He might bring us to God; on the one hand, 
He was put to death in the flesh; but on the other hand, He was made alive 
by the Spirit” (I Pet. 2:21-24; 3:18). 
 Who is guilty of killing Jesus Christ?  The whole world!  It was not 
only those who were directly involved when Jesus was crucified, but begin-
ning with Adam and Eve, every human being—past, present and future—is 
guilty of killing Jesus Christ.  All people, all nations, all religions are guilty 
of killing Jesus Christ because they are walking contrary to the laws and 
commandments of God.  They have been deceived by Satan the devil, who 
is the god of this world (Rev. 12:9; II Cor 4:4). 
 Because of this human condition, the love of God the Father and Je-
sus Christ was demonstrated not only because Jesus laid down His life to die 
but also because He did so while we were still enemies of God: “For even 
when we were without strength, at the appointed time Christ died for the 
ungodly.  For rarely will anyone die for a righteous man, although perhaps 
someone might have the courage even to die for a good man.  But God 
commends His own love to us because, when we were still sinners, 
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Christ died for us” (Rom. 5:6-8) 
 The full meaning of the day that Jesus the Christ died—as our Pass-
over lamb on the Passover day—is summed up by the apostle Paul when he 
wrote to the Gentiles in Corinth: “For He made Him Who knew no sin to be 
sin for us, so that we might become the righteousness of God in Him” (II 
Cor. 5:21). 
 
 
 

Chapter Three 

34 



On that Passover day, the day of 
the crucifixion, all the words of the 
prophets concerning the suffering 
of the Christ, or the Anointed One, 
were fulfilled.  Their fulfillment in 
every detail stands today as a last-
ing testimony to the Messiahship of 
Jesus Christ. 

The first prophecy, the oldest of 
all, had been given by the Lord 
Himself at the time of Adam and 
Eve’s first sin: 
 
1) The serpent would bruise the 
seed of the woman. 
 
Prophesied: “And I will put enmity 
between you and the woman, and 
between your seed and her Seed; 
He will bruise your head, and you 
shall bruise His heel” (Gen. 3:15). 
 
Fulfilled: “ ‘Now is the judgment 
of this world.  Now shall the prince 
of this world be cast out.  And if I 
be lifted up from the earth, I will 
draw all to Myself.’  But He said 
this to signify by what death He 
was about to die” (John 12:31-33). 
 
2) The Messiah would be cut off, 
but not for Himself, as prophesied 
by Daniel. 
 
Prophesied: “And after sixty-two 
weeks Messiah shall be cut off but 
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Twenty-eight Prophecies  

Fulfilled 
On the Crucifixion Day 

not for Himself...” (Dan. 9:26). 
 
Fulfilled: “ ‘Nor consider that it is 
better for us that one man die for 
the people, than that the whole na-
tion should perish.’  Now he did 
not say this of himself, but being 
high priest that year, prophesied 
that Jesus would die for the nation; 
and not for the nation only, but 
also that He might gather together 
into one the children of God who 
were scattered abroad” (John 
11:50-52). 
 
3) The betrayal of Jesus by Judas 
was foretold by David. 
 
Prophesied: “Even a man, my 
friend in whom I trusted, who ate of 
my bread, has lifted up his heel 
against me” (Psa. 41:9).  
 
Fulfilled: “Then Judas Iscariot, one 
of the twelve, went to the chief 
priests in order that he might de-
liver Him up to them. And after 
hearing this, they were delighted 
and promised to give him money.  
And he sought how he might con-
veniently betray Him” (Mark 
14:10-11). 
 
4) Jesus Christ would be forsaken 
by His disciples, as prophesied by 
Zechariah.  



Prophesied: “Awake, O sword, 
against My Shepherd, and against 
the Man who is My companion,” 
says the LORD of hosts. “Strike the 
Shepherd, and the sheep shall be 
scattered...” (Zech. 13:7). 
 
Fulfilled: “Then they all forsook 
Him and fled” (Mark 14:50). 
 
5) The price of His betrayal was 
also foretold by Zechariah. 
 
Prophesied: “And I said to them, 
‘If it is good, give me my price; and 
if not, let it go.’ So they weighed 
my price—thirty pieces of sil-
ver” (Zech. 11:12). 
 
Fulfilled: “And said, ‘What are you 
willing to give me, and I will de-
liver Him up to you?’  And they 
offered him thirty pieces of sil-
ver” (Matt. 26:15). 
 
6) Zechariah also foretold what 
would be done with the betrayal 
money. 
 
Prophesied: “And the LORD said to 
me, ‘Throw it to the potter’—the 
princely price at which I was valued 
by them. And I took the thirty 
pieces of silver and threw them to 
the potter in the house of the 
LORD” (Zech. 11:13). 
 
Fulfilled: “Now when Judas, who 
had betrayed Him, saw that He was 
condemned, he changed his mind 
and returned the thirty pieces of 
silver to the chief priests and the 
elders, saying, ‘I have sinned and 
have betrayed innocent blood.’  But 
they said, ‘What is that to us?  You 
see to it yourself.’  And after throw-
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ing down the pieces of silver in the 
temple, he went out and hanged 
himself.  But the chief priests took 
the pieces of silver and said, ‘It is 
not lawful to put them into the 
treasury, since it is the price of 
blood.’  And after taking counsel, 
they bought a potter’s field with the 
pieces of silver, for a burial ground 
for strangers” (Matt. 27:3-7). 
 
7) Isaiah prophesied that Jesus 
Christ would be sacrificed as the 
Passover Lamb of God. 
 
Prophesied: “He is brought as a 
lamb to the slaughter...” (Isa. 53:7). 
 
Fulfilled: “For Christ our Passover 
was sacrificed for us” (I Cor. 5:7).  
“Knowing that you were not re-
deemed by corruptible things … but 
by the precious blood of Christ, as 
of a lamb without blemish and 
without spot; Who truly was fore-
known before the foundation of the 
world, but was manifested in these 
last times for your sakes” (I Pet. 
1:18-20). 
 
8) Isaiah also prophesied the 
scourging and mocking that He 
would suffer. 
 
Prophesied: “I gave My back to the 
smiters [scourgers], and My cheeks 
to them that plucked off the hair; I 
did not hide My face from shame 
and spitting” (Isa. 50:6). 
 
Fulfilled: “Then he released 
Barabbas to them; but after scourg-
ing Jesus, he delivered Him up so 
that He might be crucified.  Then the 
governor’s soldiers, after taking Je-
sus with them into the Praetorium, 



gathered the entire band against 
Him; and they stripped Him and put 
a scarlet cloak around Him.  And 
after platting a crown of thorns, 
they put it on His head; and a rod in 
His right hand; and bowing on their 
knees before Him, they mocked 
Him, and kept on saying, ‘Hail, 
king of the Jews!’  Then, after spit-
ting on Him, they took the rod and 
struck Him on the head” (Matt. 
27:26-30). 
 
9) Both Isaiah and David prophe-
sied that Jesus’ body would be mu-
tilated. 
 
Prophesied: “Many were aston-
ished at Him—for His body was so 
disfigured—even  His form beyond 
that of the sons of men” (Isa. 
52:14).  “I can count all My bones; 
they look and gloat over Me” (Psa. 
22:17). 
 
Fulfilled: “But after scourging Je-
sus, he delivered Him up so that He 
might be crucified” (Matt. 27:26). 
“Then Pilate therefore took Jesus 
and scourged Him” (John 19:1). 
 
10) David prophesied the shame 
and dishonor that Jesus would suf-
fer, being condemned as a crimi-
nal. 
 
Prophesied: “...the reproaches of 
those who reproached You have 
fallen upon Me....You have known 
my reproach, and my shame, and 
my dishonor; my enemies are all 
before You.  Reproach has broken 
my heart, and I am full of heavi-
ness; and I looked for some to take 
pity, but there was none; and for 
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comforters, but I found none” (Psa. 
69:9, 19-20). 
 
Fulfilled: “At that point Jesus said 
to the crowd, ‘Have you come out 
to take Me with swords and clubs, 
as against a robber?’ ” (Matt. 26:55) 
“They answered and said, ‘He is 
deserving of death!’ ” (Matt. 26:66) 
 
11) David also foretold that false 
witnesses would testify against 
Christ. 
 
Prophesied: “Cruel witnesses rose 
up; they asked me of things that I 
knew nothing about” (Psa. 35:11). 
 
Fulfilled: “And the chief priests 
and the whole Sandhedrin were try-
ing to find testimony against Jesus, 
to put Him to death; but they did 
not find any.  For many bore false 
witness against Him, but their testi-
monies did not agree.  And some 
rose up and bore false witness 
against Him, saying...” (Mark 14:55
-57). 
 
12) Isaiah prophesied that Jesus 
would not make an effort to defend 
Himself at the trial. 
 
Prophesied: “He was oppressed, 
and He was afflicted; yet He 
opened not His mouth. He is 
brought as a lamb to the slaughter; 
and as a sheep before its shearers is 
dumb, so He opened not His 
mouth” (Isa. 53:7). 
 
Fulfilled: “Then Pilate said to Him, 
‘Don’t You hear how many things 
they testify against You?’  And He 
did not answer even one word to 



him, so that the governor was 
greatly amazed” (Matt. 27:13-14). 
 
13) Isaiah also foretold Jesus 
Christ’s crucifixion as the sin offer-
ing for the world.  
 
Prophesied: “Surely He has borne 
our infirmities, and carried our sor-
rows; yet we esteemed Him 
stricken, smitten of God, and af-
flicted. But He was wounded for 
our transgressions; He was crushed 
for our iniquities; the chastisement 
of our peace was upon Him; and 
with His stripes we ourselves are 
healed. All we like sheep have gone 
astray; we have turned each one to 
his own way; and the LORD has laid 
on Him the iniquity of us all....Yet 
the LORD willed to crush Him and 
He has put Him to grief: You shall 
make His life an offering for sin. 
He shall see His seed; He shall pro-
long His days, and that the purpose 
of the LORD might prosper in His 
hand.  He shall see of the travail of 
His soul. He shall be fully satisfied. 
By His knowledge shall My right-
eous Servant justify many; and He 
shall bear their iniquities” (Isa. 
53:4-6, 10-11). 
 
Fulfilled: “Therefore, he then de-
livered Him up to them so that He 
might be crucified.  Now they took 
Jesus and led Him away; and He 
went out bearing His own cross to 
the place called ‘A Skull,’ which is 
called in Hebrew, ‘Golgotha’; 
where they crucified Him, and with 
Him two others, one on this side 
and one on the other side, and Jesus 
in the middle.  Now Pilate also 
wrote a title and put it on the cross.  
And it was written, ‘Jesus the Naza-
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rean, the King of the Jews’ ” (John 
19:16-19). 
 
14) As Isaiah had prophesied, He 
was numbered among lawbreakers. 
 
Prophesied: “He was counted 
among the transgressors…” (Isa. 
53:12). 
 
Fulfilled: “And also two other 
malefactors were led away with 
Him to be put to death. And when 
they came to the place called 
‘Skull,’ there they crucified Him 
and the malefactors, one on the 
right and one on the left” (Luke 
23:32-33). 
 
15) David prophesied that His 
hands and His feet would be 
pierced. 
 
Prophesied: “Dogs have sur-
rounded Me; a band of evildoers 
have encircled me; they have 
pierced My hands and My 
feet” (Psa. 22:16). 
 
Fulfilled: “And they crucified 
Him” (Mark 15:25). “Then the 
other disciples said to him, ‘We 
have seen the Lord!’ But he said to 
them, ‘If I do not see the nail marks 
in His hands, and put my finger into 
the nail marks, and put my hand 
into His side, I will not believe at 
all!’  Now after eight days, His dis-
ciples were within, and Thomas 
with them.  After the doors were 
shut, Jesus came and stood in the 
midst, and said, ‘Peace to you.’  
Then He said to Thomas, ‘Bring 
forth your finger, and see My 
hands; and bring forth your hand, 
and put it into My side; and be not 



unbelieving, but believing’ ” (John 
20:25-27). 
 
16) The parting of His garments 
was also prophesied by David.  
 
Prophesied: “They divide My gar-
ments among them and cast lots 
upon My vesture” (Psa. 22:18). 
 
Fulfilled: “Then they said to one 
another, ‘Let us not tear it, but let 
us cast lots for it to determine 
whose it shall be’; that the Scripture 
might be fulfilled, which says, 
‘They divided My garments among 
them, and they cast lots for My ves-
ture.’ Therefore the soldiers did 
these things” (John 19:24). 
 
17) In another psalm, David 
prophesied that they would give 
Him vinegar to drink. 
 
Prophesied: “They also gave Me 
gall for My food; and in My thirst 
they gave Me vinegar to 
drink” (Psa. 69:21). 
 
Fulfilled: “They gave Him vinegar 
mingled with gall to drink; but after 
tasting it, He would not 
drink” (Matt. 27:34). 
 
18) David also prophesied that 
many would be watching Jesus dur-
ing the crucifixion.  
 
Prophesied: “...they look and gloat 
over Me” (Psa. 22:17). 
 
Fulfilled: “And the guards sat 
down there to guard Him” (Matt. 
27:36).  “And all the people who 
were gathered together to this sight, 
after seeing the things that took 
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place, beat their breasts and re-
turned” (Luke 23:48). 
 
19) Among those watching would 
be Jesus’ family and friends, who 
would stand at a distance. 
 
Prophesied: “My loved ones and 
my friends stand apart from my 
plague [wounds]; and my neighbors 
stand far off” (Psa. 38:11). 
 
Fulfilled: “Now all those who 
knew Him stood afar off observing 
these things, the women also who 
followed Him from Galilee” (Luke 
23:49). 
 
20) Some of His observers would 
shake their heads at Him. 
 
Prophesied: “And I also became a 
reproach to them when they looked 
upon me; they shook their 
heads” (Psa. 109:25). 
 
Fulfilled: “But those who were 
passing by railed at Him, shaking 
their heads and saying, “You who 
would destroy the temple and build 
it in three days, save Yourself!  If 
You are the Son of God, come 
down from the cross!” (Matt. 
27:39-40) 
 
21) Even the words of His re-
proachers were prophesied by 
David. 
 
Prophesied: “He trusted on the 
LORD; let Him deliver Him; let 
Him rescue Him, since He delights 
in Him!” (Psa. 22:8). 
 
Fulfilled: “ ‘He trusted in God; let 
Him deliver Him now, if He will 



have Him; for He said, “I am the 
Son of God.” ’ And the two robbers 
who were also crucified with Him 
reproached Him with the same 
words” (Matt. 27:43-44). 
 
22) Isaiah prophesied that Jesus 
would make intercession for sin-
ners.  This intercession began even 
during His crucifixion. 
 
Prophesied: “He bore the sin of 
many, and made intercession for 
transgressors” (Isa. 53:12). 
 
Fulfilled: “Then Jesus said, 
‘Father, forgive them, for they do 
not understand what they are do-
ing.’  And they divided His gar-
ments, and cast lots” (Luke 23:34). 
 
23) David prophesied the thoughts 
of Jesus at the height of His suffer-
ing. 
 
Prophesied: “My God, my God, 
why have You forsaken me, and 
why are You so far from helping 
me, and from the words of my 
groaning?” (Psa. 22:1.) 
 
Fulfilled: “And about the ninth 
hour, Jesus cried out with a loud 
voice, saying, ‘Eli, Eli, lama sa-
bachthani?’  That is, ‘My God, 
My God, why have You forsaken 
Me?’ ” (Matt. 27:46) 
 
24) Zechariah prophesied that His 
body would be pierced with a spear. 
 
Prophesied: “And they shall look 
upon Me whom they have 
pierced...” (Zech. 12:10). 
 
Fulfilled: “But one of the soldiers 
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had pierced His side with a spear, 
and immediately water and blood 
had come out....And again an-
other scripture says, ‘They shall 
look upon Him Whom they 
pierced’ ” (John 19:34, 37). 
 
25) David prophesied that Jesus 
would commit His spirit to God. 
 
Prophesied: “Into Your hand I 
commit my spirit...” (Psa. 31:5). 
 
Fulfilled: “And after crying out 
with a loud voice, Jesus said, 
‘Father, into Your hands I commit 
My spirit.’  And when He had said 
these things, He expired” (Luke 
23:46). 
 
26) David also prophesied Jesus’ 
last words.  
 
Prophesied: “… that He has done 
this” (Psa. 22:31).  The Hebrew lit-
erally reads, “For it is finished.” 
 
Fulfilled: “Therefore, when Jesus 
had received the vinegar, He said, 
‘It is finished.’  And after bowing 
His head, He yielded up His 
spirit” (John 19:30). 
 
27) As no bone of the Passover 
lamb was to be broken (Ex. 12:46), 
not a bone of His would be broken. 
 
Prophesied: “He keeps all his 
bones; not one of them is bro-
ken” (Psa. 34:20). 
 
Fulfilled: “Then the soldiers came 
and broke the legs of the first one, 
and the legs of the other who was 
crucified with Him. But when they 
came to Jesus and saw that He was 



already dead, they did not break His 
legs....For these things took place 
so that the Scripture might be ful-
filled, ‘Not a bone of Him shall be 
broken’ ” (John 19:32-33, 36). 
 
28) His burial in the tomb of a rich 
man was foretold by Isaiah. 
 
Prophesied: “By oppression and 
judgment He was taken away; and 
with His generation who did con-
sider that He was cut off out of the 
land of the living; for the transgres-
sion of My people He was stricken?  
And He made His grave with the 
wicked, and with the rich in His 
death; although He had done no 
violence, nor was any deceit in His 
mouth” (Isa. 53:8-9). 
 
Fulfilled: “And when evening 
was coming on, a rich man of Ari-
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mathea came, named Joseph, who 
was himself a disciple of Jesus. 
After going to Pilate, he begged to 
have the body of Jesus.  [Jesus 
would otherwise have been buried 
among the criminals]  Then Pilate 
commanded the body to be given 
over to him. And after taking the 
body, Joseph wrapped it in clean 
linen cloth, and placed it in his 
new tomb which he had hewn in 
the rock; and after rolling a great 
stone to the door of the tomb, he 
went away” (Matt. 27:57-60).  All 
these prophecies were fulfilled by 
the suffering, death and burial of 
Jesus Christ on the Passover day. 
In the next chapter, we will learn 
the significance of the timing of 
Jesus’ death and of the miraculous 
events which occurred on that 
Passover day, Nisan 14, April 5, 
30 AD.

12. And on the first day of the unleaveneds,* when they were kill-
ing the Passover lambs, His disciples said to Him, “Where do You 
desire that we go and prepare, so that You may eat the Passover?” 
13. And He sent two of His disciples, and said to them, “Go into 
the city, and you shall meet a man carrying a pitcher of water; fol-
low him. 
14. And whatever house he shall enter, say to the master of the 
house that the Teacher says, ‘Where is the guest chamber, where I 
may eat the Passover with My disciples?’ 
15. And he shall show you a large upper room, furnished and 
ready.  There prepare for us.” 
16. And His disciples went away: and when they came into the city, 
they found it exactly as He had said to them; and they prepared the 
Passover.

FIRST PART OF THE NEW COVENANT PASSOVER:  

THE FOOTWASHING 
 

JOHN 13 
 
2. And during supper (the devil having already put into the heart of 
Judas Iscariot, Simon’s son, that he should betray Him), 
3. Jesus, knowing that the Father had given all things into His 
hands, and that He had come from God and was going to God, 
4. Rose from supper and laid aside His garments; and after taking a 
towel, He secured it around Himself.  
5. Next, He poured water into a washing basin and began to wash 
the disciples’ feet, and to wipe them with the towel which He had 
secured. 
6. Then He came to Simon Peter; and he said to Him, “Lord, are 
You going to wash my feet?” 
7. Jesus answered and said to him, “What I am doing you do not 
understand now, but you shall know after these things.” 
8. Peter said to Him, “You shall not wash my feet, not ever.”  Jesus 
answered him, “If I do not wash you, you have no part with Me.”   
9. Simon Peter said to Him, “Lord, not my feet only, but also my 
hands and my head.”    
10. Jesus said to him, “The one who has been washed does not 
need to wash anything other than the feet, but is completely clean; 
and you are clean, but not all.” 
11. For He knew the one who was betraying Him; this was the rea-
son He said, “Not all of you are clean.” 
12. Therefore, when He had washed their feet, and had taken His 
garments, and had sat down again, He said to them, “Do you know 
what I have done to you? 
13. You call Me the Teacher and the Lord, and you speak rightly, 
because I am. 
14. Therefore, if I, the Lord and the Teacher, have washed your 
feet, you also are duty-bound to wash one another’s feet; 
15. For I have given you an example, to show that you also should 
do exactly as I have done to you.  
16. Truly, truly I tell you, a servant is not greater than his lord, nor 
a messenger greater than he who sent him. 
17. If you know these things, blessed are you if you do them.” 
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4. JUDAS DIPS THE SOP AND LEAVES  
TO BETRAY JESUS 

 
JOHN 13 

 

18. “I am not speaking of you all; for I know whom I have chosen, 
in order that the scripture might be fulfilled: ‘He who eats bread 
with Me has lifted up his heel against Me.’  
19. I am telling you at this time, before it happens, so that when it 
does happen, you may believe that I AM. 
20. Truly, truly I tell you, the one who receives whomever I send is 
receiving Me; and the one who receives Me is receiving Him Who 
sent Me.” 
21. As He was saying these things, Jesus was troubled in spirit, and 
testified, saying, “Truly, truly I tell you, one of you shall betray Me.” 
22. Then the disciples looked at one another, wondering of whom 
He was speaking. 
23. Now one of His disciples, the one whom Jesus loved, was lean-
ing on Jesus’ chest. 
24. And so, Simon Peter motioned to him to ask who was the one 
of whom He was speaking. 
25. Then he leaned back on Jesus’ chest and asked Him, “Lord, 
who is it?” 
26. Jesus answered, “It is the one to whom I shall give a sop after I 
have dipped it.”  And when He had dipped the sop, He gave it to 
Judas Iscariot, Simon’s son. 
27. And after the sop, Satan entered into him.  Then Jesus said to 
him, “What you do, do quickly.” 
28. But not one of those sitting at the table knew why He said this 
to him;   
29. For some thought, since Judas had the bag, that Jesus was tell-
ing him, “Buy the things that we need for the feast”; or that he 
should give something to the poor.  
30. So then, after receiving the sop, he immediately went out; and 
it was night. 
31. When he was gone, Jesus said, “Now has the Son of man been 
glorified, and God has been glorified in Him. 
32. If God has been glorified in Him, God shall also glorify Him in 
Himself, and shall immediately glorify Him.” 
 

5. SECOND PART: EATING THE UNLEAVENED BREAD 
 

LUKE 22 
 
19. And He took bread; and after giving thanks, He broke it and 
gave it to them, saying, “This is My body, which is given for you.

24. And there was also an argument among them, even this: which 
of them should be considered the greatest. 
25. And He said to them, “The kings of the nations lord over 
them, and those who exercise authority over them are called bene-
factors. 
26. But it shall not be this way among you; rather, let the one who 
is greatest among you be as the younger, and the one who is lead-
ing as the one who is serving. 
27. For who is greater, the one who is sitting at the table, or the one 
who is serving?  Is not the one who sits at the table?  But I am 
among you as one who is serving. 
28. Now you are the ones who have continued with Me in My 
temptations. 
29. And I appoint to you, as My Father has appointed to Me, a 
kingdom; 
30. So that you may eat and drink at My table in My kingdom, and 
may sit on thrones judging the twelve tribes of Israel.” 
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8. A NEW COMMANDMENT -  
LOVE EACH OTHER AS JESUS LOVED HIS DISCIPLES 

 
JOHN 13 

 
33. “Little children, I am with you yet a little while.  You shall seek 
Me; but as I told the Jews, ‘Where I am going, you cannot come,’ I 
am now telling you also. 
34. A new commandment I give to you: that you love one another 
in the same way that I have loved you, that is how you are to love 
one another. 
35. By this shall everyone know that you are My disciples—if you 
love one another.” 
 

9. JESUS PROPHESIES THAT PETER  
WILL DENY HIM THREE TIMES 

 
MARK 14 

 
27. Then Jesus said to them, “All of you shall be offended in Me in 
this night; for it is written, ‘I will smite the Shepherd, and the sheep 
shall be scattered.’  
28. But after I have risen, I will go before you into Galilee.” 
29. Then Peter said to Him, “Even if all shall be offended, yet I 
shall not.” 
30. And Jesus said to him, “Truly I say to you, today, in this very 
night, before the cock crows twice, you shall deny Me three times.” 
31. But he spoke more adamantly, “If it were necessary for me to 
die with You, I would not deny You in any way.”  And they all 
spoke in the same manner also. 
 

10. THE BEGINNING OF THE FINAL  
MESSAGE TO HIS DISCIPLES 

 
JOHN 14 

 
1. “Let not your heart be troubled.  You believe in God; believe 
also in Me.  
2. In My Father’s house are many dwelling places; if it were other-
wise, I would have told you.  I am going to prepare a place for you.   
3. And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again and 
receive you to Myself; so that where I am, you may be also.   
4. And where I am going you know, and the way you know.” 
5. Thomas said to Him, “Lord, we do not know where You are go-
ing; how then can we know the way?” 
6. Jesus said to him, “I am the way, and the truth, and the life; no 
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one comes to the Father except through Me. 
7. If you had known Me, you would have known My Father also.  
But from this time forward, you know Him and have seen Him.”   
8. Philip said to Him, “Lord, show us the Father, and that will be 
sufficient for us.” 
9. Jesus said to him, “Have I been with you so long a time, and you 
have not known Me, Philip?  The one who has seen Me has seen 
the Father; why then do you say, ‘Show us the Father’?  
10. Don’t you believe that I am in the Father, and the Father is in 
Me?  The words that I speak to you, I do not speak from My own 
self; but the Father Himself, Who dwells in Me,  does the works.  
11. Believe Me that I am in the Father and the Father is in Me; but 
if not, believe Me because of the works themselves.   
12. Truly, truly I say to you, the one who believes in Me shall also 
do the works that I do; and greater works than these shall he do be-
cause I am going to the Father.    
13. And whatever you shall ask in My name, this will I do that the 
Father may be glorified in the Son.   
14. If you ask anything in My name, I will do it.  
15. If you love Me, keep the commandments—namely, My com-
mandments. 
16. And I will ask the Father, and He shall give you another Com-
forter, that it may be with you throughout the age:  
17. Even the Spirit of the truth, which the world cannot receive be-
cause it perceives it not, nor knows it; but you know it because it 
dwells with you, and shall be within you.   
18. I will not leave you orphans; I will come to you.   
19. Yet a little while and the world shall see Me no longer; but you 
shall see Me.  Because I live, you shall live also.   
20. In that day, you shall know that I am in My Father, and you are 
in Me, and I am in you.   
21. The one who has My commandments and is keeping them, that 
is the one who loves Me; and the one who loves Me shall be loved 
by My Father, and I will love him and will manifest Myself to 
him.”   
22. Judas (not Iscariot) said to him, “Lord, what has happened that 
You are about to manifest Yourself to us, and not to the world?”  
23. Jesus answered and said to him, “If anyone loves Me, he will 
keep My word; and My Father will love him, and We will come to 
him and make Our abode with him.  
24. The one who does not love Me does not keep My words; and 
the word that you hear is not Mine, but the Father’s, Who sent Me.   
25. I have spoken these things to you while I am yet present with 
you.   
26. But when the Comforter comes, even the Holy Spirit, which the 
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Father will send in My name, that one shall teach you all things, 
and shall bring to your remembrance everything that I have told 
you.   
27. Peace I leave with you; My peace I give to you; not as the 
world gives do I give it to you.  Let not your heart be troubled, nor 
let it fear.   
28. You have heard Me say to you that I am going away, and that I 
will come to you again. If you loved Me, you would have rejoiced 
that I said, ‘I am going to the Father’ because My Father is greater 
than I.  
29. And now I have told you before it happens, so that when it 
comes to pass, you may believe.   
30. I will not speak with you much longer because the ruler of 
this world is coming; but he does not have a single thing in Me.   
31. Yet he comes so that the world may know that I love the Father, 
and that I do exactly as the Father has commanded Me.  Arise, let 
us go out.” 
 

11. SOME FINAL INSTRUCTIONS TO THE DISCIPLES 
 

LUKE 22 
 
35. And He said to them, “When I sent you without purse and pro-
vision bag and sandals, did you lack anything?”  And they said, 
“Nothing.” 
36. Then He said to them, “Now, however, let the one who has a 
purse take it, and likewise his provision bag; and let the one who 
does not have a sword sell his garment and buy one. 
37. For I say to you, that which has been written must yet be ac-
complished in Me: ‘And He was reckoned with the lawless’; for 
the things concerning Me have a fulfillment.”   
 

12. TAKE TWO SWORDS 
 

LUKE 22 
 
38. And they said, “Lord, see, here are two swords.”  And He said 
to them, “It is enough.” 
 

13. THEY SING A HYMN AND LEAVE 
 

MATTHEW 26 
 
30. And after singing a hymn, they went out to the Mount of Ol-
ives. 
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14. JESUS THE CHRIST IS THE TRUE VINE -  
LAST COMMAND TO HIS DISCIPLES 

 

JOHN 15 
 
1. “I am the true vine, and My Father is the husbandman. 
2. He takes away every branch in Me that does not bear fruit; but 
He cleanses each one that bears fruit, in order that it may bear more 
fruit. 
3. You are already clean through the word that I have spoken to 
you. 
4. Dwell in Me, and I in you.  As a branch cannot bear fruit of it-
self, but only if it remains in the vine, neither can you bear fruit 
unless you are dwelling in Me. 
5. I am the vine, and you are the branches. The one who is dwell-
ing in Me, and I in him, bears much fruit; because apart from Me 
you can do nothing. 
6. If anyone does not dwell in Me, he is cast out as a branch, and is 
dried up; and men gather them and cast them into a fire, and they 
are burned. 
7. If you dwell in Me, and My words dwell in you, you shall ask 
whatever you desire, and it shall come to pass for you. 
8. In this is My Father glorified, that you bear much fruit; so shall 
you be My disciples. 
9. As the Father has loved Me, I also have loved you; live in My 
love. 
10. If you keep My commandments, you shall live in My love; just 
as I have kept My Father’s commandments and live in His love. 
11. These things I have spoken to you, in order that My joy may 
dwell in you, and that your joy may be full. 
12. This is My commandment: that you love one another, as I have 
loved you.  
13. No one has greater love than this: that one lay down his life for 
his friends. 
14. You are My friends, if you do whatever I command you. 
15. No longer do I call you servants, because the servant does not 
know what his master is doing.  But I have called you friends be-
cause I have made known to you all the things that I have heard 
from My Father. 
16. You yourselves did not choose Me, but I have personally cho-
sen you, and ordained you, that you should go forth and bear fruit, 
and that your fruit should remain; so that whatever you shall ask 
the Father in My name, He may give you. 
17. These things I command you, that you love one another. 
18. If the world hates you, you know that it hated Me before it 
hated you. 
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19. If you were of the world, the world would love its own.  How-
ever, because you are not of the world, but I have personally cho-
sen you out of the world, the world hates you for this. 
20. Remember the word that I spoke to you: a servant is not greater 
than his master.  If they persecuted Me, they will persecute you also.  
If they kept My word, they will keep your word also. 
21. But they will do all these things to you for My name’s sake, 
because they do not know Him Who sent Me. 
22. If I had not come and spoken to them, they would not have had 
sin; but now they have nothing to cover their sin. 
23. The one who hates Me hates My Father also. 
24. If I had not done among them the works that no other man has 
done, they would not have had sin; but now they have both seen 
and hated both Me and My Father. 
25. But this has happened so that the saying might be fulfilled 
which is written in their law, ‘They hated Me without a cause.’ 
26. But when the Comforter has come, which I will send to you 
from the Father, even the Spirit of the truth, which proceeds from 
the Father, that one shall bear witness of Me.   
27. Then you also shall bear witness, because you have been with 
Me from the beginning.” 
 

15. FINAL WORDS OF ENCOURAGEMENT 
 

JOHN 16 
 
1. “I have spoken these things to you so that you will not be of-
fended.   
2. They shall cast you out of the synagogues; furthermore, the time 
is coming that everyone who kills you will think that he is render-
ing service to God. 
3. And they shall do these things to you because they do not know 
the Father, nor Me. 
4. But I have told you these things so that when the time comes, 
you may remember that I said them to you.  However, I did not say 
these things to you at the beginning because I was with you. 
5. But now I am going to Him Who sent Me; and none of you asks 
Me, ‘Where are You going?’ 
6. But because I have spoken these things to you, grief has filled 
your hearts. 
7. But I am telling you the truth.  It is profitable for you that I go 
away because if I do not go away, the Comforter will not come to 
you.  However, if I go, I will send it to you. 
8. And when that one has come, it will convict the world concern-
ing sin, and righteousness, and judgment: 
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9. Concerning sin, because they do not believe in Me; 
10. Concerning righteousness, because I am going to the Father and 
you no longer will see Me;  
11. And concerning judgment, because the ruler of this world has 
been judged. 
12. I have yet many things to tell you, but you are not able to bear 
them now. 
13. However, when that one has come, even the Spirit of the truth, 
it will lead you into all truth because it shall not speak from itself, 
but whatever it shall hear, it shall speak.  And it shall disclose to 
you the things to come. 
14. That one shall glorify Me because it shall disclose to you the 
things that it receives from Me.  
15. Everything that the Father has is Mine; for this reason, I said 
that it shall receive from Me and shall disclose these things to you. 
16. A little while, and you shall not see Me; and again a little while, 
and you shall see Me, because I am going to the Father.” 
17. Then some of His disciples said to one another, “What is this 
that He is saying to us, ‘A little while, and you shall not see Me; 
and again a little while, and you shall see Me,’ and, ‘because I am 
going to the Father’? ” 
18. Therefore they said, “What is this that He is saying, the ‘little 
while’?  We do not understand what He is saying.”  
19. Then Jesus, knowing that they desired to ask Him, said to them, 
“Why are you inquiring among one another about this that I said, 
‘A little while, and you shall not see Me; and again a little while, 
and you shall see Me’? 
20. Truly, truly I tell you, you shall weep and lament, but the world 
shall rejoice; and you shall be grieved, but your grief shall be 
turned into joy. 
21. A woman when she is giving birth has grief because her time of 
travail has come; but after she gives birth to the child, she no 
longer remembers the anguish because of the joy that a child has 
been born into the world. 
22. And likewise, you indeed have grief now; but I will see you 
again, and your heart shall rejoice, and no one shall take your joy 
from you. 
23. And in that day you shall ask Me nothing. Truly, truly I tell 
you, whatever you shall ask the Father in My name, He will give 
you. 
24. Until this day, you have asked nothing in My name.  Ask, and 
you shall receive, that your joy may be full. 
25. These things I have spoken to you in allegories; but the time is 
coming when I will no longer speak to you in allegories, but I will 
plainly disclose to you the things of the Father. 
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26. In that day, you shall ask in My name; and I do not tell you that 
I will beseech the Father for you, 
27. For the Father Himself loves you, because you have loved Me, 
and have believed that I came forth from God. 
28. I came forth from the Father and have come into the world; 
again, I am leaving the world and am going to the Father.”   
29. Then His disciples said to Him, “Behold, now You are speaking 
plainly and are not speaking in an allegory. 
30. Now we know that You understand all things, and do not need 
to have someone ask You.  By this we believe that You came forth 
from God.” 
31. Jesus answered them, “Do you now believe?” 
 

16. ALL WILL BE SCATTERED. 
JESUS HAS OVERCOME THE WORLD 

 
JOHN 16 

 
32. “Listen, the time is coming, and has already come, that you 
shall be scattered each to his own, and you shall leave Me alone; 
and yet I am not alone because the Father is with Me. 
33. These things I have spoken to you, so that in Me you may have 
peace. In the world you shall have tribulation.  But be courageous!  
I have overcome the world.” 
 

17. JESUS GOES TO GETHSEMANE 
 

MATTHEW 26 
 
36. Then Jesus came with them to a place called Gethsemane; and 
He said to His disciples, “Sit here, while I go onward and pray.” 
37. And He took with Him Peter and the two sons of Zebedee, and 
He began to be very melancholy and deeply depressed. 
38. Then He said to them, “My soul is deeply grieved, even to 
death.  Stay here and watch with Me.”

And His sweat 
became as great drops of blood falling down to the ground. 
45. And after rising up from prayer, He came to His disciples and 
found them sleeping for grief. 
46. Then He said to them, “Why are you sleeping?  Arise and pray, 
so that you do not enter into temptation.” 
 

19. THE LORD’S PRAYER 
 

JOHN 17 
 
1. Jesus spoke these words, and lifted up His eyes to heaven and 
said, “Father, the hour has come; glorify Your own Son, so that 
Your Son may also glorify You; 
2. Since You have given Him authority over all flesh, in order that 
He may give eternal life to all whom You have given Him. 
3. For this is eternal life, that they may know You, the only true 
God, and Jesus Christ, Whom You did send. 
4. I have glorified You on the earth.  I have finished the work that 
You gave Me to do. 
5. And now, Father, glorify Me with Your own self, with the glory 
that I had with You before the world existed. 
6. I have manifested Your name to the men whom You have given 
Me out of the world.

Holy Father, keep them in Your name, those 
whom You have given Me, so that they may be one, even as We 
are one. 
12. When I was with them in the world, I kept them in Your name.  
I protected those whom You have given Me, and not one of them 
has perished except the son of perdition, in order that the Scriptures

13. But now I am coming to You; and these things I am speaking 
while yet in the world, that they may have My joy fulfilled in them. 
14. I have given them Your words, and the world has hated them 
because they are not of the world, just as I am not of the world.

22. And I have given them the glory that You gave to Me, in order 
that they may be one, in the same way that We are one: 
23. I in them, and You in Me, that they may be perfected into one; 
and that the world may know that You did send Me, and have 
loved them as You have loved Me. 
24. Father, I desire that those whom You have given Me may also 
be with Me where I am, so that they may behold My glory, which 
You have given Me; because You did love Me before the founda-
tion of the world. 
25. Righteous Father, the world has not known You; but I have 
known You, and these have known that You did send Me. 
26. And I have made known Your name to them, and will make it 
known; so that the love with which You have loved Me may be in 
them, and I in them.”

2. And Judas, who was betraying Him, also knew of the place be-
cause Jesus had often gathered there with His disciples. 
3. Then Judas, after receiving a band and officers from the chief 
priests and Pharisees, came there with torches and lamps and weap-
ons.

Him, went forward and said to them, “Whom are you seeking?”

49. And when those who were with Him saw what was about to 
happen, they said to Him, “Lord, shall we strike with the sword?”   
50. Then a certain one of them struck the servant of the high priest 
and cut off his right ear. 
51. But Jesus answered and said, “That is enough!”  Then He 
touched his ear and healed him. 
52. And Jesus said to those who had come out against Him, the 
chief priests and captains of the temple and elders, “Have you 
come out, as against a thief, with swords and clubs? 
53. When I was with you daily in the temple, you did not stretch 
out your hands against Me; but this is your hour, and the power of 
darkness.”

24. JESUS IS LED AWAY TO THE PRIEST’S HOUSE 
 

JOHN 18 
 
13. And they led Him away to Annas first; for he was the father-in-
law of Caiaphas, who was high priest that year. 
14. Now it was Caiaphas who had given counsel to the Jews that it 
was profitable for one man to perish for the people. 
 

25. PETER FOLLOWS THEM INTO THE COURTYARD 
 

JOHN 18 
 
15. But Simon Peter and the other disciple followed Jesus.  And 
that disciple was known to the high priest, and entered with Jesus 
into the court of the high priest. 
16. But Peter stood outside at the door.  Then the other disciple, 
who was known to the high priest, went out and spoke to the door-
keeper, and brought Peter in. 
18. Now the servants and the officers had made a fire, for it was 
cold; and they were standing there warming themselves, and Peter 
was also standing and warming himself.

26. ANNAS QUESTIONS JESUS AND

19. Then the high priest questioned Jesus concerning His disciples 
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and concerning His teachings. 
20. Jesus answered him, “I spoke openly to the world; I always 
taught in the synagogue and in the temple, where the Jews always 
assemble, and I spoke nothing in secret. 
21. Why do you question Me?  Ask those who have heard what I 
spoke to them; behold, they know what I said.” 
22. But after He said these things, one of the officers who was 
standing by struck Jesus on the face, saying, “Do You answer the 
high priest in that way?” 
23. Jesus answered him, “If I have spoken evil, testify of the evil; 
but if well, why do you strike Me?” 
24. Then Annas sent Him bound to Caiaphas, the high priest. 
 
27. THE CHIEF PRIESTS ILLEGALLY CONDEMN JESUS 

 
MARK 14 

 

55. And the chief priests and the whole Sanhedrin were trying to 
find testimony against Jesus, to put Him to death; but they did not 
find any. 
56. For many bore false witness against Him, but their testimonies 
did not agree. 
57. And some rose up and bore false witness against Him, saying,  
58. “We heard Him say, ‘I will destroy this temple made with 
hands, and in three days I will build another made without hands.’ ” 
59. But neither did their testimonies agree with one another. 
60. Then the high priest stood up in the center and questioned Je-
sus, saying, “Have You nothing to say in answer to what these are 
testifying against You?” 
61. But He remained silent and answered nothing.  Again the high 
priest questioned Him, and said to Him, “Are You the Christ, the 
Son of the Blessed?” 
62. And Jesus said, “I AM.  And you shall see the Son of man sit-
ting at the right hand of power, and coming with the clouds of 
heaven.” 
63. Then the high priest ripped his own garments and said, “What 
further need do we have of witnesses? 
64. You have heard the blasphemy!  What is your verdict?”  And 
they all condemned Him to be deserving of death. 
65. Then some began to spit on Him, and to cover His face and 
strike Him with their fists, saying to Him, “Prophesy!”  And the 
officers struck Him with the palms of their hands. 
 

LUKE 22 
 
63. Then the men who were holding Jesus mocked Him and beat 
Him. 
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64. And after covering His head, they repeatedly struck His face 
and asked Him, saying, “Prophesy!  Who is it that struck You?” 
65. And many other things they blasphemously said against Him. 
 

28. PETER DENIES JESUS THREE TIMES 
 

MARK 14 
 
66. Now Peter was in the court below; and one of the maids of the 
high priest came, 
67. And saw Peter warming himself; and after looking at him, she 
said, “Now you were with Jesus the Nazarene.” 
68. But he denied it, saying, “I do not know Him or even under-
stand what you are saying.”  And he went out onto the porch, and a 
cock crowed. 
69. Then the maid saw him again and began to say to those who 
were standing by, “This is one of them.” 
70. And again he denied it.  And after a little while, those who 
were standing by again said to Peter, “Truly you are one of them, 
for you are indeed a Galilean, and your speech confirms it.” 
71. Then he began to curse and to swear, saying, “I do not know 
this man of Whom you are speaking.”

67. “If You are the Christ, tell us.”  And He said to them, “If I 
should tell you, you would not believe Me at all; 
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68. And if I should also ask you, you would not answer Me at all, 
nor let Me go. 
69. Hereafter shall the Son of man be sitting at the right hand of the 
power of God.” 
70. And they all said, “Then You are the Son of God?”  And He 
said to them, “I am that one, as you say.”

1. And when the entire assembly of them arose, they led Him to 
Pilate. 
 

30. JUDAS REPENTS AND HANGS HIMSELF -  
THE CHIEF PRIESTS BUY A POTTER’S FIELD 

 
MATTHEW 27 

 
3. Now when Judas, who had betrayed Him, saw that He was con-
demned, he changed his mind and returned the thirty pieces of sil-
ver to the chief priests and the elders, saying, 
4. “I have sinned and have betrayed innocent blood.”  But they 
said, “What is that to us?  You see to it yourself.” 
5. And after throwing down the pieces of silver in the temple, he 
went out and hanged himself. 
6. But the chief priests took the pieces of silver and said, “It is not 
lawful to put them into the treasury, since it is the price of blood.” 
7. And after taking counsel, they bought a potter’s field with the 
pieces of silver, for a burial ground for strangers. 
8. Therefore that field is called The Field of Blood to this day. 
9. Then was fulfilled that which was spoken by Jeremiah the 
prophet, saying, “And I took the thirty pieces of silver, the price of 
Him on Whom a price was set, Whom they of the sons of Israel set 
a price on,  
10. And gave them for the field of the potter, as the Lord had di-
rected me.”   
 

31. JESUS IS CONDEMNED BEFORE PILATE -  
HE QUESTIONS JESUS 

 
MATTHEW 27 

 
11. Then Jesus stood before the governor; and the governor ques-
tioned Him, saying, “Are You the King of the Jews?”  And Jesus 
said to him, “It is as you said.” 
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12. And when He was accused by the chief priests and the elders, 
He answered nothing. 
13. Then Pilate said to Him, “Don’t You hear how many things 
they testify against You?” 
14. And He did not answer even one word to him, so that the gov-
ernor was greatly amazed. 
 

32. PlLATE SENDS JESUS TO HEROD 
 

LUKE 23 
 
5. But they were insistent, saying, “He stirs up the people, teaching 
throughout all of Judea, beginning from Galilee even to here.” 
6. And when he heard Galilee named, Pilate asked whether the man 
were a Galilean; 
7. And after determining that He was from Herod’s jurisdiction, he 
sent Him to Herod, since he also was in Jerusalem in those days. 
8. And when Herod saw Jesus, he rejoiced greatly; for he had long 
been desiring to see Him because he had heard many things about 
Him, and he was hoping to see a miracle done by Him. 
9. And he questioned Him with many words; but He answered him 
nothing. 
10. All the while, the chief priests and the scribes stood vehemently 
accusing Him. 
11. Then Herod and his soldiers treated Him with contempt; and 
after mocking Him, he put a splendid robe on Him and sent Him 
back to Pilate. 
12. And on that same day, Pilate and Herod became friends with 
each other, because before there was enmity between them. 
 

33. PILATE FINDS JESUS INNOCENT 
 

LUKE 23 
 
13. And when Pilate had called together the chief priests and the 
rulers and the people,  
14. He said to them, “You brought this man to me as one who was 
turning away the people; and behold, I have examined Him in your 
presence and have found nothing blameworthy in this man con-
cerning the accusation which you bring against Him; 
15. Nor even has Herod; for I sent you to him, and observe, noth-
ing worthy of death was done by Him.” 
 

JOHN 18 
 
31. Then Pilate said to them, “You take Him and judge Him 
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according to your own law.”  But the Jews said to him, “It is not 
lawful for us to put anyone to death”; 
32. So that the saying of Jesus might be fulfilled, which He had 
spoken to signify by what death He was about to die. 
33. Then Pilate returned to the judgment hall and called Jesus, and 
said to Him, “Are You the King of the Jews?” 
34. Jesus answered him, “Do you ask this of yourself, or did others 
say it to you concerning Me?” 
35. Pilate answered Him, “Am I a Jew?  The chief priests and your 
own nation have delivered You up to me.  What have You done?” 
36. Jesus answered, “My kingdom is not of this world.  If My king-
dom were of this world, then would My servants fight, so that I 
might not be delivered up to the Jews.  However, My kingdom is 
not of this world.” 
37. Pilate therefore answered Him, “Then You are a king?”  Jesus 
answered, “As you say, I am a king.  For this purpose I was born, 
and for this reason I came into the world, that I may bear witness 
to the truth.  Everyone who is of the truth hears My voice.” 
38. Pilate said to Him, “What is truth?”  And after saying this, he 
went out again to the Jews and said to them, “I do not find any fault 
in Him.” 
 
34. THE PRIESTS AND PEOPLE DEMAND THAT PILATE 

RELEASE BARABBAS AND CRUCIFY JESUS - 8 AM 
 

MATTHEW 27 
 
15. Now at the feast, the governor was accustomed to release one 
prisoner to the multitude, whomever they wished. 
16. And they had at that time a notorious prisoner called Barabbas. 
17. Therefore, when they had gathered together, Pilate said to 
them, “Whom do you desire that I release to you?  Barabbas, or 
Jesus Who is called Christ?” 
18. For he understood that they had delivered Him up because of 
envy. 
19. Now as he sat on the judgment seat, his wife sent a message to 
him, saying, “Let there be nothing between you and that righteous 
man, for I have suffered many things today in a dream because of 
Him.” 
20. But the chief priests and the elders persuaded the multitudes to 
demand Barabbas, and to destroy Jesus. 
21. Then the governor answered and said to them, “Which of the 
two do you desire that I release to you?”  And they said, 
“Barabbas.” 
22. Pilate said to them, “What then shall I do with Jesus Who is 
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called Christ?”  They all said to him, “Let Him be crucified!” 
23. And the governor said, “Why?  What evil did He commit?”  
But they shouted all the more, saying, “Let Him be crucified!” 
 

35. PILATE WASHES HIS HANDS IN  
A SHOW OF INNOCENCY 

 
MATTHEW 27 

 
24. Now Pilate, seeing that he was accomplishing nothing, but that 
a riot was developing instead, took water and washed his hands 
before the multitude, saying, “I am guiltless of the blood of this 
righteous man.  You see to it.” 
25. And all the people answered and said, “His blood be on us and 
on our children.” 
 

36. PILATE RELEASES BARABBAS -  
JESUS IS BEATEN AND SCOURGED 

 
MATTHEW 27 

 
26. Then he released Barabbas to them; but after scourging Jesus, 
he delivered Him up so that He might be crucified. 
27. Then the governor’s soldiers, after taking Jesus with them into 
the Praetorium, gathered the entire band against Him; 
28. And they stripped Him and put a scarlet cloak around Him. 
29. And after platting a crown of thorns, they put it on His head, 
and a rod in His right hand; and bowing on their knees before Him, 
they mocked Him, and kept on saying, “Hail, King of the Jews!” 
30. Then, after spitting on Him, they took the rod and struck Him 
on the head. 
31. When they were done mocking Him, they took the cloak off 
Him; and they put His own garments on Him and led Him away to 
crucify Him. 
 

37. PILATE HAS SECOND THOUGHTS 
ABOUT CRUCIFYING JESUS 

 
JOHN 19 

 
6. But when the chief priests and the officers saw Him, they cried 
aloud, saying, “Crucify Him, crucify Him!”  Pilate said to them, 
“You take Him and crucify Him because I do not find any fault in 
Him.” 
7. The Jews answered him, “We have a law, and according to our 
law it is mandatory that He die, because He made Himself the Son 
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of God.” 
8. Therefore, when Pilate heard this saying, he was even more 
afraid. 
9. And he went into the judgment hall again, and said to Jesus, 
“Where have You come from?”  But Jesus did not give him an an-
swer. 
10. Then Pilate said to Him, “Why don’t You speak to me?  Don’t 
You know that I have authority to crucify You, and authority to 
release You?” 
11. Jesus answered, “You would not have any authority against Me 
if it were not given to you from above.  For this reason, the one 
who delivered Me to you has the greater sin.” 
12. Because of this saying, Pilate sought to release Him; but the 
Jews cried out, saying, “If you release this man, you are not a 
friend of Caesar.  Everyone who makes himself a king speaks 
against Caesar.” 
13. Therefore, after hearing this saying, Pilate had Jesus led out, 
and sat down on the judgment seat at a place called the Pavement; 
but in Hebrew, Gabbatha. 
14. (Now it was the preparation of the Passover, and about the sixth 
hour.) And he said to the Jews, “Behold your King!” 
15. But they cried aloud, “Away, away with Him! Crucify Him!”  
Pilate said to them, “Shall I crucify your King?”  The chief priests 
answered, “We have no king but Caesar.” 
 

38. THE SOLDIERS LEAD JESUS AWAY TO BE  
CRUCIFIED, AND MAKE SIMON OF CYRENE  

CARRY HIS CROSS 
 

LUKE 23 
 
26. And as they led Him away, they laid hold on a certain Cyrenian 
named Simon, who was coming from a field; and they put the cross 
on him, that he might carry it behind Jesus. 
27. And following Him was a great multitude of people with many 
women, who also were bewailing and lamenting Him. 
28. But Jesus turned to them and said, “Daughters of Jerusalem, do 
not weep for Me, but weep for yourselves and for your children. 
29. For behold, the days are coming in which they shall say, 
‘Blessed are the barren, and the wombs that did not bear, and the 
breasts that did not give suck.’ 
30. Then shall they begin to say to the mountains, ‘Fall on us’; and 
to the hills, ‘Cover us.’ 
31. For if they do these things in the green tree, what shall take 
place in the dry?” 
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39. JESUS REFUSES WINE AND MYRRH (VINEGAR AND 
GALL) - THEY CRUCIFY HIM 

APPROXIMATELY 9 AM 
 

MATTHEW 27 
 
34. They gave Him vinegar mingled with gall to drink; but after 
tasting it, He would not drink. 
 

40. THE SOLDIERS CAST LOTS FOR HIS GARMENTS -  
JESUS ASKS THE FATHER TO FORGIVE THEM  

FOR CRUCIFYING HIM 
 

LUKE 23 
 
34. Then Jesus said, “Father, forgive them, for they do not know 
what they are doing.”  And as they divided His garments, they cast 
lots. 
 

JOHN 19 
 
23. Now the soldiers, after they had crucified Jesus, took His gar-
ments and made four parts, a part for each soldier, and the coat 
also.

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*The latter half of this verse, which includes the words “...Then another took a spear 
and ...out came water and blood,” has been omitted from the King James Version.  How-
ever, some ancient manuscripts contain this part of the verse.  The latter part of the verse 
is also found in other manuscripts that are designated by letter (L, T, Z) and by number 
(33, 49, 892 and 1241).  Older translations which contain the complete verse are the Mof-
fatt translation and the Fenton translation.  Newer translations generally footnote this 
portion of Matthew 27:49 rather than including it in the text.  The weight of evidence indi-
cates that the latter half of the verse is an authentic part of the Greek text and should be 
included in translations of the New Testament.  The veracity of this portion of Matthew 
27:49 is substantiated by the records in John 19:34 and 20:27.

Jesus in the Tomb 

Three Days and Three Nights  
And the Resurrection 

 
The Exact Length Of Time That Jesus  

Was In the Tomb 
 

 Many prophecies in the Old Testament foretold the death and resur-
rection of Jesus the Christ.  The prophet Daniel foresaw that His life would 
be taken (Dan. 9:26), and both David and Isaiah described the suffering and 
humiliation that He would endure before His death (Psa. 22, Isa. 53).  Other 
prophecies pointed to His resurrection and immortality (Psa. 16:10-11, Dan. 
7:13-14, Isa. 9:6-7).  However, there is no scripture in the Old Testament that 
foretold the length of time that the Messiah would be in the tomb before He 
was resurrected from the dead.  This prophecy is found only in the Gospel 
accounts, spoken by Jesus Himself: “Then some of the scribes and Pharisees 
answered, saying, ‘Master, we desire to see a sign from You.’  And He an-
swered and said to them, ‘A wicked and adulterous generation seeks after 
a sign, but no sign shall be given to it except the sign of Jonah the 
prophet.  For just as Jonah was in the belly of the whale three days and 
three nights, in like manner the Son of man shall be in the heart of the 
earth three days and three nights’ ” (Matt. 12:38-40). 
 Jesus spoke these words because the scribes and Pharisees did not 
believe in Him, nor did they believe that His works of healing were done by 
the power of God. When they challenged Him to perform a miraculous sign 
in their presence, Jesus did not do so.  Instead, the only sign He gave them 
was the sign of Jonah the prophet.  The fulfillment of this sign was a testi-
mony not only to that generation but to all future generations that He was 
the Messiah. 
 The vast majority of Christians today believe that Jesus was cruci-
fied and laid in the tomb on a Friday, and He was resurrected on Sunday 
morning.  Thus, He was not in the tomb for three days and three nights, as 
He had prophesied, but for two nights and one full day.  This traditional in-
terpretation of Jesus’ death and resurrection is completely contrary to the 
Gospel accounts. 
 Nearly all churches within Christendom have misinterpreted or re-
jected the scriptural record.  In its place, they have adopted an ancient 
Babylonian religious tradition that predates the ministry, death and resur-
rection of Jesus the Christ by thousands of years.*  Various theories have 
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been advanced in an attempt to reconcile this ancient religious tradition with 
the scriptural accounts, but the error is clearly exposed by examining the 
accounts that have been accurately recorded and faithfully preserved in the 
Gospels of Matthew, Mark, Luke and John. 
 The Gospel accounts do not support the traditional belief in a Good 
Friday crucifixion and an Easter Sunday resurrection.  The facts that are re-
corded by the Gospel writers reveal a profoundly different time frame for 
the death and resurrection of Jesus the Christ. 
 
The Scriptural Definition of a Day 
 
 Some have claimed that Jesus was using an idiomatic expression 
when He declared that He would remain in the tomb for three days and three 
nights.  They teach that His words should be interpreted as referring to parts 
of days rather than to whole days.  But when the scriptural use of the term 
“day” is examined one finds that it is very specific.  The Scriptures of the 
Old Testament show that a day consists of an evening and a morning (Gen. 
1).  An entire day has two portions: the night portion, which begins at eve-
ning, or sunset; and the day portion, which begins at sunrise, or morning. 
These two consecutive periods are identified as one complete day, reckoned 
from sunset to sunset, or evening to evening (Lev. 23:32). 
 According to Scripture, each day has an average of twelve hours in 
the night portion and twelve hours in the day portion, making a complete 
day of twenty-four hours.  Jesus Himself verified that the day portion is 
about twelve hours long when He said, “Are there not twelve hours in the 
day?” (John 11:9.)  Jesus also spoke of the three watches of the night, which 
extended from sunset to sunrise and were each four hours long, making a 
total of twelve hours (Luke 12:36-38). There is no question that Jesus in-
cluded a full twelve hours of daylight and a full twelve hours of night in 
reckoning the length of each calendar day.  This scriptural method of reck-
oning time had been used by the Hebrews for centuries.  Moreover, it is 
clear that Jesus and His disciples observed the Passover and the holy days of 
God each year according to the determination of the Hebrew Calendar, as 
God had ordained.  This is a key fact in understanding the exact length of 
time that Jesus was in the tomb. 
 When the four Gospel accounts are examined, it is clear that the 
Gospel writers used the scriptural method of reckoning each day from sun-
set to sunset, or evening to evening.  Beginning six days before Jesus’ last 
Passover until the day after His resurrection, the Gospel writers accurately 
recorded all the events day by day. They took careful note of the mornings 
and evenings, making it possible to determine the beginning and end of each 
day.  The fact that they meticulously noted the mornings and evenings dem-
onstrates that these days were whole days composed of twenty-four hours.  
Nowhere do the scriptural records leave room for an interpretation of partial 
days or partial nights. 
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An Analysis of the Phrase “Three Days  
and Three Nights” in the Book of Jonah 
 
 Jesus’ prophecy that He would be in the grave for three days and 
three nights is a direct reference to Jonah 1:17, which speaks of Jonah’s 
symbolic entombment in the belly of a great fish: “And the LORD had pre-
pared a great fish to swallow up Jonah. And Jonah was in the belly of the 
fish three days and three nights.” 
 The word “days” in this verse is translated from the Hebrew yom, 
and the word “night” is translated from the Hebrew lailah.  Both of these 
words are preceded by the cardinal number “three,” which is translated from 
the Hebrew shalosh.  This cardinal number is used as an adjective before the 
nouns “days” and “nights” to express a specific period of time.  Other scrip-
tural references confirm the use of cardinal numbers to record the exact du-
ration of a condition or event: 
 

Gen. 7:4  “seven days” 
Gen. 7:12  “forty days and forty nights” 
Ex. 10:23  “three days” 
Ex. 24:18  “forty days and forty nights” 
Lev. 12:4  “thirty-three days” 
I Sam. 30:12 “three days and three nights” 
I Kings 19:8 “forty days and forty nights” 

 
 The use of a cardinal number with the terms “days” and “nights” 
shows that these terms are being used in a very specific sense.  The presence 
of the Hebrew waw (the conjunction “and”) between “days” and “nights” 
makes the meaning of the text even more emphatic, limiting the duration of 
time to the exact number of days and nights that are specified.  By the Scrip-
tural method of reckoning time, it takes an “evening” and a “morning” to 
complete one full day (Gen. 1:5).  Just as “the evening and the morning” in 
Genesis 1 denote a whole day of twenty-four hours, so the term “a day and a 
night” denotes a full day of twenty-four hours.  In the same way also, the 
expression “three days and three nights” denotes three whole days of 
twenty-four hours each. 
 The Hebrew text leaves no room to interpret the expression “three 
days and three nights” in Jonah 1:17 in a broad or general sense.  The use of 
this same Hebrew expression in I Samuel 30:12 demonstrates that it is a lit-
eral period of three 24-hour days: “... for he had eaten no bread nor drunk 
water for three days and three nights.”  The following verse in I Samuel 30 
uses the expression “three days agone” in reference to the period of three 
days and three nights.  These were the words of an Egyptian who was accus-
tomed to reckoning days from sunrise to sunrise.  The use of the expression 
“three days agone” by the Egyptian confirms that he had completed a full 
three days and three nights of fasting from sunrise on the first day until sun-
rise on the fourth day.  The literal meaning of “three days” in I Samuel 
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30:13 is confirmed by the use of the same Hebrew expression in II Samuel 
24:13 to describe a specific duration of time: “three days’ pestilence.” 
 The construction of the Hebrew text does not allow the expression 
“three days and three nights” in Jonah 1:17 to be interpreted in any manner 
except the literal sense of three 24-hour days.  The Hebrew terminology 
cannot be interpreted as an idiomatic expression that is describing incom-
plete units of time, such as part of a day and part of a night.  To denote in-
complete units of time, the Hebrew text uses a word that means “to divide.”  
This word is not found in the expression “three days and three nights,” ei-
ther in Jonah 1:17 or in I Samuel 30:12.  However, this word is found in ref-
erence to a duration of time in Daniel 12:7: “... a time, times, and a half a 
time.” The word “half” is translated from the Hebrew word meaning “to di-
vide.”  Since this word is not used to describe the duration of time in Jonah 
1:17 and I Samuel 30:12, it is evident that the Hebrew text is describing 
complete units of time—three 12-hour days and three 12-hour nights.  By 
testifying that Jonah was in the belly of the fish “three days and three 
nights,” the Scriptures reveal that a full 72 hours had elapsed before Jonah 
was cast out on the shore. 
 The New Testament reveals that Jesus the Christ was the Lord God 
of the Old Testament before He became a man.  He was the one Who caused 
the great fish to swallow Jonah and descend to the bottom of the sea for a 
period of time before swimming to the shore and depositing Jonah on the 
land.  As the Lord God, He knew exactly how long Jonah had remained in 
the belly of the fish, and He inspired Jonah to record this duration of time, 
which was a foretelling of His future burial.  There is no question concern-
ing the length of time that passed as Jonah lay in the belly of the fish, be-
cause this fact is preserved in the Scriptures of the Old Testament.  Since the 
Hebrew text cannot be interpreted in an idiomatic sense, but must be inter-
preted literally, it is clear that three whole days and three whole nights 
passed while Jonah lay in the fish’s belly.  Jesus was fully aware of this fact 
of Scripture when He declared to the Jews, “... in like manner the Son of 
man shall be in the heart of the earth three days and three 
nights” (Matt. 12:40).  
 
Jesus Said That He Would Rise  
Three Days After His Death 
 
 The Gospel writers record that Jesus made specific statements to His 
disciples concerning the length of time that He would be in the tomb and 
when He would be resurrected: “And He began to teach them that it was 
necessary for the Son of man to suffer many things, and to be rejected by the 
elders and chief priests and scribes, and to be killed, but after three days 
to rise from the dead” (Mark 8:31; see also Matt. 16:21 and Mark 9:31).  
Jesus proclaimed to His disciples that He would not rise from the dead until 
three days after He had been killed.  Jesus’ statement that He would rise 
three days after He had died is most significant.  According to Jewish law, 
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to be declared legally dead, a person had to be dead for more than three full 
days.  If someone who appeared to be dead revived and came back to life 
prior to three full days, he or she was not legally deemed to have been dead.  
Therefore, if Jesus had risen from the dead before 3 PM on the afternoon of 
Nisan 17, a weekly Sabbath, He would not have been considered legally 
dead.  As a result, His return to life would not have been considered a true 
resurrection from the dead. 
 Knowing this fact, one can understand why Jesus delayed going to 
Lazarus in the account in John 11.  Jesus knew that Lazarus was sick unto 
death, but He deliberately remained where He was for two more days (John 
11:6).  He knew that Lazarus would not be considered legally dead until he 
had been dead for four days.  When Lazarus was legally dead, Jesus went to 
resurrect him from the grave: “Jesus said, ‘Take away the stone.’ Martha, 
the sister of him who had died, said to Him, ‘Lord, he already stinks, 
for it has been four days.’  Jesus said to her, ‘Did I not say to you that if 
you will believe, you shall see the glory of God?’  Then they removed the 
stone from the tomb where the dead man had been laid.  And Jesus lifted His 
eyes upward and said, ‘Father, I thank You that You have heard Me.  And I 
know that You hear Me always; but because of the people who stand around 
I say this, so that they may believe that You did send Me.’  And after He 
had spoken these things, He cried with a loud voice, ‘Lazarus, come forth.’ 
And he who had been dead came forth, his feet and hands bound with 
grave clothes, and his face bound up with a napkin.  Jesus said to them, 
‘Loose him and let him go’ ” (John 11:39-44). 
 Like Lazarus, Jesus had to remain dead for a minimum of three full 
days in order to be declared officially dead.  If He had been crucified on a 
Friday and restored to life on Sunday morning at sunrise, His death would 
not have been “valid” since only two nights and one day would have passed 
between Friday sunset and Sunday morning.  In order for His death to be 
publicly recognized and acknowledged, it was necessary for Jesus to remain 
in the grave for three nights and three days before He was raised from the 
dead.  The Scriptures reveal that Jesus died at the ninth hour, or 3 PM, on 
the Passover day, Nisan 14, which fell on Wednesday, April 5, in 30 AD 
(Matt. 27:46 and Mark 15:34), and He was placed in the tomb just before 
sunset at approximately 6 PM.  The Gospel of Matthew describes His burial 
by Joseph of Arimathea: “And when evening was coming on, a rich man of 
Arimathea came, named Joseph, who was himself a disciple of Jesus.  After 
going to Pilate, he begged to have the body of Jesus.  Then Pilate com-
manded the body to be given over to him.  And after taking the body, Joseph 
[with the help of Nicodemus (John 19:39)] wrapped it in clean linen cloth, 
and placed it in his new tomb, which he had hewn in the rock; and after roll-
ing a great stone to the door of the tomb, he went away” (Matt. 27:57-60).  
Luke records that “a Sabbath was coming on” (Luke 23:54), which means 
that by the time they had closed the entrance of the tomb with a huge stone, 
the Sabbath was nearly upon them.  Since all Sabbaths were reckoned from 
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sunset to sunset, it is clear that the sun was about to set.  
 Both Matthew and Mark testify that Jesus died at the ninth hour, or 3 
PM.  Luke’s account shows that they closed the entrance to the tomb with a 
huge stone just before sunset.  Because the Passover is in the spring of the 
year when the days are twelve hours in length, we know that the tomb was 
closed at about 6 PM.  Since He died about 3 PM, Jesus was dead for ap-
proximately 75 hours before He was resurrected.  The total length of time 
included three days (from sunrise to sunset) and three nights (from sunset to 
sunrise) plus approximately three hours.  Because He had been dead for 
more than three days, His death was legally established.  When He appeared 
to His disciples three days after He had been placed in the tomb, the reality 
of His resurrection was beyond question. 
 
Additional Statements of Jesus Confirm That He  
Was in the Tomb for Three Days and Three Nights 
 
 While Matthew and Mark record Jesus saying that He would be 
raised “after three days,” Luke records that He would be raised “on the third 
day.”  Luke wrote: “For He shall be delivered up to the Gentiles, and shall 
be mocked and insulted and spit upon.  And after scourging Him, they shall 
kill Him; but on the third day, He shall rise again” (Luke 18:32-33).  
 The apostle John records another statement by Jesus that He would 
be raised up “in three days.”  Jesus made this statement when the Jews con-
fronted Him for casting the money exchangers out of the temple and driving 
out the animals they were selling: “... The Jews answered and said to Him, 
‘What sign do You show to us, seeing that You do these things?’  Jesus an-
swered and said to them, ‘Destroy this temple, and in three days I will 
raise it up.’  Then the Jews said, ‘This temple was forty-six years in build-
ing, and You will raise it up in three days?’  But He spoke concerning the 
temple of His body.  Therefore, when He was raised from the dead, His dis-
ciples remembered that He had said this to them; and they believed the 
Scriptures, and the word that Jesus had spoken” (John 2:18-22).  
 The phrase “in three days” contains the Greek preposition en.  This 
Greek preposition, which is translated “in” in John 2:19-20, can also mean 
“within.”  At first glance, the statements “in three days” and “on the third 
day” appear to conflict with the statement that He would be raised “after 
three days.”  How is it possible for all three of Jesus’ statements to be cor-
rect?  
 When we understand Jesus’ statements, we find that instead of be-
ing contradictory, they reveal the exact time that He was raised from the 
dead.  Jesus made it clear that He would be raised after He had been dead 
for three days.  The other statements, “in three days” and “on the third 
day,” do not include the total time that He was dead but only the time that 
He was buried in the tomb.  The Gospel accounts show that Joseph of Ari-
mathea and Nicodemus closed the tomb just before sunset, three hours after 
Jesus died on the cross.  Although He was in the tomb for exactly three 
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days and three nights, He was dead for a longer period than that.  Thus He 
rose from the dead “after three days.”  The difference between this state-
ment and the statements “in three days” and “on the third day” is that 
these two statements refer to His burial “in the heart of the earth three 
days and three nights.”  
 When one compares all of Jesus’ statements, it is evident that they 
place specific limits on the time frame between His death and resurrection.  
Of itself, “in three days” could mean any time on the third day, even the 
first minute of the third day. “On the third day” could mean any time on 
the third day up to the last minute on the third day.  But the statement that 
He would “be in the heart of the earth three days and three nights” 
shows that three whole days and three whole nights would pass while He lay 
in the tomb.  
 When all of Jesus’ statements are taken into consideration, there is 
only one moment of time to which all can apply.  Here is the explanation: 
The end of the third day is still “on” and “in” the third day.  At the end of 
the third day, precisely at sunset, Jesus was resurrected.  This was the only 
moment of time that could fulfill all of Jesus’ prophecies concerning the 
time of His death, the length of time that He would be in the tomb, and the 
time of His resurrection. 
 The Gospels record that Jesus died on the Passover day, Nisan 14, 
which fell on a Wednesday in 30 AD.  Joseph of Arimathea and Nicodemus 
placed Jesus’ body in the tomb and closed the entrance with a huge stone 
when the sun was setting at approximately 6 PM, ending Nisan 14.  Jesus 
was resurrected from the dead precisely three days and three nights later, 
when the sun was setting at the end of the weekly Sabbath, or Saturday, Ni-
san 17, 30 AD.  As He had prophesied, He remained in the tomb for three 
full days and three full nights.  Jesus the Christ was raised from the dead 
at sunset on the weekly Sabbath, the seventh day of the week.  He had 
already been resurrected when the sun rose on Sunday, the first day of 
the week.  (Please see the chart on pages 80-81) 
 
Scriptural Evidence of Two Sabbaths During  
the Three Days and Three Nights 
 
 According to religious tradition, Jesus was crucified on a Friday.  
This religious tradition appears to be supported by the statement in John 
19:31 that the day of His death “was the preparation.”  Most have assumed 
that this statement refers to the Jews’ preparation for the weekly Sabbath.  
They fail to realize that the Passover day, on which Jesus died, has always 
been a preparation day for the Feast of Unleavened Bread, which immedi-
ately follows (Lev. 23:4-6).  The first day of this feast, Nisan 15, is observed 
as an annual holy day, or “high day.”  Like the Passover day, it may fall on 
different days of the week.  Regardless of which day of the week it falls on, 
it is always observed as an annual Sabbath, and the day portion of the Pass-
over is always used as a day of preparation.  It is erroneous to interpret “the

preparation” in John 19:31 as evidence that the day of the crucifixion was 
a Friday. 
 The mistaken belief in a Friday crucifixion is based on the assump-
tion that there was only one Sabbath during the crucifixion week.  However, 
the Scriptures clearly reveal that during that week there were two Sabbaths.  
The first Sabbath was an annual holy day, the first day of the Feast of 
Unleavened Bread.  The second Sabbath was the weekly Sabbath, the sev-
enth day of the week.  Consequently, during the week of Jesus’ crucifixion 
there were two preparation days.  The day portion of Nisan 14, the Passover 
day, was the preparation day for the first day of the Feast of Unleavened 
Bread, the 15th, which was an annual Sabbath.  The following day, the 16th, 
which was a Friday, was the preparation day for the weekly Sabbath. 
 When the Gospel of John is examined, it is evident that the Sabbath 
immediately following the day Jesus died was an annual Sabbath: “The 
Jews therefore, so that the bodies might not remain on the cross on the Sab-
bath, because it was a preparation day (for that Sabbath was a high 
day) ...” (John 19:31).  The term “high day” was never used to refer to the 
weekly Sabbath, but only to annual Sabbaths.  John’s use of this term makes 
it clear that the Sabbath that was about to begin was the first day of the Feast 
of Unleavened Bread, Nisan 15.  Mark’s account makes reference to the 
coming of sunset, which would bring the end of the preparation and the be-
ginning of the annual Sabbath, or high day: “Now evening was coming, 
and since it was a preparation, (that is, the day before a Sab-
bath) ...” (Mark 15:42).  
 As the Gospel of Luke shows, this Sabbath was about to begin when 
Jesus was put into the tomb: “Now it was a preparation day, and a Sab-
bath was coming on.  And the women also, who had come with Him from 
Galilee, followed and saw the tomb, and how His body was laid” (Luke 
23:54-55).  
 The Gospels record the events that followed Jesus’ burial.  On Nisan 
15, the day after the crucifixion, the chief priests and the Pharisees went to 
Pilate to request that guards be assigned to watch Jesus’ tomb.  Because they 
were afraid that the disciples would come and steal away His body, they did 
not hesitate to take care of their business on the holy day (Matt. 27:62-66).  
While the priests and Pharisees went to Pilate, the women who followed Je-
sus were observing the annual Sabbath, as commanded by God.  They could 
not buy spices on that day because all the businesses were closed in obser-
vance of the command to rest (Lev. 23:6-7).  After the end of that Sabbath, 
or high day, they bought spices and aromatic oils to anoint Jesus.  Mark re-
lates this event: “Now when the Sabbath had passed, Mary Magdalene 
and Mary, the mother of James, and Salome bought aromatic oils, so that 
they might come and anoint Him” (Mark 16:1). 
 It is quite evident that the women could not have purchased the 
spices until after the high day, or annual Sabbath, had ended.  The high day 
began when the Passover day, Nisan 14, ended at sunset.  The observance of 
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the high day, Nisan 15, lasted until the following sunset, which began Nisan 
16.  The women bought the spices “when the Sabbath had passed” and 
prepared them on the same day.  When they had finished, they observed a 
second Sabbath: “And they returned to the city, and prepared spices and 
ointments, and then rested on the Sabbath according to the command-
ment” (Luke 23:56).  The Gospel records concerning the buying and prepa-
ration of the spices by the women clearly reveal the observance of two Sab-
baths during the crucifixion week.  
 
Two Women View the Tomb  
Late on the Weekly Sabbath 
 
 Before the weekly Sabbath came to an end, Matthew records that 
Mary Magdalene and the other Mary went to observe the tomb: “Now late 
on the Sabbath, as the first day of the weeks was drawing near, Mary Mag-
dalene and the other Mary went to observe the sepulcher” (Matt. 28:1).  Be-
cause it was still the Sabbath day, the women did not come to anoint His 
body with the spices they had prepared.  Perhaps they went to observe the 
tomb because they remembered Jesus’ words that after three days and three 
nights in the grave, He would rise from the dead. 
 After the two women viewed the tomb and saw that the stone cover-
ing the entrance was still in place with the soldiers standing guard, they re-
turned home for the night.  The next morning, as they were coming back to 
the tomb, they were wondering who might roll back the stone so that they 
could anoint Jesus’ body: “And very early on the first day of the weeks, at 
the rising of the sun, they were coming to the tomb; and they were asking 
themselves, ‘Who will roll away the stone for us from the entrance to the 
tomb?’ ” (Mark 16:2-3)  But when the women arrived, they found that the 
stone had already been removed and the tomb was empty.  The three days 
and three nights had ended at sunset on the weekly Sabbath, and Jesus had 
risen from the dead!  (For further discussion of the third day see Appendix 
B, page 145.)

Three Days and Three Nights In The Tomb and the Resurrection 

 Knowledge of a Wednesday crucifixion was passed down for at least three centuries after the 
founding of the apostolic church.  The Didascalia, which dates from the third century, offers historical 
evidence that the belief in a Friday crucifixion was a change from the original teaching.  The following 
description of the day of Jesus’ crucifixion appears in Book V of the Apostolic Constitutions, which 
contains the original words of the Didascalia: 
 “For they began to hold a council against the Lord on the second day of the week, in the 
first month, which is Xanthicus; and the deliberation continued on the third day of the week; but on the 
fourth day [Wednesday] they determined to take away His life by crucifixion” (Apostolic Constitu-
tions—Didascalia Apostolorum, book V, section I, paragraph xiv).  A church historian explains the 
significance of this record in the Didascalia: “…the only reason can have been that Jesus’ passion be-
gan on a Wednesday, i.e., the day when He was arrested [and crucified]” (Lietzmann, A History of 
the Early Church, p. 69).

CHAPTER SEVEN 
__________________________ 

 
The Events on the First Day of  

the Week to Jesus’ 
Final Ascension 

 
 The scriptural records and the calculations of the Hebrew calendar 
prove conclusively that Jesus was resurrected when the sun set at the end of 
the weekly Sabbath.  The Gospel accounts do not directly reveal what Jesus 
did between the time that He was resurrected and the time that He was seen 
by Mary Magdalene the next morning.  However, from the scriptural re-
cords we can piece together what Jesus did from the time that He was resur-
rected until He ascended to be accepted by God the Father in the morning as 
the true Wave Sheaf.  The account in the Gospel of John gives us an under-
standing of what Jesus did first when He came back to life in the tomb:  
“Then Simon Peter came following him [John], and he went into the tomb 
and saw the linen cloths lying, and the napkin that had been on His 
head, not lying with the linen cloths but folded up in a place by it-
self” (John 20:6-7). 
 The record of John shows that when Jesus came back to life, He rose 
straight out of the burial wrappings without disturbing them. When Peter 
entered the tomb, he saw Jesus’ burial wrappings still in the form of His 
body.  This was absolute proof that Jesus had risen from the dead, and no 
one had taken His body.  If someone had taken away His body, it would still 
have been wrapped with the linen burial cloths. 
 After rising out of the burial wrappings, Jesus took off the napkin 
that covered His head and neatly folded it and placed it close by, separate 
from the other burial cloths.  This was an additional proof that He was alive.  
If anyone had taken His body, the napkin would have either remained on 
His head or fallen to the ground.  It would not have been folded and placed 
neatly by itself.  The apostle John, who was with Peter, saw these things and 
believed (verse 8). 
 After folding the napkin, Jesus undoubtedly offered a prayer of 
thanksgiving to God the Father for raising Him back to life.  Perhaps Jesus 
thought of the prophecy of His resurrection in Psalm 16: “The LORD is the 
portion of my inheritance and of my cup; You shall uphold my lot.  The 
lines have fallen to me in pleasant places; yea, I have a beautiful inheri-
tance....Therefore My heart is glad, and My glory rejoices; My flesh also 
shall rest in hope, for You will not abandon My soul to the grave; nei-
ther will You allow Your Holy One to see corruption.  You will make 
known to Me the path of life; in Your presence is fullness of joy. At Your 
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right hand are pleasures forevermore” (verses 5-6, 9-11). 
 After offering His prayer of thanksgiving, Jesus must have left the 
tomb.  He did not need to have the stone removed from the entrance of the 
tomb because He was now spirit and had the ability to pass through matter.  
The Gospel of Luke confirms this fact.  Luke records that approximately 
twenty-four hours after His resurrection, Jesus suddenly appeared in a 
closed room where the disciples were assembled.  This took place late on 
the first day of the week, after He had walked with the two disciples to the 
village of Emmaus: “And they [the two disciples] rose up that very hour and 
returned to Jerusalem; and they found the eleven and those with them as-
sembled together, saying, ‘In truth, the Lord has risen!  And He has ap-
peared to Simon.’  Then they related the things that had happened to them 
on the road, and how He was known to them in the breaking of the bread.  
Now as they were telling these things, Jesus Himself stood in their midst 
and said to them, ‘Peace be to you’ ”(Luke 24:33-36). 
 The apostle John also wrote of Jesus’ sudden appearance: 
“Afterwards, as evening was drawing near that day, the first day of the 
weeks, and the doors were shut where the disciples had assembled for 
fear of the Jews, Jesus came and stood in the midst, and said to them, 
‘Peace be to you.’  And after saying this, He showed them His hands and 
His side.  Then the disciples rejoiced, because they had seen the 
Lord” (John 20:19-20). 
 Because the resurrected Jesus had the ability to pass through matter, 
He was able to leave the tomb before the stone was rolled away from the 
entrance.  It is certain that He left the tomb almost immediately after He was 
resurrected.  Remember, Jesus had said, “...the Son of man shall be in the 
heart of the earth three days and three nights.”  If He had remained in the 
tomb for any length of time after His resurrection, He would have been in 
the heart of the earth for more than three days and three nights. 
 Where did Jesus go after He left the tomb?  The Scriptures do not 
specify.  However, it is probable that He went to a place on the Mount of 
Olives.  Luke records that Jesus was accustomed to going there, where He 
had a special place of prayer.  On the Passover night, after Jesus instituted 
the New Covenant ceremony, He and the disciples had gone to the Mount of 
Olives: “Then He left the house and went, as He was accustomed, to the 
Mount of Olives; and His disciples also followed Him.  And when He ar-
rived at the place, He said to them, ‘Pray that you do not enter into tempta-
tion.’  And He withdrew from them about a stone’s throw; and falling 
to His knees, He prayed” (Luke 22:39-41). 
 In his account, Matthew identifies the place of prayer as Geth-
semane: “Then Jesus came with them to a place called Gethsemane; and He 
said to His disciples, ‘Sit here, while I go onward and pray’ ” (Matt. 26:36). 
This is the place where Jesus prayed for nearly three hours before He was 
arrested (verses 37-44). 
 Since Jesus did not ascend to the Father until the morning after His 
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resurrection, it is very probable that He went to the Mount of Olives to His 
special place of prayer in the Garden of Gethsemane.  Once there, Jesus 
most certainly would have offered up prayers of praise and thanksgiving to 
God the Father the entire night for having raised Him from the dead.  We 
are able get a glimpse of what Jesus might have prayed from the prophecies 
in the book of Psalms that foretold Jesus’ death and resurrection. 
 Jesus Christ had complete faith that God the Father would raise Him 
from the dead.  Psalm 108 reveals Jesus’ faith for that deliverance: “O God, 
my heart is fixed; I will sing and I will give praise, even with my glory. 
Awake, harp and lyre; I will awake early.  I will praise You, O LORD, 
among the people; and I will sing praises to You among the nations, for 
Your mercy is great above the heavens; and Your truth reaches unto the 
clouds. 
 “Be exalted, O God, above the heavens, and Your glory above all 
the earth, so that Your beloved [Jesus Christ, the Father’s beloved Son] 
may be delivered [from the power of death]; save with Your right hand, 
and answer me. God has spoken in His holiness [to raise Jesus from the 
dead]: “I will rejoice...” (Psa. 108:1-7). 
 Paul’s epistle to the Hebrews confirms that while Jesus was still in 
the flesh, He cried out to the Father to save Him from death: “Who, in the 
days of His flesh, offered up both prayers and supplications with strong 
crying and tears to Him Who was able to save Him from death, and was 
heard because He feared God.  Although He was a Son, yet He learned 
obedience from the things that He suffered; and having been perfected, He 
became the Author of eternal salvation to all those who obey Him...” (Heb. 
5:7-9).  During His life in the flesh, Jesus had prayed fervently to the Father 
for strength to resist temptation, so that He would not incur the death pen-
alty for sin, but might lay down His life as the perfect sacrifice for the sins 
of the world.  Since He prayed so fervently before He died, He must have 
been equally fervent in thanking and praising the Father for having raised 
Him from the dead. 
 We know that the words of Psalm 22 were uttered by Jesus as He 
was dying on the cross.  Just before He died, He uttered the last words of 
Psalm 22, “It is finished,” fulfilled in John 19:30.  The following psalm, 
Psalm 23, has far more meaning when viewed in the context of His crucifix-
ion and resurrection. Could He not also have uttered these words in His 
prayers to God the Father after He was resurrected?   
 “The LORD is my Shepherd; I shall not want [lack any thing].  He 
makes me to lie down in green pastures; He leads me beside the still waters.  
He restores my soul [by the resurrection]; He leads me in the paths of right-
eousness for His name’s sake.  Yea, though I walk through the valley of the 
shadow of death [the crucifixion], I will fear no evil, for You are with me; 
Your rod and Your staff, they comfort me.  You prepare a table for me in 
the presence of my enemies.  You anoint my head with oil; my cup runs 
over.  Surely goodness and mercy shall follow me all the days of my life, 
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and I shall dwell in the house of the LORD forever [into the ages of eter-
nity].”  
 
The Events on the Morning  
After Jesus’ Resurrection 
 
 The Gospel accounts show that as the sun was rising, early in the 
morning on the first day of the week, the women came bringing spices to 
anoint Jesus’ body.  Although Mary Magdalene left home while it was still 
dark, by the time she arrived at the tomb it was light enough for her to see 
that the stone had been removed (John 20:1).  Apparently, just before she 
and the other women arrived, an angel had opened the tomb.  If it had been 
opened for any length of time before the women arrived, the soldiers would 
not have been standing guard.  “And in the morning suddenly there was a 
great earthquake; for an angel of the Lord descended from heaven, and came 
and rolled away the stone from the door, and sat upon it.  Now his appear-
ance was as lightning, and his raiment white as snow.  And for fear of him, 
those who were keeping guard trembled, and became as dead men” (Matt. 
28:2-4). 
 As the women were approaching the tomb, they were wondering 
who would roll away the huge stone from the entrance of the tomb in order 
for them to anoint Jesus’ body with the spices.  But when they arrived, they 
saw that the stone had already been removed and the tomb was open.  Mark 
gives this account: “And very early on the first day of the weeks, at the ris-
ing of the sun, they were coming to the tomb; and they were asking them-
selves, ‘Who will roll away the stone for us from the entrance to the tomb?’  
For it was a massive stone.  But when they looked up, they saw that the 
stone had been rolled away.  And after entering the tomb, they saw a 
young man [the angel who had rolled away the stone] sitting on the right, 
clothed in a white robe; and they were very frightened.  But he said to them, 
‘Do not be afraid. You are seeking Jesus the Nazarene, Who was cruci-
fied.  He has risen; He is not here.  Look, there is the place where they 
laid Him.  But go, tell His disciples and Peter that He goes before you into 
Galilee; there you shall see Him, as He said to you.’  And they went out 
quickly and fled from the tomb, for trembling and astonishment had seized 
them; and they did not say anything to anyone because they were 
afraid” (Mark 16:2-8). 
 The Gospel accounts clearly record that the angel told the women, 
“He is risen.  He is not here.”  Jesus was not in the tomb!  Jesus was not 
there because He had been resurrected from the dead as the weekly Sabbath 
ended over twelve hours earlier.  He did not need the stone to be rolled away 
to leave the tomb, because He had the power to pass through matter.  How-
ever, it was necessary for the stone to be removed in order for the women to 
see that He was not there.  They found the tomb empty except for the grave 
cloths that had been wound around His body. 
 When the other women left to tell the disciples, Mary Magdalene 
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went to tell Peter and John: “Then she ran and came to Simon Peter and to 
the other disciple whom Jesus loved, and said to them, ‘They have taken 
away the Lord from the tomb, and we do not know where they have laid 
Him.’  As a result, Peter and the other disciple went out and came to the 
tomb.  Now the two ran together, but the other disciple ran faster than Peter 
and came to the tomb first; and he stooped down and saw the linen cloths 
lying there, but he did not enter. 
 “Then Simon Peter came following him, and he went into the tomb 
and saw the linen cloths lying, and the napkin that had been on His head, not 
lying with the linen cloths but folded up in a place by itself.  Then the other 
disciple, who had come to the tomb first, also went in and saw these things; 
and he believed.  For they did not yet understand the scripture which de-
creed that He must rise from the dead.  Then the disciples went away again 
to their home” (John 20:2-10). 
 After Peter and John left, Mary Magdalene remained at the tomb be-
cause she thought that “they had taken away the Lord,” and she did not 
know where He was.  “But Mary stood outside the tomb weeping; and as 
she wept, she stooped down and looked into the tomb.  And she saw two 
angels in white who were sitting, one at the head and the other at the feet, 
where the body of Jesus had been laid.  And they said to her, ‘Woman, why 
are you weeping?’  She said to them, ‘Because they have taken away my 
Lord, and I do not know where they have laid Him’ ” (John 20:11-13). 
 After all those things transpired, Jesus returned to the tomb and ap-
peared to Mary Magdalene: “And after saying these things, she turned 
around and saw Jesus standing, but did not know that it was Jesus.  Jesus 
said to her, ‘Woman, why are you weeping?  Whom are you seeking?’  
Thinking that He was the gardener, she said to Him, ‘Sir, if you have carried 
Him off, tell me where you have laid Him, and I will take Him away.’  Jesus 
said to her, ‘Mary.’  Turning around, she said to Him, ‘Rabboni’; that is to 
say, ‘Teacher.’  Jesus said to her, ‘Do not touch Me, because I have not yet 
ascended to My Father.  But go to My brethren and tell them that I am as-
cending to My Father and your Father, and My God and your God.’  Mary 
Magdalene came to the disciples, bringing word that she had seen the Lord, 
and that He had said these things to her” (verses 14-18). 
  
Correcting the Misinterpretation of Mark 16:9 
 
 In the King James Version, Mark 16:9 reads as follows: “Now when 
Jesus was risen early the first day of the week, He appeared first to Mary 
Magdalene.…”  This translation makes it appear that Jesus was resurrected 
early in the morning on the first day of the week.  However, the Gospel ac-
counts show that Jesus was raised at the close of the weekly Sabbath, ap-
proximately twelve hours before the women came to the tomb.  The errone-
ous impression that the KJV translation gives can be corrected simply by the 
addition of a comma in the proper place: “Now when Jesus was risen, early 
the first day of the week He appeared first to Mary Magdalene.…”  A more 
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accurate translation, as well as the proper placement of the comma, clears up 
any misunderstanding or misinterpretation.  It reads as follows: “Now after 
Jesus had risen, early the first day of the week He appeared first to Mary 
Magdalene....”  With the proper translation and placement of the comma, 
this verse harmonizes with the rest of the scriptural facts as found in the 
other Gospel accounts. 
 
Jesus Fulfilled the Wave Sheaf Offering 
 
 In John’s Gospel we find this post-resurrection account: “Jesus said to 
her [Mary Magdalene], ‘Do not touch Me, because I have not yet ascended 
to My Father.  But go to My brethren and tell them that I am ascending to 
My Father and your Father, and My God and your God’ ” (John 20:17). 
 When Jesus appeared to Mary Magdalene, He did not allow her to 
touch Him because He had not yet ascended to God the Father.  The words 
that He spoke to her show that He was about to ascend.  We can conclude 
that He ascended to the Father soon after she left to tell the disciples.  When 
Jesus ascended, He fulfilled a very special temple ceremony that God had 
commanded for this day.  This ceremony was the presentation of the wave 
sheaf offering of the first of the firstfruits of the grain harvest, which was 
performed at approximately 9 AM in the morning, after the morning burnt 
offering had been made.  It was at this time that Jesus ascended to God the 
Father. 
 The wave sheaf was offered each year on the first day of the week 
during the Feast of Unleavened Bread.  As the sacrifice of the Passover 
lamb was a foretype of the crucifixion and death of Jesus Christ, so the of-
fering of the wave sheaf was a foretype of Jesus’ ascension to the Father. 
This day was a special day, but not a holy day.  At the temple, on the first 
day of the week during the Feast of Unleavened Bread, the priest would per-
form the wave sheaf ritual.  We find God’s command for the wave sheaf 
offering in the book of Leviticus: “And the LORD spoke to Moses, saying, 
‘Speak to the children of Israel and say to them, “When you have come into 
the land which I give to you, and shall reap the harvest of it, then you shall 
bring the premier sheaf of the firstfruits of your harvest to the priest. And he 
shall wave the sheaf before the LORD to be accepted for you. On the next 
day after the Sabbath [the first day of the week during the Feast of Unleav-
ened Bread] the priest shall wave it” ’ ” (Lev. 23:9-11). 
 Messianic Rabbi Alfred Edersheim records the details of the har-
vesting of the wave sheaf in his book The Life and Times of Jesus the Mes-
siah:   
 “This Passover-sheaf was reaped in public the evening before it was 
offered, and it was to witness this ceremony that the crowd had gathered 
around the elders.  Already on the 14th [of] Nisan the spot whence the first 
sheaf was to be reaped had been marked out, by tying together in bundles, 
while still standing, the barley that was to be cut down, according to custom, 
in the sheltered Ashes-Valley across Kidron.  When the time for cutting the 
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sheaf had arrived—that is, on the evening of the 15th [of] Nisan [by Phari-
saic reckoning], even though it were a Sabbath [the journey to harvest was 
undertaken before the end of the Sabbath, but was within the prescribed tra-
ditional “Sabbath day’s journey”], just as the sun went down, three men, 
each with a sickle and basket, set to work. 
 “Clearly to bring out what was distinctive in the ceremony, they first 
asked of the bystanders three times each of these questions: ‘HAS THE 
SUN GONE DOWN?’ ‘With this sickle?’ ‘Into this basket?’ ‘On this Sab-
bath? (or first Passover-day)’—and lastly, ‘Shall I reap?’  Having each time 
been answered in the affirmative, they cut down barley to the amount of one 
ephah, or about three pecks and three pints of our English measure” (The 
Life and Times of Jesus the Messiah, p. 619). 
 Note: There was a dispute between the Pharisees and the Sadducees 
as to which Sabbath this verse is designating.  The Pharisees applied this 
command to the first holy day of the Feast of Unleavened Bread, which was 
the 15th day of the first month of Nisan.  In their view, the “morrow after 
the Sabbath”—the day for harvesting the wave sheaf—was always the 16th 
of Nisan.  On the other hand, the Sadducees, who were in charge of the tem-
ple during the days of Jesus Christ, understood that God’s command in Le-
viticus 23:11 was referring to the weekly Sabbath which occurred in con-
junction with the Feast of Unleavened Bread.  In years when the first day of 
the Feast of Unleavened Bread fell on the weekly Sabbath, both the Saddu-
cees and the Pharisees would observe the 16th of Nisan as the day for the 
wave sheaf offering.  Although the Sadducees and the Pharisees generally 
disagreed over the correct DAY for the wave sheaf offering, there was never 
any question about the correct TIME of the day for harvesting it. 
 After it was cut, the bundled sheaf was brought to the temple and 
placed alongside the altar of burnt offering.  Then in the morning, after the 
daily burnt offering of a lamb, the priest would “wave” or elevate the sheaf 
to be accepted of the Lord.  This was a special ceremonial sheaf.  In The 
Shocken Bible, Volume I, The Five Books of Moses, Everett Fox translates 
Leviticus 23:10-11 in this manner: “Speak to the children of Israel and say 
to them; When you enter the land that I am giving you, and you harvest its 
harvest, you are to bring the premier sheaf of your harvest to the priest.  He 
is to elevate the sheaf before the presence of YHWH for acceptance for you; 
on the morrow of the Sabbath the priest shall elevate it.” 
 Note the key words in God’s instructions for the wave sheaf offer-
ing: “for acceptance for you,” meaning “on your behalf.”  When Jesus 
Christ ascended to the Father on the Wave Sheaf Day, as the first of the 
firstfruits, His sacrifice for our sins was accepted by the Father on our be-
half.  Jesus, as the Lamb of God, was accepted as the sin offering not only 
for our sins but for the sins of all mankind: “…The lamb of God, Who takes 
away the sin of the world” (John 1:29). 
 Jesus fulfilled the wave sheaf offering as the first of the firstfruits to 
be resurrected from the dead.  The premier sheaf symbolized the risen 
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Christ.  When the priest elevated the sheaf to be accepted by the Lord, it 
represented Jesus Christ ascending to the Father to be accepted as the first of 
the firstfruits.  The apostle Paul makes it clear that this premier sheaf of the 
firstfruits was a type of Jesus Christ after He rose from the dead and as-
cended into heaven to present Himself to God the Father: “But now Christ 
has been raised from the dead; He has become the firstfruit of those who 
have fallen asleep.  For since by man came death, by man also came the 
resurrection of the dead.  For as in Adam all die, so also in Christ shall all be 
made alive.  But each one in his own order: Christ the firstfruit; then, 
those who are Christ’s at His coming” (I Cor. 15:20-23). 
 Because Jesus is the first of many who will be resurrected from the 
dead as immortal children of God, He is also called “the firstborn from 
among the dead,” as Paul writes to the Colossians: “Because by Him were 
all things created, the things in heaven and the things on earth, the visible 
and the invisible, whether they be thrones, or lordships, or principalities, or 
powers: all things were created by Him and for Him.  And He is before all, 
and by Him all things subsist.  And He is the Head of the body, the 
church; Who is the beginning, the firstborn from among the dead, so 
that in all things He Himself might hold the preeminence” (Col. 1:16-
18). 
 In his epistle to the Romans, Paul makes it clear that many will be 
resurrected from the grave and be added to the Family of God as immortal 
brethren of Jesus Christ: “Because those whom He did foreknow, He also 
predestinated to be conformed to the image of His own Son, that He might 
be the firstborn among many brethren” (Rom. 8:29).  Paul also tells the 
Corinthians that those who die in the faith will be resurrected at His coming. 
The resurrection of the saints of God to immortality and glory will mark the 
end of the firstfruits harvest, just as the resurrection of Jesus signaled its be-
ginning.  As He ascended to heaven in the clouds, so He will return, and all 
the transformed saints will rise into the air to meet Him.  The entrance of the 
saints into the Family of God has been made possible through the sacrifice 
of Jesus Christ, which was accepted by God the Father on the Wave Sheaf 
Day. 
 
Jesus Christ Accepted by God the Father 
 
 The ascension of Jesus to God the Father was an awesome event. 
Jesus Christ had finished the work that the Father had given Him to do.  As 
God manifest in the flesh, He had lived a perfect, sinless life and had died 
by crucifixion to become the perfect sacrifice for the sins of all mankind. 
God the Father had raised Jesus back to life, and on the Wave Sheaf Day He 
was ready to ascend to the throne of God the Father to be accepted as the 
first of the firstfruits, the firstborn among many brethren, and the perfect 
sacrifice to propitiate the sins of the world. 
 As He was ascending to the Father, Jesus must have been filled with 
great joy and anticipation.  He would see the Father face to face for the first 
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time since He had become a pinpoint of life when He divested Himself of 
His power and glory as God to be born of the virgin Mary.  Again, the 
Psalms help us comprehend some of the thoughts and feelings that Jesus 
might have experienced as He looked forward to being reunited with the Fa-
ther: “O God, You are My God, early I will seek You! My soul thirsts for 
You. My flesh longs for You, as in a dry and thirsty land where no water is, 
to see Your power and Your glory—as I have seen You in the sanctu-
ary. Because Your lovingkindness is better than life, my lips shall praise 
You” (Psa. 63:1-3). 
 As previously noted, Psalm 23 foreshadowed the prayers of Jesus 
after He was resurrected from the dead.  The psalm to follow, Psalm 24, is 
in prophetic sequence and depicts Jesus’ ascension to be received of God the 
Father.  When He arrived in heaven, the angels sang and shouted for joy.  
Perhaps this psalm was sung by the angels as they opened the everlasting 
doors and announced that the King of glory was entering into the presence 
of God the Father: “The earth is the LORD’S, and the fullness of it, the 
world, and those who dwell in it, for He has founded it upon the seas and 
established it upon the waters.  Who shall ascend into the hill of the 
LORD? Or who shall stand in His holy place?  He who has clean hands 
and a pure heart, who has not lifted up his soul to vanity and has not 
sworn deceitfully [the perfect life of Jesus Christ].  He shall receive the 
blessing from the LORD and righteousness from the God of his salva-
tion.” 
 “Lift up your heads, O you gates; and be lifted up, O you ever-
lasting doors; that the King of glory may come in.  Who is this King of 
glory? The LORD strong and mighty, the LORD mighty in battle [He was 
victorious over human nature, sin, Satan the devil and death].  Lift up your 
heads, O you gates; lift them up, you everlasting doors; that the King of 
glory may come in.  Who is this King of glory? The LORD of hosts, He is 
the King of glory” (Psa. 24:1-5, 7-10). 
 What a magnificent scene of splendor and glory Jesus would have 
seen when He entered through the everlasting gates of heaven!  Standing on 
the sea of glass, He would have seen the resplendent glory and awesome 
majesty of God the Father seated on His throne with the heavenly host 
round about.  The apostle John, the one whom Jesus loved, saw a vision of 
God’s throne and recorded it in the book of Revelation.  What John recorded 
is what Jesus would have seen when He ascended to the Father.  
 “After these things I looked, and behold, a door opened in heaven, 
and the first voice that I heard was as if a trumpet were speaking with me, 
saying, ‘Come up here, and I will show you the things that must take place 
after these things.’  And immediately I was in the Spirit; and behold, a 
throne was set in heaven, and one was sitting on the throne.  And He 
Who was sitting was in appearance like a jasper stone and a sardius stone: 
and a rainbow was around the throne, like an emerald in its appearance. 
 “And around the throne were twenty-four thrones, and on the thrones 
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I saw twenty-four elders sitting, clothed in white garments; and they had on 
their heads golden crowns.  And proceeding from the throne were light-
nings and thunders and voices; and seven lamps of fire, which are the 
seven Spirits of God, were burning before the throne.  And before the 
throne was a sea of glass, like crystal.  And around the throne and over 
the throne were four living creatures, full of eyes before and behind; and 
the first living creature was like a lion, and the second living creature was 
like a calf, and the third living creature had the face of a man, and the fourth 
living creature was like a flying eagle.  And each of the four living creatures 
had six wings respectively; and around and within they were full of eyes; 
and day and night they ceased not saying, ‘Holy, holy, holy, Lord God 
Almighty, Who was, and Who is, and Who is to come.’ 
 “And when the living creatures give glory and honor and thanksgiv-
ing to Him Who sits on the throne, Who lives into the ages of eternity, the 
twenty-four elders fall down before Him Who sits on the throne; and they 
worship Him Who lives into the ages of eternity, and cast their crowns be-
fore the throne, saying, ‘Worthy are You, O Lord, to receive glory and 
honor and power because You did create all things, and for Your will 
they were created and exist’ ” (Rev. 4:1-11). 
 This was the scene that Jesus would have seen as He walked forward 
to present Himself to the Father as the perfect sacrifice for sin.  He was the 
first of the firstfruits and the firstborn from the dead.  As He walked on the 
sea of glass toward the Father sitting on His throne, the angels, the twenty-
four elders and God the Father would see on His body the scars of the lashes 
that He had received when He was beaten with the cat-of-nine-tails which 
tore open His flesh.  They would see the scars in His hands and feet where 
the soldiers had nailed Him to the cross.  When the Father’s beloved Son 
greeted His Father, They must have opened their arms and embraced each 
other in profound love and tears of joy.  Thus Jesus Christ, the Lamb of 
God, was accepted by God the Father on the Wave Sheaf Offering Day. 
 After He was accepted of the Father, Jesus was selected to open the 
seven seals.  He and He alone was qualified, because He had overcome all. 
The apostle John saw this tremendous scene in the vision and recorded it: 
 “And in the right hand of Him Who sits on the throne I saw a book, 
written within and on the back, which had been sealed with seven seals.  
And I saw a strong angel proclaiming with a loud voice, ‘Who is worthy to 
open the book and to loose its seals?’  But no one in heaven, or on the 
earth, or under the earth was able to open the book, or to look inside it.  And 
I [John] was weeping greatly because no one was found worthy to open and 
to read the book, or to look into it. 
 “Then one of the elders said to me, ‘Do not weep.  Behold, the Lion 
Who is of the tribe of Judah, the Root of David, has overcome to open the 
book, and to loose its seven seals.’  Then I saw, and behold, before the 
throne and the four living creatures, and before the elders, was standing 
a Lamb as having been slain, having seven horns and seven eyes, which 
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are the seven Spirits of God that are sent into all the earth; and He came 
and took the book out of the right hand of Him Who sits on the throne. 
 “And when He took the book, the four living creatures and the 
twenty-four elders fell down before the Lamb, each having harps and golden 
bowls full of incense, which are the prayers of the saints.  And they sang a 
new song, saying, ‘Worthy are You to take the book, and to open its 
seals because You were slain, and did redeem us to God by Your own 
blood, out of every tribe and language and people and nation, and did 
make us unto our God kings and priests; and we shall reign on the earth.’ 
 “And I saw, and I heard the voices of many angels around the 
throne, and the voices of the living creatures and the elders, and thou-
sands of thousands, saying with a loud voice, ‘Worthy is the Lamb Who 
was slain to receive power, and riches, and wisdom, and strength, and 
honor, and glory and blessing.’  And every creature that is in heaven, 
and on the earth, and under the earth, and those that are on the sea, 
and all the things in them, I heard saying, ‘To Him Who sits on the 
throne, and to the Lamb, be blessing, and honor, and glory, and sover-
eignty into the ages of eternity.’  And the four living creatures said, 
‘Amen.’  And the twenty-four elders fell down and worshiped Him Who 
lives into the ages of eternity” (Rev. 5:1-12). 
 This is the glory and majesty that Jesus Christ received when He was 
accepted by God the Father as the Savior and Redeemer of mankind on the 
Wave Sheaf Offering Day.  Jesus had overcome sin in the flesh and gained 
complete victory over death, opening the way for the redemption and salva-
tion of all mankind through faith in Him.  Now He lives in eternal glory, as 
the first of many sons of God who will be resurrected at His second coming 
to share His eternal glory and immortality.  Those who are Jesus Christ’s are 
now being perfected through the love, grace and power of God the Father.  
They will be granted the identical spiritual existence that the Father and the 
Son have.  They will be the sons and daughters of God the Father, and the 
brethren of Jesus Christ.  Jesus shared human existence with mankind in or-
der to become the sin offering for the world so that all who believe in Him 
may ultimately share His eternal existence and glory in the Family of God 
throughout the ages of eternity.

1. Now on the first day of the weeks,* while it was still dark, Mary Magda-
lene came early to the tomb; and she saw that the stone had been taken away 
from the tomb. 
2. Then she ran and came to Simon Peter and to the other disciple whom 
Jesus loved, and said to them, “They have taken away the Lord from the 
tomb, and we do not know where they have laid Him.” 
3. As a result, Peter and the other disciple went out and came to the tomb.

9. For they did not yet understand the scripture which decreed that He must 
rise from the dead. 
10. Then the disciples went away again to their home. 
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56. JESUS APPEARS FIRST TO MARY MAGDALENE 
 

MARK 16 
 
9. Now after Jesus had risen, early the first day of the weeks He appeared 
first to Mary Magdalene, from whom He had cast out seven demons. 
10. She went and told it to those who had been with Him, who were griev-
ing and weeping. 
11. And when they heard that He was alive and had been seen by her, they 
did not believe it. 
 

JOHN 20 
 
11. But Mary stood outside the tomb weeping; and as she wept, she stooped 
down and looked into the tomb. 
12. And she saw two angels in white who were sitting, one at the head and 
the other at the feet, where the body of Jesus had been laid.

18. Mary Magdalene came to the disciples, bringing word that she had seen 
the Lord, and that He had said these things to her. 

 
57. SOLDIERS BRIBED TO LIE 

 
MATTHEW 28 

 
11. And as they were going, behold, some of the guard went into the city 
and reported to the chief priests all the things that were done. 
12. Then, after gathering together with the elders and taking counsel, they 
gave a large sum of money to the soldiers, 
13. Saying, “Tell everyone that His disciples came by night and stole Him 
while you were sleeping.

26. Was it not necessary for the Christ to suffer these things, and to enter 
into His glory?” 
27. And beginning with Moses, and from all the prophets, He interpreted to 
them the things concerning Himself in all the Scriptures. 
28. And as they approached the village where they were going, He appeared 
to be going on farther. 
29. But they constrained Him, saying, “Stay with us, for it is toward evening, 
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and the day is declining.”  And He entered in as if to stay with them. 
30. And it came to pass, as He sat at the table with them, He took the bread 
and blessed it; and after breaking it, He gave it to them. 
31. Then their eyes were opened, and they knew Him; and He disappeared 
from them. 
32. And they said to one another, “Did not our hearts burn within us as He 
was speaking to us on the road, while He was opening the Scriptures to us?” 
33. And they rose up that very hour and returned to Jerusalem; and they 
found the eleven and those with them assembled together, 
34. Saying, “In truth, the Lord has risen! And He has appeared to Simon.” 
35. Then they related the things that had happened to them on the road, and 
how He was known to them in the breaking of the bread. 
 

59. AT SUNSET, AS THE FIRST DAY OF THE WEEK  
IS ENDING, JESUS APPEARS TO THE DISCIPLES  

BEHIND CLOSED DOORS 
 

LUKE 24 
 
36. Now as they were telling these things, Jesus Himself stood in their midst 
and said to them, “Peace be to you.” 
37. But they were terrified and filled with fear, thinking that they beheld a 
spirit.

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60. EIGHT DAYS LATER, JESUS APPEARS  
TO HIS DISCIPLES AGAIN 

 
JOHN 20 

 
26. Now after eight days, His disciples again were within, and Thomas with 
them.  Jesus came after the doors were shut, and stood in the midst and said, 
“Peace be to you.” 
27. Then He said to Thomas, “Put forth your finger, and see My hands; and 
reach out your hand, and put it into My side; and be not unbelieving, but 
believing.” 
28. And Thomas answered and said to Him, “My Lord and My God.” 
29. Jesus said to him, “Because you have seen Me, Thomas, you have be-
lieved; blessed are the ones who have not seen, but have believed.”

16. He said to him again a second time, “Simon, son of Jonas, do you love 
Me?”  And he said to Him, “Yes, Lord.  You know that I love You.”  He 
said to him, “Shepherd My sheep.”

8. But you yourselves shall receive power when the Holy Spirit has come 
upon you, and you shall be My witnesses, both in Jerusalem and in all Judea 
and Samaria, and unto the ends of the earth.” 
9. And after saying these things, as they were looking at Him, He was taken 
up, and a cloud received Him out of their sight.

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Love of God 

“For God so loved the world that He 
gave His only begotten Son, so that 
everyone who believes in Him may 
not perish, but may have everlasting 
life.”

“In this way the love of God was 
manifested toward us: that God sent 
His only begotten Son into the 
world, so that we might live through 
Him. In this act is the love—not 
that we loved God; rather, that He 
loved us and sent His Son to be the 
propitiation for our sins.”

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CHAPTER EIGHT 
_________________________ 

 
The Meaning of the Footwashing 

 
 The Gospel of John shows that the observance of the Christian Pass-
over includes the ordinance of footwashing.  Jesus Christ instituted the foot-
washing before instituting the bread and the wine as the symbols of His 
body and His blood.  As Jesus commands us to partake of the bread and the 
wine, so He commands us to participate in the footwashing.  The footwash-
ing ceremony is essential to understanding our relationship with Jesus Christ 
and with one another as Christians under the New Covenant.  We can learn 
many lessons from this simple but profound ceremony. 
 In the days before Jesus’ last Passover, the spirit of competition and 
self-exaltation was stirred up among the disciples, causing strife over who 
would be the greatest.  The mother of John and James put herself into the 
very middle of this argument.  She personally petitioned Jesus to grant her 
sons the seats at His right and left hand in His kingdom (Matt. 20:20-23).  
After reproving James and John for seeking to exalt themselves over their 
brethren, Jesus taught His disciples a vital lesson in humility:  
 “And after hearing this, the ten were indignant against the two broth-
ers.  But Jesus called them to Him and said, ‘You know that the rulers of the 
nations exercise lordship over them, and the great ones exercise authority 
over them.  However, it shall not be this way among you; but whoever 
would become great among you, let him be your servant; and whoever 
would be first among you, let him be your slave; just as the Son of man did 
not come to be served, but to serve, and to give His life as a ransom for 
many’ ”(Matt. 20:24-28). 
 At His last Passover, Jesus taught this lesson of humility and service 
by assuming one of the lowest duties of a slave and washing His disciples’ 
feet.  This lowly act of service revealed the love and humility of God Him-
self.  Because this service was customarily performed by servants, Peter 
protested when Jesus began to wash his feet and boldly declared that he 
would never allow it.  “Jesus answered him, ‘If I do not wash you, you have 
no part with Me.’ Simon Peter said to Him, ‘Lord, not my feet only, but also 
my hands and my head.’  Jesus said to him, ‘The one who has been washed 
does not need to wash anything other than the feet, but is completely clean; 
and you are clean, but not all.’  For He knew the one who was betraying 
Him; this was the reason He said, ‘Not all of you are clean’ ” (John 13:8-
11). 
 The next words that Jesus spoke clearly reveal His will concerning 
the footwashing: “Therefore, when He had washed their feet, and had taken 
his garments and had sat down again, He said to them, ‘Do you know what 
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I have done to you?  You call Me the Teacher and the Lord, and you speak 
rightly, because I am.  Therefore, if I, the Lord and the Teacher, have 
washed your feet, you also are duty-bound to wash one another’s feet; 
For I have given you an example, to show that you also should do ex-
actly as I have done to you. 
 “Truly, truly I tell you, a servant is not greater than his lord, nor a 
messenger greater than he who sent him.  If you know these things, blessed 
are you if you do them’ ” (verses 12-17).  
 Jesus commanded all who profess Him as their Lord to participate in 
the footwashing ceremony of the Christian Passover.  The words that He 
spoke to Peter show that our participation is essential to the New Covenant 
relationship.    
 
What Does It Mean To Have a Part With Jesus Christ? 

 
 Jesus told Peter, “Unless I wash you, you have no part with Me.”  
These words have a profound meaning for every Christian.  The English 
word “part” is translated from the Greek word meros, which means “a part 
of something—as a component, a matter, a standing, a share, a place with 
someone” (Arndt and Gingrich, A Greek-English Lexicon of the New Testa-
ment).   
 Having a part with Jesus Christ means partaking of the blessings of 
the New Covenant, which offers fellowship with Jesus Christ and God the 
Father in this life and the promise of eternal life in the Kingdom of God.  
During His last Passover, Jesus promised His disciples a specific reward in 
the Kingdom of God: “Now you are the ones who have continued with Me 
in My temptations.  And I appoint to you, as My Father has appointed to 
Me, a kingdom; so that you may eat and drink at My table in My kingdom, 
and may sit on thrones judging the twelve tribes of Israel” (Luke 22:28-30). 
 The disciples understood that having a part with Jesus meant ruling 
with Him in the Kingdom of God.  They also knew that Jesus had called 
them to have a part in the ministry of preaching the gospel during the pre-
sent age.  As His apostles, they would be sent to the twelve tribes of Israel, 
which were scattered abroad (Jas. 1:1), and to all nations in the world (Matt. 
24:14).  When Judas Iscariot proved unfaithful to his calling, the eleven re-
maining apostles were inspired by the Holy Spirit to select a replacement for 
Judas in order to have twelve founding apostles.  The selection of Matthias 
by lot completed the number (Acts 1:15-26).  It is clear from the book of 
Acts that Matthias received a part in the ministry of the apostles: “And they 
prayed, saying, ‘You, Lord, the Knower of the hearts of all, show which one 
of these two You have personally chosen to receive the part of this ministry 
and apostleship...” (verses 24-25).   
 This record in the book of Acts clarifies the meaning of Jesus’ words 
to Peter during the footwashing.  When Jesus told Peter that He must wash 
his feet or Peter would have no part with Him, Peter understood that he was 
in danger of losing his apostleship.  No wonder Peter responded by saying, 
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“Lord, not my feet only, but also my hands and my head.”  Peter may have 
been referring to the priestly requirements for washing and bathing before 
serving at the tabernacle (Ex. 30:17-21; Lev. 16:1-4).   
 After becoming an apostle, Peter rebuked Simon Magus, a sorcerer 
at Samaria who was revered as a religious leader, for attempting to buy an 
apostleship.  Peter’s condemnation of Simon shows that his evil and covet-
ous heart disqualified him not only from an apostleship but from any part in 
the ministry of Jesus Christ: “May your money be destroyed with you be-
cause you thought that the gift of God might be purchased with money.  
You have neither part nor lot in this matter, for your heart is not right before 
God” (Acts 8:20-21). 
 Having a part with Jesus Christ does not refer exclusively to serving 
in the ministry.  The New Testament teaches that everyone who belongs to 
Jesus Christ has a part with Him.  All who have a part with Jesus Christ now 
will also have a part in the first resurrection, which will take place at His 
return.  They will be raised to immortality and will reign with Christ during 
the millennium: “Blessed and holy is the one who has part in the first resur-
rection; over these the second death has no power.  But they shall be priests 
of God and of Christ, and shall reign with Him a thousand years” (Rev. 
20:6). 
 The resurrection to immortality at the return of Jesus Christ is the 
hope and goal of every true Christian.  Having a part in that resurrection is 
symbolized by the act of water baptism.  The apostle Paul shows how the 
symbolic burial and resurrection of baptism leads to a part in the first resur-
rection: “Therefore, if you have been raised [out of the watery grave of bap-
tism] together with Christ, seek the things that are above [your part with 
Christ], where Christ is sitting at the right hand of God.  Set your affection 
on the things that are above, and not on the things that are on the earth.  For 
you have died [to the old nature, as symbolized by baptism], and your life 
has been hid together with Christ in God.  When Christ, Who is our life, is 
manifested, then you also shall be manifested with Him in glory [your eter-
nal part with Christ]” (Col. 3:1-4). 
 To have a part with Jesus Christ and share His likeness for eternity, 
we must learn to be like Him in this life.  If we share in the sufferings that 
He experienced, striving to overcome the fleshly nature of sin, we will also 
be glorified as the sons of God: “...To the one who thirsts, I will give freely 
of the fountain of the water of life.  The one who overcomes shall inherit all 
things; and I will be his God, and he shall be My son” (Rev. 21:6-7).  What 
a glorious destiny!  Those who overcome sin in the flesh will receive eternal 
life as the glorified sons and daughters of God.   
 In order to be glorified as the children of God, we must love God 
with all our hearts and be keeping His commandments.  Those who make a 
practice of breaking the commandments are showing that they do not love 
Jesus Christ and God the Father (John 14:15, 23-24; I John 5:3).  Their dis-
obedience will lead to a part in the lake of fire: “But the cowardly, and un-
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believing, and abominable, and murderers, and fornicators, and sorcerers, 
and idolaters, and all liars, shall have their part in the lake that burns with 
fire and brimstone; which is the second death” (Rev. 21:8). 
 Jesus Himself shows who will have a part in His kingdom: “ ‘And 
behold, I am coming quickly and My reward is with Me, to render to each 
one according as his work shall be.  I am Alpha and Omega, the Beginning 
and the End, the First and the Last.’  Blessed are those who keep His com-
mandments, that they may have the right to eat of the tree of life, and may 
enter by the gates into the city.  But excluded are dogs, and sorcerers, and 
fornicators, and murderers, and idolaters, and everyone who loves and de-
vises a lie....For I jointly testify to everyone who hears the words of the 
prophecy of this book, that if anyone adds to these things, God shall add to 
him the plagues that are written in this book.  And if anyone takes away 
from the words of the book of this prophecy, God shall take away his part 
from the book of life, and from the holy city, and from the things that are 
written in this book” (Rev. 22:12-15, 18-19). 
 Having a part with Jesus Christ requires total and complete obedi-
ence—with no variations or exceptions.  That is why Jesus required Peter to 
participate in the footwashing.  That is also why Jesus did not wash Peter’s 
hands or his head, as Peter requested.  Jesus washed only his feet.  
 As Peter learned to submit to Jesus Christ, so must we.  We must 
learn to follow Him, conforming our lives to His teachings and His way, in 
order to have a part with Him.  We cannot add to or take from what Jesus 
commanded.  Jesus’ command to wash one another’s feet during the Chris-
tian Passover is no exception.  Even if we consider it the least of His com-
mands, we are required to obey His words and to follow His example. 
 
Footwashing and Baptism 

 
 When we examine the words that Jesus spoke concerning the foot-
washing, we find a direct reference to the spiritual cleansing that takes place 
when repentant believers are baptized.  Jesus said to Peter: “The one who 
has been washed does not need to wash anything other than the feet” (John 
13:10).  The phrase “has been washed” is translated from the Greek word 
louoo, which means “to wash, as a rule the whole body; to bathe, of reli-
gious washings...with the allusion to the cleansing of the whole body in bap-
tism” (Arndt and Gingrich, A Greek-English Lexicon of the New Testament).  
Other uses of the word louoo in the New Testament show that Jesus was not 
referring to washing as in a bath, but to the washing of baptism.  This same 
word is used by the apostle Paul in Hebrews 10: “Let us approach God with 
a true heart, with full conviction of faith, our hearts having been purified 
[sanctified by the blood of Christ] from a wicked conscience, and our bodies 
having been washed [louoo] with pure water” (Heb. 10:22).  Paul’s words to 
Titus leave no doubt that he is referring to the washing of baptism, which 
brings spiritual cleansing:  “...according to His mercy He saved us, through 
the washing [louoo] of regeneration and the renewing of the Holy 
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Spirit” (Titus 3:5).   
   The apostle Peter shows that baptism in the name of Jesus Christ is 
a requirement for receiving the gift of the Holy Spirit.  On the day of Pente-
cost, Peter was inspired to proclaim,  “Repent and be baptized each one of 
you in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins, and you yourselves 
shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit” (Acts 2:38). 
 The twelve apostles, who had repented and been baptized in the days 
of Jesus’ ministry, were the first to receive the Holy Spirit on the Day of 
Pentecost (Acts 2:1-4).  Their inspired preaching led many others to believe 
and to be baptized (verses 41-42).  These all received the gift of the Holy 
Spirit by the laying on of hands, as did other believers who were added in 
the following months (Acts 8:15-17).  The conversion of Saul, who became 
the apostle Paul, took place during this time (Acts 9:1-6).  In testifying of 
his conversion before the unbelieving Jews, Paul repeated the words of 
Ananias, who had laid hands on him: “The God of our fathers has personally 
chosen you to know His will, and to see the Just One, and to hear the voice 
of His mouth; for you shall be a witness for Him to all men of what you 
have seen and heard.  And now why do you delay?  Arise and be baptized, 
and wash [louoo] away your sins, calling on the name of the Lord” (Acts 
22:14-16).   
 The word “baptize” is translated from the Greek baptizoo, which 
means “dip, immerse, plunge, sink, drench, overwhelm” (Arndt and Gin-
grich, A Greek-English Lexicon of the New Testament).  Baptism requires 
complete immersion in water because it symbolizes the burial of the old, 
sinful nature.  Because baptism represents the burial of the old, sinful self in 
a watery grave, it can be compared to the burial of a dead person.  A dead 
person is not buried by sprinkling a little dirt on the corpse.  The dead are 
placed in graves and are completely covered with earth.  In the same manner 
as a dead person is placed in the grave and completely covered with earth, 
the one who is baptized must be completely covered with water by immer-
sion.  
 The believer who desires to be cleansed from sin is baptized into the 
death of Jesus Christ, symbolically dying to the old nature of sin, and rising 
from the watery grave to walk in newness of life, as Paul explains: “Or are 
you ignorant that we, as many as were baptized into Christ Jesus, were bap-
tized into His death?  Therefore, we were buried with Him by baptism into 
death [dying to the old nature]; so that, just as Christ was raised from the 
dead by the glory of the Father, in the same way, we also should walk in 
newness of life” (Rom. 6:3-4).    
 Jesus Christ paid the penalty for the sins of every human being, and 
His death is accepted by God the Father in the stead of each repentant sinner 
who is baptized.  Baptism is the outward manifestation of the sinner’s re-
pentance and faith in the sacrifice of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of sins 
and cleansing of the heart.  The spiritual cleansing that takes place at bap-
tism frees each one from the penalty for sin, which is death, and enables him 
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or her to receive the gift of eternal life from God the Father (verse 23).    
 When a believer is co-joined in the death of Jesus Christ at baptism, 
he or she is pledging to faithfully keep the commandments of Jesus Christ 
and God the Father, which are the words of the New Covenant.  Each one 
who remains faithful unto death will be resurrected to eternal life and glory.   
 To be resurrected to immortality, we must continue to walk in the 
new way of life that begins at baptism.  This newness of life is symbolized 
by the footwashing ceremony of the Christian Passover.  As we participate 
in the footwashing each year, we are renewing our pledge to walk in the 
new way of life that God has ordained for us (Eph. 2:10).  Since we have 
already been wholly washed by the waters of baptism, we need only to wash 
our feet as a renewal of our pledge. 
 When we wash one another’s feet as Jesus commanded, we are re-
dedicating ourselves to walk in God’s way of life.  As we seek to walk in 
His way, we will be led by the Holy Spirit to resist the sinful desires of the 
flesh (Gal. 5:16).  The Holy Spirit will impart the love of God and will moti-
vate us to keep His commandments: “And this is the love of God: that we 
walk according to His commandments…” (II John 6).  We will be learn-
ing to live by every word of God, which is truth: “For I rejoiced exceedingly 
at the coming of the brethren who testified of you in the truth, even how you 
are walking in truth.  I do not have any greater joy than these testimonies 
that I am hearing—that my children are walking in truth” (III John 3-4).  
As we walk in the light of God’s Word, the blood of Jesus Christ will 
cleanse us from every sin (I John 1:7).   
 This spiritual cleansing, which we receive through the blood of the 
New Covenant, is symbolized by the footwashing ceremony of the Christian 
Passover.  By participating in the footwashing, we confirm our desire to re-
main under the New Covenant, and we renew our pledge to keep the com-
mandments of God and walk in His Truth.   
 
Footwashing and True Humility 

 
 As we follow the example of Jesus Christ by washing one another’s 
feet, we are also learning the lesson of humility that Jesus taught His dis-
ciples: “The Son of man did not come to be served, but to serve, and to give 
His life as a ransom for many”  (Matt. 20:28).  Jesus spoke these words a 
few days before His last Passover.  On the night of the Passover, before He 
was betrayed, He instituted the ceremony of footwashing.  By washing His 
disciples’ feet, He demonstrated the attitude of service and humility that He 
requires of all who profess to follow Him.  When He had finished washing 
the disciples’ feet, He told them, “You call Me the Teacher and the Lord, 
and you speak rightly, because I am....Truly, truly I tell you, a servant is not 
greater than his lord, nor a messenger greater than he who sent him” (John 
13:13, 16).   
 This vital lesson in humility applies to every servant of Jesus Christ.  
No one who is serving Jesus Christ, as a messenger bringing the Word of 
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God, is ever to be exalted above the brethren. 
 The apostle Paul did not exalt himself above the brethren.  Rather, he 
followed the example of Jesus Christ and taught others to practice the same 
humility.  Paul wrote, “Let nothing be done through [motivated by] conten-
tion or vainglory, but in humility each esteeming the others above himself.  
Let each one look not only after his own things, but let each one also con-
sider the things of others.  Let this mind be in you, which was also in Christ 
Jesus, Who, although He existed [pre-existed] in the form of God, did not 
consider it robbery to be equal with God; but emptied Himself [giving up 
His glory as God], and was made in the likeness of men, and took the form 
of a servant; and being found in the manner of man, HE HUMBLED HIM-
SELF, and became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross” (Phil. 
2:3-8). 
 The apostle John also wrote of the pre-existence of Jesus Christ as 
God (John 1:1-3, 14).  John knew that Jesus had given up His power, His 
glory and His immortality to become a man, made in the likeness of human 
flesh, for the purpose of becoming the perfect sacrifice of God the Father for 
the forgiveness of sins—our sins and those of the entire world (I John 2:2).  
There can be no greater act of humility and service than this!  
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CHAPTER NINE

The Meaning of the Body  

of Jesus the Christ 
 

 God has manifested His great love to the world by sending His Son 
Jesus Christ to redeem mankind from sin.  The fullness of God’s love is re-
vealed in the sacrifice of His only begotten Son, Who willingly gave Him-
self for the salvation of every human being.  “For God so loved the world 
that He gave His only begotten Son, so that everyone who believes in Him 
may not perish, but may have everlasting life” (John 3:16).   
 The magnitude of His suffering was foretold by Jesus Christ Himself 
at His last Passover.  After breaking the unleavened bread, He said, “Take, 
eat; this is My body, which is being broken for you.  This do in the remem-
brance of Me” (I Cor. 11:24).  
 Why did Jesus Christ, the Son of God, have to offer Himself for the 
sins of mankind?  Was there no other way to bring salvation to the world?  
How could His one death atone for the sins of multiple millions of human 
beings and redeem every one of them from the sentence of death?  In order 
to answer these questions, we must start at the beginning with God’s crea-
tion of man. 
 
Freedom of Choice 
 
 The creation of Adam and Eve is described in detail in Genesis 2.  
As the account shows, Adam was the first to receive life: “Then the LORD 
God formed man of the dust of the ground, and breathed into his nostrils the 
breath of life; and man became a living being” (Gen. 2:7).  Adam’s wife, 
Eve, was created from one of his ribs (verses 18, 21-23).    
 After God had created them, Adam and Eve walked and talked with 
Him.  Since their minds were innocent, they were not ashamed of being na-
ked in God’s presence: “And they were both naked, the man and his wife, 
and they were not ashamed” (Gen. 2:25). 
 God created within Adam’s mind a fully functioning language and 
the capacity to choose (Gen. 2:16-17).  Like Adam, Eve was also created 
with a fully functioning language and the capacity to choose.  This capacity 
is manifested in the account of God’s instruction and warning to them in the 
Garden of Eden: “And the LORD God took the man and put him into the 
garden of Eden to dress it and keep it.  And the LORD God commanded the 
man, saying, ‘You may freely eat of every tree in the garden, but you shall 
not eat of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, for in the day that 
you eat of it in dying you shall surely die’ ” (Gen. 2:15-17).   
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Man Chooses the Way of Sin 
 
 The book of Genesis records that Adam and Eve received God’s in-
structions before the serpent, Satan the devil, was allowed to test them as to 
which way they would choose—the way that leads to eternal life or the way 
that leads to sin and death (Gen. 2:16-17).   
 “Now the serpent was more cunning than any creature of the field 
which the LORD God had made.  And he said to the woman, ‘Is it true that 
God has said, “You shall not eat of any tree of the garden?” ’ And the 
woman said to the serpent, ‘We may freely eat the fruit of the trees of the 
garden, but of the fruit of the tree which is in the middle of the garden, God 
has indeed said, “You shall not eat of it, neither shall you touch it, lest you 
die.” ’  And the serpent said to the woman, ‘In dying, you shall not surely 
die!  For God knows that in the day you eat of it, then your eyes shall be 
opened, and you shall be like God, deciding good and evil’ ” (Gen. 3:1-5).  
 Instead of obeying God, Eve took some of the fruit, ate it, and gave 
some to her husband Adam: “And when the woman saw that the tree was 
good for food, and that it was pleasing to the eyes, and a tree to be desired to 
make one wise, she took of its fruit and ate. She also gave to her husband 
with her, and he ate” (verse 6).  
 The account of the temptation of Adam and Eve shows that their eat-
ing the fruit of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil was not due to 
ignorance or to misunderstanding but was a willful choice. 
 From that time on, every human being has been given a choice 
whether or not to love and obey God.  As Creator and Lawgiver, God has 
decreed that the penalty for disobedience to His commands is death, but 
through faith, love and obedience, God grants the gift of eternal life (Rom. 
6:23).  This is the choice that God set before Adam and Eve, as portrayed in 
the description of the two trees—the tree of life, and the tree of the knowl-
edge of good and evil. 
 
The Consequences of Adam and Eve’s Sin 
 
 As a result of Adam and Eve’s sin of disobedience to God, they were 
no longer innocent: “And the eyes of both of them were opened [to know 
good and evil], and they knew that they were naked; and they sewed fig 
leaves together and made coverings for themselves.  And they heard the 
sound of the LORD God walking in the garden in the cool of the day. Then 
Adam and his wife hid themselves from the presence of the LORD God 
among the trees of the garden.  And the LORD God called to Adam and said 
to him, “Where are you?”  And he said, “I heard You walking in the garden, 
and I was afraid because I am naked, and so I hid myself.”  And He said, 
“Who told you that you were naked? Have you eaten of the tree which I 
commanded you that you should not eat?” (Gen. 3:7-11). 
 The sin of Adam and Eve had profound consequences for all human-
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ity.  “To the woman He said, ‘I will greatly increase your sorrow and your 
conception—in sorrow shall you bring forth children. Your desire shall be 
toward your husband, and he shall rule over you.’  And to Adam He said, 
‘Because you have hearkened to the voice of your wife and have eaten of 
the tree—of which I commanded you, saying, “You shall not eat of it!”—the 
ground is cursed for your sake. In sorrow shall you eat of it all the days of 
your life.  It shall also bring forth thorns and thistles to you, and thus you 
shall eat the herbs of the field; In the sweat of your face you shall eat bread 
until you return to the ground, for out of it you were taken; for dust you 
are, and to dust you shall return” (verses 16-19).  
 God’s judgment included the sentence of death.  Moreover, Adam 
and Eve were exiled from the Garden of Eden, cutting them off from the 
tree of life and from access to the Holy Spirit of God, which imparts the 
power to live forever (Gen. 3:24).  The sentence of death passed to all their 
descendants, who were also cut off from access to the Holy Spirit.  Without 
the Holy Spirit of God, mankind was powerless to resist the temptations of 
the flesh and the influence of Satan and could not be freed from “the law of 
sin and death” (Rom. 8:2).    
 The apostle Paul confirms that the sentence of death came to all 
mankind as a result of the first human sin: “Therefore, as by one man 
[Adam] sin entered into the world, and by means of sin came death; and in 
this way, death passed into all mankind; and it is for this reason that all have 
sinned” (Rom. 5:12). 
 However, when God pronounced His judgment on Adam and Eve, 
He also gave the first prophecy of the coming Messiah, Who would redeem 
humanity from the curse of Adam’s sin (Gen. 3:15).   
 
The Nature of Man’s Sin 
 
 The law of sin and death is within every human being and generates 
the evil desires that the Bible refers to as “fleshly lusts” or “the lust of the 
flesh” (Eph. 2:3, I Pet. 2:1, II Pet. 2:18).  It is these fleshly lusts that lead 
human beings to commit sin (Jas. 1:14-15).   
 The fleshly nature of sin within man is further described in Romans 
8:7-8: “Because the carnal mind [mind of the flesh] is enmity against 
God, for it is not subject to the law of God; neither indeed can it be.  But 
those who are in the flesh cannot please God.”  Every human being is by 
nature an enemy of God because of these wicked works, which originate in 
the mind (Col. 1:21). 
 The apostle Paul wrote that the sinful nature of the flesh has alien-
ated all human beings from God: “For we have already charged both Jews 
and Gentiles—ALL—with being under sin, exactly as it is written: ‘For 
there is not a righteous one—not even one!  There is not one who under-
stands; there is not one who seeks after God.  They have all gone out of the 
way; together they have all become depraved.  There is not even one who is 
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practicing kindness.  No, there is not so much as one!  Their throats are like 
an open grave; with their tongues they have used deceit; the venom of asps 
is under their lips; whose mouths are full of cursing and bitterness; their feet 
are swift to shed blood; destruction and misery are in their ways; and the 
way of peace they have not known.  There is no fear of God before their 
eyes.’  Now then, we know that whatever the law says, it speaks to those 
who are under the law, so that every mouth may be stopped, and all the 
world may become guilty before God” (Rom. 3:9-19).  
 In Romans 8:2, Paul defines the sinful nature as “the law of sin and 
death.”  This law of sin and death is in every human being.  God has pro-
vided reconciliation for all mankind through the sacrifice of His only begot-
ten Son: “And there is no [Greek ouk, the impossibility of] salvation in any 
other, for neither is there another name under heaven which has been given 
among men, by which we must [Greek dei, mandatory, obligatory] be 
saved” (Acts 4:12).   
 The sinful nature makes all human beings vulnerable to the decep-
tion of Satan, who is the god of this world (II Cor. 4:4, Rev. 12:9).  Together 
with his fallen angels, he is the ruler over the spiritual darkness and wicked-
ness of this world (Eph. 6:11-12).  Satan’s evil influence works with human 
nature to lead all people in the way of disobedience to God—the way of sin 
and death.  The far-reaching effect of Satan’s influence is described in 
Paul’s epistle to the Ephesians: “Now you were dead in trespasses and sins, 
in which you walked in times past according to the course [society and 
times] of this world, according to the prince of the power of the air [Satan 
the devil], the spirit that is now working within the children of disobedi-
ence; among whom also we all once had our conduct in the lusts of our 
flesh, doing the things willed by the flesh and by the mind, and were [before 
God’s calling] by nature the children of wrath, even as the rest of the 
world” (Eph. 2:1-3). 
  
The Nature of God 
 
 God is both the Lawgiver and the Judge of all who break His laws.  
He is also the Savior and the Redeemer of those who repent of their trans-
gressions of His laws.  These two aspects of God’s nature are clearly re-
vealed in the words that He spoke when Moses was allowed to see His 
glory: “ ‘You cannot see My face, for no man can see Me and live. 
...Behold, there is a place by Me, and you shall stand upon a rock.  And it 
will be, while My glory passes by, I will put you in a cleft of the rock, and 
will cover you with My hand while I pass by.  And I will take away My 
hand, and you shall see My back parts. But My face shall not be seen’ ...And 
the LORD [Jehovah, the covenant name] came down in the cloud, and stood 
with him there, and proclaimed the name of the LORD.  And the LORD 
passed by before him, and proclaimed: ‘The LORD, the LORD God [Elohim, 
the Creator], merciful [Psa. 103:8-18; 119:64; 136] and gracious [Psa. 
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86:15; 111:4; 112:4; 116:5, I Pet. 2:3], long-suffering [Rom. 2:4, I Tim. 
1:16], and abundant in goodness [Psa. 31:19; 33:5; 107:8, 15, 21, 31, Rom. 
2:4] and truth [Deut. 32:4, Psa. 31:5; 33:4, Jer. 4:2, John 14:6], keeping 
mercy to the thousandth generation, forgiving iniquity and transgression and 
sin [Psa. 103:1-4, Acts 2:38; 3:19, Rom. 3:23-25], but Who will by no 
means clear the guilty, visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the children 
… to the fourth generation’ ” (Ex. 33:20-23; 34:5-7).   
 Because God is merciful and gracious, He is ready to forgive the sins 
of the one who repents (Psa. 86:1-5), and because God is holy and righteous, 
He cannot allow the unrepentant to escape judgment. 
 In warning the wicked of his ultimate judgment, God shows that He 
takes no pleasure in executing it: “ ‘As I live,’ says the Lord GOD, ‘I have 
no delight in the death of the wicked, except that the wicked turn from 
his way, and live. Turn you, turn you from your evil ways; for why will 
you die, O house of Israel?” (Ezek. 33:11).   
 Because God is love, He does not delight in the death of the wicked.  
It is God’s desire that every sinner would repent and be saved: “... He is 
long-suffering toward us, not desiring that any should perish, but that all 
should come to repentance” (II Pet. 3:9). 
 The love of God is His greatest attribute and characteristic: “GOD IS 
LOVE” (I John 4:8, 16).  Everything that God does flows from His love! 
 The magnitude of God’s love is revealed in the creation of man.  All 
human beings bear the image and likeness of God: “ ‘Let Us make man in 
Our image, after Our likeness; and let them have dominion over the fish 
of the sea and over the fowl of heaven and over the livestock and over all 
the earth’....And God created man in His own image, in the image of God 
He created him. He created them male and female ” (Gen. 1:26-27).   
  
Two Elohim 
 
 The Scriptures reveal that there are two who are Elohim.  This truth 
is verified by the apostle John: 
 “In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and 
the Word was God.  He was in the beginning with God.  All things came 
into being through Him, and not even one thing that was created came into 
being without Him.  In Him was life, and the life was the light of men … 
And the Word became flesh, and tabernacled [temporarily dwelt] among us 
(and we ourselves beheld His glory, the glory as of the only begotten with 
the Father), full of grace and truth” (John 1:1-4, 14).  Thus Jesus Christ was 
with God and was God before He became flesh. 
 The God of the Old Testament Who walked and talked with Adam 
and Eve was not the Father.  The God Who delivered the Ten Command-
ments to Moses was not the Father.  The God Who appeared to the prophets 
in visions was not the Father.  The God Who appeared to the patriarchs and 
Who led the children of Israel out of Egypt was the One who became Jesus 
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Christ (Ex. 3:6-8, I Cor. 10:4).  Jesus was the Elohim of the Old Testament 
Who became God manifested in the flesh.  He was sent to earth by the Fa-
ther, the other Elohim of the Old Testament.   
 The God Who became the Father never revealed Himself to man in 
Old Testament times.  God the Father was not revealed until the coming of 
Jesus Christ: “No one has seen God at any time; the only begotten Son, 
Who is in the bosom of the Father, He has proclaimed Him” (John 1:18).    
Jesus Himself said, “And the Father Himself Who sent Me has borne wit-
ness of Me.  You have neither heard His voice nor seen His form at any 
time” (John 5:37).   
 It is vital to understand that the Lord God of the Old Testament was 
made flesh and became Jesus Christ, the Son of God.  To become God in the 
flesh, He emptied Himself of His power and glory.  As Jehovah Elohim, He 
had formed man from the dust of the ground.  As Jesus Christ, He sacrificed 
Himself to redeem mankind from sin and the penalty of eternal death.  This 
sacrifice was essential to the fulfillment of God’s purpose for man.  
 
A Little Lower Than God 
 
 God has given mankind other attributes which are like His.  David 
was inspired to write, “O LORD our Lord, how excellent is Your name in all 
the earth ... When I consider Your heavens, the work of Your fingers, the 
moon and the stars which You have ordained, what is man that You are 
mindful of him, and the son of man that You came for him? For You have 
made him a little lower than God [Hebrew elohim]…” (Psa. 8:1-5).   
 Many translations of the Bible, including the King James Version, 
render this verse as “a little lower than the angels.”  However, the Hebrew 
word elohim, which is used in this verse, refers to deities—not to angels.  
This word is used countless times in the Hebrew text in reference to both the 
true God and to false gods.  In every other occurrence in the King James 
Version, elohim is correctly translated “God” or “gods.”  Green’s translation 
conveys the meaning of Psalm 8:5: “For You have made him lack a little 
from God…” (The Interlinear Hebrew-Greek-English Bible). 
 Of all the creatures that God made to dwell on the earth, only man 
has been given the attributes of God—including the ability to think and rea-
son, to speak, to write, to plan, to create, to build, to teach, to learn, to judge, 
and  to rule.  God gave human beings the capacity to love, to hate, to laugh, 
to cry, to forgive, to repent, and to experience every type of emotion.  All of 
these qualities are godlike characteristics, which man is privileged to pos-
sess.  Man is able to experience these godlike attributes because he was 
given a unique spiritual dimension that God did not give to the rest of His 
earthly creation.  Every human being has been given this quality, which 
makes each one “a little lower than God.”  The Bible describes this spiritual 
quality as the “spirit of man.” 
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The Spirit of Man 
   
 The spirit that dwells in man is not another spirit being, such as an 
angel or demon.  Rather, it is a spirit essence that comes from God: “Thus 
says the LORD God, He who created the heavens and stretched them out, 
spreading forth the earth and its offspring; He who gives breath to the people 
upon it and spirit [Hebrew ruach] to those who walk in it” (Isa. 42:5).   
 The spirit of man is different from what the Bible calls the “soul.”  
The word “soul” is translated from the Hebrew nephesh, which refers to 
physical life, whether human or animal.  In many occurrences, nephesh is 
translated “creature” or “life” (Gen. 1:20-21, 24, 30; 2:19; 9:4-5, 10, 12, 15-
16).  When translated “soul,” it refers to the physical life and strength of a 
human being (Gen. 2:7, Ex. 1:5, Lev. 23:30, Deut. 4:29, Josh. 11:11, Ezek. 
13:18-19; 18:4, 20).  Unlike the soul, which ends with the death of the body, 
the spirit in man returns to God when a human dies (Eccl. 12:7).  The spirit 
of man is the unique power that gives each person thought and conscious-
ness: “But there is a spirit in man and the inspiration of the Almighty gives 
them understanding” (Job 32:8).  The apostle Paul wrote, “For who among 
men understands the things of men, except by the spirit of man which is in 
him?” (I Cor. 2:11). 
 It is the spirit in man that gives him the potential to become a son of 
God.  The Scriptures show that the spirit of man was made to receive and 
unite with the Holy Spirit of God as a begettal from God the Father: 
“Everyone who has been begotten by God does not practice sin because His 
[God the Father’s] seed of begettal is dwelling within him, and he is not able 
to practice sin because he has been begotten by God” (I John 3:9).  This 
spiritual begettal takes place only after a person has repented and been bap-
tized, and has had the laying on of hands to receive the Holy Spirit.  When 
the Holy Spirit unites with the individual’s spirit, he or she is spiritually be-
gotten as a child of God: “...You have received the Spirit of sonship, 
whereby we call out, ‘Abba, Father.’  The Spirit itself bears witness con-
jointly with our own spirit, testifying that we are the children of God” (Rom. 
8:15-16). 
 Because all human beings possess the spirit of man, every individual 
on earth can receive the Holy Spirit of begettal from God the Father.  This is 
the glorious potential of every human being!  In Psalm 8, David expresses 
his awe at God’s purpose in creating man. “For You have made him a little 
lower than God and have crowned him with glory and honor. You made 
him to have dominion  over the works of Your hands; You have put all 
things under his feet:  All sheep and oxen, yea, and the beasts of the field; 
the birds of heaven, the fish of the sea, and all that pass through the paths of 
the seas.  O LORD, our Lord, how excellent is Your name in all the 
earth!” (Psa. 8:5-9).  The New Testament shows that this dominion will be 
granted to all who become the glorified children of God through faith in Je-
sus Christ (Heb. 2:6-10). 
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 To prepare man for his ultimate destiny, God gave him rulership 
over the earth: “And God blessed them. And God said to them, ‘Be fruitful 
and multiply, and replenish the earth, and subdue it; and have dominion over 
the fish of the sea and over the fowl of heaven and over every living thing that 
moves upon the earth’ ” (Gen. 1:28).  After finishing the creation of the 
world and of Adam and Eve, “...God saw everything that He had made, and 
indeed, it was exceedingly good” (verse 31).  Everything that God created 
on the earth was given to man to be used for his benefit.    

 
Jesus Christ Was God in the Flesh 

 
 The Lord God, Who had created man from the dust of the ground, 
came to earth in the flesh of Jesus Christ: “And undeniably, great is the 
mystery of godliness: God was manifested in the flesh…” (I Tim. 3:16).  
Why did the Lord God of the Old Testament, Jehovah Elohim, become 
flesh?  What kind of flesh did God take upon Himself when He became Je-
sus Christ?  Was His flesh the same as ours, or was He composed of spirit 
that only appeared to be flesh?  
 The apostle Paul reveals the answer: “Let this mind be in you, which 
was also in Christ Jesus; Who, although He existed [Greek huparchoon, to 
exist or pre-exist] in the form of God, did not consider it robbery to be 
equal with God, but emptied Himself [of His power and glory], and was 
made in the likeness [homoioma, the same existence] of men, and took the 
form of a servant [doulos, a slave]; and being found in the manner of man, 
He humbled Himself, and became obedient unto death, even the death of 
the cross” (Phil. 2:5-8). 
 These inspired words of Paul confirm that before Jesus Christ be-
came human He was, in fact, Jehovah Elohim.  Existing as God, He was 
composed of ever-living Spirit.  It was impossible for Him to die.  However, 
to redeem man from the law of sin and death, it was necessary for Him to 
die.  The only way for God to die was to become human—to be “manifested 
in the flesh.”  Thus the God Who had created man in His image and likeness 
took on the same substance as man. 
 Paul’s words to the Philippians reveal exactly how God did this.  
The Elohim Who became Jesus Christ “emptied Himself” in order to be 
made in the likeness of man.  In emptying Himself of His glory as God, 
He placed Himself under the power of God the Father, who reduced Him 
to only a pinpoint of life.  By the power of the Holy Spirit of God the Fa-
ther, He was impregnated into a human ovum within the virgin Mary’s 
womb. 
 When the virgin Mary asked the angel Gabriel how it was possible 
for her to conceive, not having known a man, he answered, “The Holy Spirit 
shall come upon you, and the power of the Highest shall overshadow you; 
and for this reason, the Holy One being begotten [Greek gennoomenon, a 
present tense, passive participle, meaning that the impregnation was taking 
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place at that very moment] in you shall also be called the Son of 
God” (Luke 1:35).   
 At the instant Jesus was conceived in the womb of the virgin Mary, 
He became the divinely begotten Son of God, fulfilling the prophecy in 
Psalm 2: “I will declare the decree of the LORD. He [the Elohim who be-
came the Father] has said to Me, ‘You are My Son; this day I have begot-
ten You’ ” (verse 7).  
 This is also indicated in another prophecy of Jesus’ coming in the 
flesh.  In his epistle to the Hebrews, the apostle Paul quotes these words 
from Psalm 40: “For this reason, when He comes into the world, He says, 
‘Sacrifice and offering You did not desire, but You have prepared a body 
for Me [Christ’s human body of flesh].  You did not delight in burnt offer-
ings and sacrifices for sin.  Then said I, Lo, I come (as it is written of Me in 
the scroll of the book), to do Your will, O God’ ” (Heb. 10:5-7).   
  Jesus revealed that He had authority from God the Father to lay 
down His life and to receive it back again.  “On account of this, the Father 
loves Me: because I lay down My life, that I may receive it back again.  No 
one takes it from Me, but I lay it down of Myself.  I have authority to lay it 
down and authority to receive it back again.  This commandment I re-
ceived from My Father” (John 10:17-18). 
 Jesus also said of Himself: “I am the living bread, which came down 
from heaven; if anyone eats of this bread, he shall live forever; and the 
bread that I will give is even My flesh, which I will give for the life of the 
world” (John 6:51).  In order to give His flesh for the life of the world, Jesus 
Christ had to be fully human, sharing the same mortal existence that every 
human being experiences. 
 
Jesus Christ Shared the Human Experience 
 
 In writing to the Hebrews, the apostle Paul used many passages in 
the Old Testament to show that Jesus Christ shared the mortal existence of 
all human beings.  In translating Psalm 8 from the Hebrew into the Greek 
language, Paul used the middle voice, which expresses God’s personal in-
volvement with man:  “But in a certain place one fully testified, saying, 
‘What is man, that You [Yourself] are mindful of him, or the son of man, 
that You [Yourself] visit him?  You did make him a little lower than the 
angels; You did crown him with glory and honor, and You did set him over 
the works of Your hands; You did put all things in subjection under his 
feet.’  For in subjecting all things to him, He left nothing that was not sub-
jected to him.  But now we do not yet see all things subjected to him. 
 “But we see Jesus, Who was made a little lower than the angels, 
crowned with glory and honor on account of suffering the death, in order 
that by the grace of God He Himself might taste [partake of] death for 
everyone; because it was fitting for Him, for Whom all things were created, 
and by Whom all things exist, in bringing many sons unto glory, to make the 
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Author of their salvation perfect through sufferings” (Heb. 2:6-10).  
 Continuing in his letter to the Hebrews, Paul wrote, “Therefore, 
since the children are partakers of flesh and blood, in like manner [Greek 
parapleesioos, or “in exactly the same way”] He also took part in the same 
[flesh and blood], in order that through [His] death He might annul him who 
has the power of death—that is, the devil; and that He might deliver those 
who were subject to bondage all through their lives by their fear of death.  
For surely, He is not taking upon Himself to help the angels; but He is tak-
ing upon Himself to help the seed of Abraham.  For this reason, it was 
obligatory [Greek opheiloo, or “owe, be indebted, be obligated”] for Him 
to be made like His brethren in everything [sharing the same flesh and na-
ture] that He might be a merciful and faithful High Priest in things pertain-
ing to God, in order to make propitiation for the sins of the people.  For be-
cause He Himself has suffered, having been tempted in like manner, He is 
able to help those who are being tempted” (Heb. 2:14-18).   
 When God entered into covenant with Abraham by taking a maledic-
tory oath, He obligated Himself to die to fulfill the promises of the cove-
nant.  Thus, He obligated Himself to take on a mortal body that was subject 
to death. 
 
Jesus Took on and Overcame Sin in the Flesh 
 
 The apostle Paul specifically stated that the flesh of Jesus was sinful: 
“For what was impossible for the law to do, in that it was weak through the 
flesh, God, having sent His own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh, and for 
sin, condemned sin in the flesh” (Rom. 8:3).  A literal translation of the 
Greek text is “in the likeness of flesh, of sin…”   
 Paul’s statement that Jesus was made in the likeness of sinful flesh 
shows that “the law of sin and death” was passed on to Jesus from His 
mother Mary.  Because Jesus had inherited the law of sin and death, He had 
the potential to sin at any time during His human life.  If, as some claim, 
Jesus was incapable of sin, it would have been impossible for Him to be 
tempted.  Yet, He was tempted by the devil in the wilderness, as the Scrip-
tures record (Matt. 4:1-11, Mark 1:12-13, Luke 4:1-13). 
 Jesus was fully aware of the consequences of giving in to temptation.  
If He had sinned even once, He would have died for His own sins and 
would never have returned to His glory with the Father.  The apostle 
Paul shows how earnestly and agonizingly Jesus prayed for strength to resist 
the temptations of the flesh: “Who, in the days of His flesh, offered up both 
prayers and supplications with strong crying and tears to Him Who was able 
TO SAVE HIM FROM DEATH, and was heard because He feared God [He 
was reverent and submissive to God the Father].  Although He was a Son, 
yet He learned obedience from the things that He suffered; and having been 
perfected, He became the Author of eternal salvation to all those who obey 
Him” (Heb. 5:7-9). 
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 Thus while Jesus was in the flesh, He experienced exactly the same 
temptations that we do because He was made “in the likeness of sinful 
flesh.”  “For we do not have a high priest who cannot empathize with our 
weaknesses, but one Who was tempted in all things [in every way] ac-
cording to the likeness of our own temptations [Greek kath omoioteeta, or 
“in every way just as we are”]; yet He was without sin.  Therefore, we 
should come with boldness to the throne of grace, so that we may receive 
mercy and find grace to help in time of need” (Heb. 4:15-16).  
 Jesus was made in the likeness of sinful flesh so that as our High 
Priest He could sympathize with our weaknesses. Because He has shared the 
same sinful nature, He can have compassion when we weaken and commit 
sins.  He mercifully intercedes for us with the Father, obtaining His forgive-
ness for our sins.  Through Jesus’ ongoing intercession in our behalf, God 
the Father’s mercy and grace can continually be imparted to each one of us.  
  The gift of grace is possible only through Jesus Christ, Who offered 
His own sinless body as the substitute sacrifice for our sins: “...Christ also 
suffered for us, leaving us an example, that you should follow in His foot-
steps Who committed no sin; neither was guile found in His mouth … 
Who Himself bore [carried] our sins within [Greek en, within] His own 
body on the tree…” (I Pet. 2:21-24).   
    
Jesus Gave His Body to Redeem Mankind 
  
 From the beginning of the world, it was ordained that Jesus Christ 
would suffer and die to atone for the sins of mankind: “But we see Jesus, 
Who was made a little lower than the angels, crowned with glory and honor 
on account of suffering the death, in order that by the grace of God He 
Himself might taste death for everyone; because it was fitting for Him, for 
Whom all things were created, and by Whom all things exist, in bringing 
many sons unto glory, to make the Author of their salvation perfect through 
sufferings” (Heb. 2:9-10). 
 Because He was sinless, Jesus was able to offer His own life for the 
sins of others as Paul wrote, “For He [God the Father] made Him [Jesus 
Christ] Who knew [Greek ginooskoo, to know by self-experience] no sin to 
be sin for us…” (II Cor. 5:21).    
 The Creator died for His creation!  In so doing, He demonstrated His 
eternal love for mankind.   
 “For even when we were without strength, at the appointed time 
Christ died for the ungodly.  For rarely will anyone die for a righteous man, 
although perhaps someone might have the courage even to die for a good 
man.  But God commends His own love to us because, when we were 
still sinners, Christ died for us…” (Rom. 5:6-8).      
 Each one who repents of sin and accepts the sacrifice of Jesus Christ 
can be reconciled to God the Father: “For you were once alienated and ene-
mies in your minds by wicked works; but now He has reconciled you in the 
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body of His flesh through the death…” (Col. 1:21-22). 
 The apostle Paul was inspired and overwhelmed by the greatness of 
God’s plan of salvation for man: “O the depth of the riches of both the wis-
dom and the knowledge of God!  How unfathomable are His judgments and 
unsearchable are His ways!  For who did know the mind of the Lord, or 
who became His counselor?  Or who first gave to Him, and it shall be rec-
ompensed to him again?  For from Him, and through Him, and unto Him 
are all things; to Him be the glory into the ages of eternity” (Rom. 11:33-
36). 
 
Blessings Through Partaking of the Body of Christ 
 
 When we accept the body of Jesus Christ for our salvation, we re-
ceive not only forgiveness of sin but also the promise of physical healing.  
As our sin offering, Jesus took upon His own body both our sentence of 
death and our physical sufferings so that He might be both our Savior and 
our Healer.  Jesus was wounded for our sins and transgressions, and by His 
stripes we are healed of our sicknesses and diseases (Isa. 53:4-12, Matt. 
8:17, Jas. 5:14-16, I Pet. 2:24).  
 When we understand the significance of the body of Jesus Christ, we 
can begin to grasp the importance of obeying His command to partake of the 
unleavened bread of the Christian Passover: “Take, eat; this is My body, 
which is being broken for you.  This do in the remembrance of Me” (I Cor. 
11:24). 
 True Christians will be manifesting their acceptance of the body of 
Jesus Christ for their forgiveness and healing by partaking of the unleavened 
bread each year at the Christian Passover.  By partaking of this symbol of 
His body, they will be showing that they as individuals have a part in the 
blessings that are offered through His sacrifice for sins (I Cor. 11:26).

CHAPTER TEN 
_________________________ 

 
The Meaning of the Blood 

Of Jesus the Christ 
 

 The New Covenant was sealed with the blood of Jesus Christ, “...the 
Lamb of God, Who takes away the sin of the world” (John 1:29).   His shed 
blood is symbolized by the wine that every true Christian partakes of during 
the Christian Passover ceremony.  When Jesus instituted this ceremony, He 
“took the cup, and after giving thanks, He gave it to them, saying, ‘All of 
you drink of it; for this is My blood, the blood of the New Covenant, 
which is poured out for many for the remission of sins’ ” (Matt. 26:27-
28). 
 By offering His own blood, Jesus purchased remission of sin for all 
time: “...Without the shedding of blood there is no remission … But now, 
once and for all, in the consummation of the ages, He has been manifested 
for the purpose of removing sin through His sacrifice of Himself” (Heb. 
9:22, 26).  The blood of Jesus Christ was poured out to remove the sins of 
all mankind.  But Jesus Christ is a personal Savior, which means that His 
blood must be individually imputed to each one who repents of sin and be-
lieves in Him: “...This cup is the New Covenant in My blood, which is 
poured out for you” (Luke 22:20).   
 Each Christian who partakes of the small cup of wine during the 
Christian Passover service is symbolizing his or her acceptance of the shed 
blood of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of sins and deliverance from the 
penalty of death.  By partaking of the wine and the unleavened bread, each 
one is acknowledging his or her personal faith in the shed blood and the bro-
ken body of Jesus Christ, which alone can bring eternal life.  Jesus Himself 
said, “...Unless you eat the flesh of the Son of man, and drink His blood, 
you do not have life in yourselves” (John 6:53).   
 The blood of Jesus Christ works in many powerful ways to bring 
eternal life to those who accept His sacrifice.  This work began with the es-
tablishment of the New Covenant and will continue to the return of Jesus 
Christ. 

 
The Multi-Faceted Meaning of the Blood of Jesus Christ 
 
 Let us examine the many ways in which the blood of Jesus Christ is 
fulfilling the promise of salvation and eternal life: 
 
 1) Jesus Christ ratified the New Covenant with His blood.  At 
the institution of the Christian Passover, Jesus said, “This cup is the New 
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Covenant in My blood, which is poured out for you” (Luke 22:20). 
 No covenant can be established without a blood sacrifice.  When 
God established His covenant with Abraham, He ratified it by passing be-
tween the halves of the sacrificial animals (Gen. 15:17-18).  This covenant 
was the foundation for both the Old Covenant with the physical seed of 
Abraham and the New Covenant with the spiritual seed.  
 When the Old Covenant was established, the people of Israel agreed 
to obey all the commandments, laws and statutes of God, which were writ-
ten in the book of the covenant, known as “the book of the law.”  The cove-
nant was then ratified with the blood of animals: “And Moses took half of 
the blood, and put it in basins, and half of the blood he sprinkled on the al-
tar.  And he took the book of the covenant, and read in the ears of the peo-
ple. And they said, ‘All that the LORD has said we will do, and be obedient.’ 
And Moses took the blood and sprinkled it on the people, and said, ‘Behold 
the blood of the covenant, which the LORD has made with you concerning 
all these words’ ” (Ex. 24:6-8).  The blood of the sacrificial animals repre-
sented the death that would be required of every person who broke the cove-
nant.   
 The Old Covenant was broken countless times during the history of 
the people of Israel and Judah.  By breaking the covenant, the people for-
feited their right to the blessings of God and brought themselves under the 
curses of the covenant, which included the sentence of death.  To redeem 
them from the curse of death, Jesus Christ, the Lord God of the Old Testa-
ment, sacrificed His life.  As the God Who had established the covenant, He 
had the power to end it with His death.  Through His death, He established 
the New Covenant, which offers eternal life. 
 Like the words of the Old Covenant, the words of the New Covenant 
are recorded in the New Testament.  The books of the New Testament re-
veal the way to enter the New Covenant and receive the promise of eternal 
life.  This promise was sealed with the blood of Jesus Christ.  God Himself, 
Who cannot lie, guaranteed the promise of salvation with His own blood 
and is now actively fulfilling that promise by serving as Mediator of the 
covenant.  Every sinner can be reconciled to God the Father by coming to 
“...Jesus, the Mediator of the New Covenant, and to sprinkling of the blood 
of ratification, proclaiming superior things than that of Abel” (Heb. 12:24). 
 
 2) Jesus Christ redeems sinners and removes sins through His 
blood.  The word “redeem” means to buy back what has been sold.  All hu-
man beings have been “sold under sin” by transgressing the commandments 
and laws of God (Rom. 3:23; 7:14, I John 3:4).  In becoming the servants of 
sin, all have earned the penalty of death (Rom. 6:16, 23).  The only escape 
from this death is through Jesus Christ, Who paid the price for the redemp-
tion of every human being with His crucifixion and death:  “...The Son of 
man did not come to be served, but to serve, and to give His life as a ransom 
for many” (Matt. 20:28). 
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 Jesus Christ sacrificed His own life as the Passover Lamb of God (I 
Cor. 5:7).  His one perfect sacrifice purchased redemption for sinners 
throughout all ages: “But Christ Himself has become High Priest of the 
coming good things, through the greater and more perfect tabernacle, not 
made by human hands (that is, not of this present physical creation [the tem-
ple in Jerusalem before its destruction]).  Not by the blood of goats and 
calves, but by the means of His own blood, He entered once for all into the 
holiest [into the presence of God the Father, as the perfect and complete sin 
offering], having by Himself secured everlasting redemption for 
us” (Heb. 9:11-12). 
 Each one who is redeemed by the blood of Jesus Christ receives for-
giveness of sins: “...Wherein He [God the Father] has made us the objects of 
His grace in the Beloved Son; in Whom we have redemption through His 
blood, even the remission of sins, according to the riches of His grace” (Eph. 
1:6-7).  When a person truly repents of his or her sins and accepts the sacri-
fice of Jesus Christ, God the Father counts every sin the person has commit-
ted as paid in full by the blood of His own Son.  Each one who is redeemed 
by the blood of Jesus Christ is freed from the ownership of sin and the pen-
alty of death (Rom. 5:21; 6:1-4).  He or she is no longer the property and 
slave of sin, but has become the property and servant of Jesus Christ and 
God the Father (Rom. 6:18, 22).  
 Christians who are walking in the light of God’s Word by following 
the example of Jesus Christ will continue to receive forgiveness through His 
blood when they stumble and sin: “However, if we walk in the light, as He 
is in the light, then we have fellowship with one another, and the blood of 
Jesus Christ, His own Son, cleanses us from all sin.  If we say that we do 
not have sin, we are deceiving ourselves, and the truth is not in us.  If we  
confess our own sins, He is faithful and righteous, to forgive us our sins, 
and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness” (I John 1:7-9).   
 
 3) Jesus Christ justifies and sanctifies sinners through His blood.  
The gift of justification before God the Father comes through faith in the 
blood of Jesus Christ: “...having been justified by faith....God commends 
His own love to us because, when we were still sinners, Christ died for us.  
Much more, therefore, having been justified now by His blood, we shall be 
saved from wrath through Him” (Rom. 5:1, 8-9).  Justification means that a 
person has been placed in right standing with God and is counted blameless 
before God the Father.  This right standing with God the Father is made pos-
sible because the righteousness of Jesus Christ is imputed, or attributed, to 
the individual.   
 Justification through the blood of Jesus Christ is granted only to 
those who repent of their sins and transgressions of God’s laws: “Because 
the hearers of the law are not just [justified] before God, but the doers of 
the law [the ones who are keeping the commandments of God] shall be jus-
tified” (Rom. 2:13).  
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 Every believer who repents of sin and is baptized in the name of Je-
sus Christ receives complete justification before God: “...But you were 
washed, you were sanctified, you were justified in the name of the Lord 
Jesus, and by the Spirit of our God” (I Cor. 6:11).  At baptism, the believer 
not only receives justification, but is also sanctified before God the Father.  
The blood of Jesus Christ makes this sanctification possible: “For this rea-
son, Jesus, in order that He might sanctify the people by His own blood, also 
suffered outside the gate” (Heb. 13:12).   
 To be “sanctified” means to be set aside for a holy use and purpose.  
The prayer of Jesus on His last Passover night shows that every true believer 
is being sanctified by the Word of God: “Sanctify them in Your truth; 
YOUR WORD IS THE TRUTH” (John 17:17).  Each one who truly be-
lieves in Jesus Christ and is sanctified through His blood is set aside by 
God’s Word and by the Holy Spirit.  
 
 4) Jesus Christ purifies the conscience and brings peace with 
God through His blood.  Peace with God the Father is possible only 
through the blood of Jesus Christ: “For it pleased the Father that in Him all 
the fullness should dwell; and, having made peace through the blood of His 
cross…” (Col. 1:19-20).  The blood of Jesus Christ brings peace with God 
by removing the enmity that is caused by sin: “For He is our peace...having 
annulled in His flesh the enmity…” (Eph. 2:14-15). 
 Jesus removes this enmity by purifying the mind of each one who 
has repented of sin: “For if the blood of goats and bulls, and the ashes of a 
heifer sprinkled on those who are defiled, sanctifies to the purifying of the 
flesh, to a far greater degree, the blood of Christ, Who through the eternal 
Spirit offered Himself without spot to God, shall purify your conscience 
from dead works [works leading to death] to serve the living God” (Heb. 
9:13-14). 
 Those whose consciences have been purified from the works of the 
flesh are no longer the enemies of God because they are no longer 
“alienated … by wicked works” (Col. 1:21).  They have forsaken the way of 
sin to begin a new life of righteousness, learning to do the good works that 
God has commanded: “For we are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus 
unto the good works that God ordained beforehand in order that we might 
walk in them” (Eph. 2:10).  By keeping the commandments of God with a 
pure conscience, true Christians are manifesting the love that God desires: 
“Now the purpose of the commandment is love out of a pure heart, and 
a good conscience, and genuine faith” (I Tim. 1:5).   
 
 5) Jesus Christ gives direct access to God the Father through His 
blood.  The apostle Paul declares, “But now in Christ Jesus, you who were 
once far off are made near by the blood of Christ” (Eph. 2:13). 
 In his epistle to the Hebrews, Paul reveals that those whose con-
sciences have been purified by the blood of Jesus Christ have direct access 
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to God the Father: “Therefore, brethren, having confidence to enter into the 
true holiest [into the presence of God the Father in heaven above] by the 
blood of Jesus, by a new and living way, which He consecrated for us 
through the veil (that is, His flesh), and having a great High Priest over the 
house of God, let us approach God with a true heart, with full conviction of 
faith, our hearts having been purified [by the blood of Jesus] from a wicked 
conscience, and our bodies having been washed with pure water.  Let us 
hold fast without wavering to the hope that we profess, for He Who prom-
ised is faithful” (Heb. 10:19-23). 
 During His ministry, Jesus Himself revealed that His followers 
would receive direct access to God the Father: “In that day, [after the resur-
rection of Jesus] you shall ask in My name; and I do not tell you that I will 
beseech the Father for you, for the Father Himself loves you, because you 
have loved Me, and have believed that I came forth from God” (John 16:26-
27).  From the time of Jesus’ ascension to heaven, every Christian has been 
given authority to approach the Father in His name.  The only intermediary 
between Christians and God the Father is Jesus Christ, Who intercedes as 
High Priest to remove sins with His own blood. 
 True Christians have no need of a priesthood of men, nor of a temple 
in which to worship God.  Not only do they have direct access to the throne 
of God the Father in heaven, but He dwells within them through the Holy 
Spirit: “...For you are a temple of the living God, exactly as God said: ‘I will 
dwell in them and walk in them; and I will be their God, and they shall be 
My people....and I shall be a Father to you, and you shall be My sons and 
daughters,’ says the Lord Almighty” (II Cor. 6:16, 18). 
 
 6) Jesus Christ is building the Church through His blood.  Every 
Christian who has been begotten by the Holy Spirit of God the Father be-
comes a member of the family of God (Eph. 3:14-15).  Each one is a child 
of God the Father and may call Him, “Abba, Father” (Rom. 8:15).  This new 
relationship with the Father shows the love of God through Jesus Christ, 
Whose blood makes it possible for human beings to become the children of 
God:  “Behold! What glorious love the Father has given to us, that we 
should be called the children of God!”  (I John 3:1).   
 Every Christian is joined to the body of Jesus Christ at baptism.  
When a believer is baptized, he or she is baptized into the covenant death of 
Jesus Christ.  In this symbolic covenant death, the believer is united with the 
body of Jesus Christ, being buried with Him in the baptismal grave and then 
rising with Him to a new life (Rom. 6:3-4).  Upon receiving the Holy Spirit 
through the laying on of hands, all believers become members of the body 
of Jesus Christ (I Cor. 12:27).  This body is composed of all spiritually be-
gotten Christians and constitutes the true Church (Eph. 1:22-23).  
 The Church belongs to God the Father, Who has made Jesus Christ 
its Head, having purchased it with His own blood.  Paul told the elders at 
Ephesus, “Take heed therefore to yourselves and to all the flock, among  
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which the Holy Spirit has made you overseers, to feed the church of God, 
which He purchased with His own blood”  (Acts 20:28). 
 All members of the true Church of God belong to God the Father.  
They are no longer the property of sin—nor are they the property of any 
man or any organization of men.  They are the property and the children of 
God the Father, and Jesus Christ is their Head. 
 
 7) Jesus Christ delivers Christians from Satan the devil through 
His blood.  Each Christian who has been redeemed from sin by the blood of 
Jesus Christ has also been freed from the power of Satan: “Giving thanks to 
the Father, Who has made us qualified for the share of the inheritance of the 
saints in the light; Who has personally rescued us from the power of dark-
ness and has transferred us into the kingdom of the Son of His love; in 
Whom we have redemption through His own blood, even the remission of 
sins” (Col. 1:12-14). 
 Satan is the great evil force, the prince of the power of the air, who 
captivates the minds and hearts of people and draws them into sin (Eph. 2:1-
2).  He is, in fact, the god of this world (II Cor. 4:4). 
 Satan is aided by a host of seducing spirits in his efforts to deceive 
the people of this world: “And every spirit that does not confess that Jesus 
Christ has come in the flesh is not from God.  And this is the spirit of anti-
christ, which you heard was to come, and even now it is already in the 
world.  You are of God, little children, and have overcome them because 
greater is He Who is in you [the indwelling of the Holy Spirit of God the 
Father] than the one who is in the world” (I John 4:3-4). 
 Every Christian who has been begotten by the Holy Spirit of God 
has been delivered from the power of Satan.  But Satan does not give up on 
those who turn from the way of sin and disobedience.  Each Christian must 
continually be on guard against Satan’s deceptions and must use the full 
power of God and all the spiritual weapons that He provides to resist the 
devil (Eph. 6:10-18, I Pet. 5:8-9).  Christians must draw close to God daily, 
lest they be drawn into temptation and sin.  If they do sin, they must repent 
and ask God the Father to cleanse them from their sin through the blood of 
Jesus Christ (I John 1:7-9). 
 Cleansing by the blood of Jesus Christ is a lifelong process.  It is this 
continued application of the blood of Jesus Christ that gives each Christian 
the victory over Satan and His devices: “And the great dragon was cast out, 
the ancient serpent who is called the Devil and Satan, who is deceiving the 
whole world; he was cast down to the earth, and his angels [evil spirits, or 
demons] were cast down with him.  And I heard a great voice in heaven say, 
‘Now has come the salvation and the power and the kingdom of our God, 
and the authority of His Christ because the accuser of our brethren has been 
cast down, who accuses them day and night before our God.’ 
 “But they overcame him [Satan, the devil] through the blood of 
the Lamb,  and through the word of their testimony; and they loved not 
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their lives unto death” (Rev. 12:9-11). 
 
 8) Jesus Christ is perfecting Christians through His blood.  As 
human beings, with the law of sin and death within our flesh, not one of us 
is perfect.  But in order to enter the Kingdom of God, we must all become 
spiritually perfect, as God is:  “Therefore, you shall be perfect, even as your 
Father Who is in heaven is perfect” (Matt. 5:48).   
 Nothing we do of and by ourselves can make us perfect before God 
the Father.  The patriarch Job learned this lesson by experience (Job 9:20; 
40:9-14; 42:1-6).  No amount of human willpower and work can bring spiri-
tual perfection.  The only way to attain spiritual perfection is through the 
blood of Jesus Christ, which enables us to receive the gift of the Holy Spirit 
from God the Father.  The indwelling of the Holy Spirit gives us the power 
to become like Jesus Christ, Who Himself attained spiritual perfection by 
overcoming the temptations of the flesh (Heb. 5:8-9). 
 The very purpose for the coming of Jesus Christ in the flesh was to 
bring human beings to perfection by reconciling them to God the Father: 
“And, having made peace through the blood of His cross … He has recon-
ciled you in the body of His flesh through death, to present you holy and 
unblamable and unimpeachable before Him [God the Father]; if indeed 
you continue in the faith grounded and steadfast, and are not moved away 
from the hope of the gospel, which you have heard … even the mystery that 
has been hidden from ages and from generations, but has now been revealed 
to His saints; to whom God did will to make known what is the riches of the 
glory of this mystery among the Gentiles; which is Christ in you, the hope 
of glory; Whom we preach, admonishing every man and teaching every man 
in all wisdom, so that we may present every man perfect in Christ Je-
sus” (Col. 1:20-23, 26-28). 
 In a vision that the apostle John recorded in the book of Revelation, 
Jesus Christ appears as the Lamb of God, Who was slain for the sins of the 
world, and a new song accompanies the prayers of the saints: “Worthy are 
You to take the book, and to open its seals because You were slain, and did 
redeem us to God [the Father] BY YOUR OWN BLOOD, out of every tribe 
and language and people and nation…”  (Rev. 5:9). 
 This is the glorious salvation that Jesus envisioned when He said, 
“For this is My blood, the blood of the New Covenant, which is poured 
out for many for the remission of sins” (Matt. 26:28).   
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CHAPTER ELEVEN 
_________________________ 

 
Jesus’ One Sacrifice Fulfilled All 

 
Jesus Christ offered Himself as the supreme sacrifice of God the Fa-

ther for the sins of mankind.  Through His one perfect sacrifice, Jesus pur-
chased redemption from sin for all time.  The New Testament reveals that 
His death fulfilled not only the Passover sacrifice but all of the animal sacri-
fices that were required by the laws that God had given to Moses.  All were 
fulfilled when Jesus died on the Passover day, as the apostle Paul tells us 
that Jesus “offered ONE SACRIFICE for sins for ever” (Heb. 10:12).  That 
one perfect sacrifice purchased everlasting redemption: “By Whose will we 
are sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ ONCE FOR 
ALL” (Heb. 10:10).  And again, “For when He died, He died unto sin 
ONCE FOR ALL” (Rom. 6:10). 

 
Jesus Was Our Sin Offering 
 
 Some of the early Hebrew Christians did not fully understand that 
the death of Jesus Christ had fulfilled the animal sacrifices that were com-
manded under the Old Covenant.  They were still looking to the Temple sac-
rifices for sanctification from sin.  The apostle Paul wrote his epistle to the 
Hebrews to explain to them that these sacrifices for sin were no longer re-
quired.  He explained that the sacrifice of Jesus Christ had fulfilled all the 
requirements of the Law for the sin offerings that were made at the Temple.   
 He also explained that, as the Law required, Jesus died outside the 
gates of the city: “We have an altar from which those who are serving the 
present earthly tabernacle do not have authority to eat; for pertaining to 
those animals whose blood is brought into the holy places by the high priest 
for a sin offering, the bodies of all these are burned outside the camp.  For 
this reason, Jesus, in order that He might sanctify the people by His own 
blood, also suffered OUTSIDE THE GATE” (Heb. 13:10-12).   
 The fact that Jesus died outside the gates of Jerusalem verifies that 
His body was a sin offering.  The Law of God specifically commanded that 
all sin offerings were to be burned “outside the camp” (Lev. 4:1-2, 11-12, 
21; 16:27).  After the blood of the sacrificial animals was sprinkled on the 
altar, the bodies of the sin offerings were taken across the Kidron Valley to 
a place high on the Mount of Olives east of the city of Jerusalem, where 
there was a special altar called the Miphkad Altar.  This altar was located 
near Golgotha, where Jesus was crucified. 
 Dr. Ernest L. Martin writes: “The Miphkad Altar and the sin offerings 
which were sacrificed on it was really a cardinal part of the Temple complex 
that existed in the time of Christ. This altar was not one with a ramp leading 
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up to a square elevated area, but it is described in the Mishnah as a pit in 
which the animals could be burnt to ashes (Parah 4:2). The Miphkad Altar 
was located outside the walls of the Temple (as Ezekiel 43:21 states), but 
[the bridge across the Kidron Valley and] the roadway leading up to the al-
tar (and including the altar itself) were part of the ritualistic furniture associ-
ated with the Temple services....Christ was crucified near the Miphkad Al-
tar…” (Ernest L. Martin, The Secrets of Golgotha, p. 41). 
 The location of this altar on the Mount of Olives offered a direct 
view of the entire Temple area.  On the Day of Atonement, those who stood 
at the site of this special altar could observe the high priest as he was stand-
ing near the veil of the Temple, ready to enter the Holy Place. “Even the 
bullock and the goat which were sacrificed on the day of Atonement 
(Leviticus 16) had to be killed near the Altar of Burnt Offering within the 
Temple and then their carcasses were required to be taken out the eastern 
gate to the Miphkad Altar at the Mount of Olives and there they were burnt 
to ashes (Leviticus 4)” (Ibid., p. 246).  
 The ashes of all the animals that were burned on the altar at the Tem-
ple were taken to the same place where the sin offerings were burned 
(Miphkad Altar) and were mingled with the ashes of the sin offerings “and 
poured out at the base of the Altar (Leviticus 4:12, 21; 6:11) (where the 
ashes could descend through a conduit system into the Valley of Kidron be-
low)” (Ibid., p. 246).  As the supreme sin offering of God the Father, the 
body of Jesus Christ was offered up when He was crucified on the Mount of 
Olives, near the altar where the bodies of all sin offerings from the Temple 
were offered up to God.  Thus, Paul wrote: “But He, after offering one sac-
rifice for sins for ever, sat down at the right hand of God.  Since that time, 
He is waiting until His enemies are placed as a footstool for His feet.  For 
by one offering He has obtained eternal perfection for those who are sancti-
fied” (Heb. 10:12-14). 
 
Jesus Was Our Passover Sacrifice 
 
 As the Lamb of God, Jesus Christ was sacrificed on the Passover 
day, Nisan 14/April 5, 30 AD.  The apostle Paul affirms that His death ful-
filled the sacrifice of the Passover lamb: “For Christ our Passover was sacri-
ficed for us” (I Cor. 5:7). 
 Jesus Christ was the complete sacrifice of God the Father to fulfill 
the promises of the New Covenant—the only covenant that offers redemp-
tion from sin and the gift of eternal life.  The promise of eternal life through 
the New Covenant was sealed by the beaten, scourged and crucified body of 
Jesus Christ and the outpouring of His blood.  The ceremony that com-
memorates His supreme sacrifice for the sins of the world was instituted on 
the night that He was betrayed.  That is when His disciples partook of the 
symbols of His body and His blood, and that is when all His followers are 
commanded to partake of these symbols.  Paul wrote that the instructions of 
the Lord were to observe it “in that night” when Jesus was betrayed, which 
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was the night of Nisan 14.  Christians are to renew the New Covenant every 
year on that night by participating in the footwashing and by partaking of 
the broken, unleavened bread and the cup of wine.  It is a personal, individ-
ual renewal of the New Covenant, “...This cup is the New Covenant in My 
blood, which is poured out for you” (Luke 22:20).  Each Christian who 
takes part in this ceremony is affirming his or her acceptance of the sacrifice 
of Jesus Christ and is renewing his or her commitment to live by the words 
of the New Covenant.    
 By personally renewing the New Covenant, one is able to receive 
continuing forgiveness and grace from God the Father, Who applies the 
blood of Jesus Christ to one’s sins (I John 1:7-9).  Through the grace of God 
and by repentance, this daily cleansing from sin is accomplished (Matt. 
6:12), allowing Christians to remain in fellowship with God the Father and 
Jesus Christ (I John 1:3).  He imparts strength and understanding to each 
one through His Holy Spirit.  Every Christian who is led by the Holy Spirit 
will be growing in spiritual knowledge and godly character and will ulti-
mately receive the gift of eternal life in the Kingdom of God when Jesus re-
turns (II Pet. 1:4-11).   
 
The Mystery of Godliness 
 
 God has revealed in His Word that His desire is to grant eternal life 
to all who will repent and accept Jesus Christ as personal savior and are bap-
tized for the remission of sins.  So marvelous is God’s purpose for man that 
the apostle Paul calls it “the mystery of godliness.”  This great mystery of 
God is the very reason for the life, death and resurrection of Jesus Christ: 
“And undeniably, great is the mystery of godliness: God was manifested in 
the flesh, was justified in the Spirit, was seen by angels, was proclaimed 
among the Gentiles, was believed on in the world, was received up in 
glory” (I Tim. 3:16). 
 It was to raise up sons and daughters for God the Father that Jesus 
Christ was manifested in the flesh.  The mystery of godliness is the knowl-
edge that Jesus Christ was God manifested in the flesh and by the power of 
the Holy Spirit, Christ dwells within each one whom the Father has called, 
enabling the believer to overcome the law of sin and death and to receive 
eternal life at the resurrection: “Even the mystery which has been hidden 
from the ages and from generations, but now has been revealed to His 
saints; to whom God did will to make known what is the riches of the glory 
of this mystery among the Gentiles; which is Christ in you, the hope of 
glory” (Col. 1:26-27). 
 In describing the mystery of godliness, Paul declares that not only 
was God “manifested in the flesh” but He “was justified in the Spirit” (I 
Tim. 3:16).  How was Jesus Christ, as God in the flesh, justified in the 
Spirit?  As the Lord God of the Old Testament, Who had created all things, 
Jesus emptied Himself of His divine, eternal existence and was made in the 
likeness of man.  He took upon Himself the same sinful flesh that all human 
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beings have, and thus the same judgment that was pronounced upon Adam 
and Eve and their descendants.  Although He was tempted like all other hu-
man beings, He overcame the law of sin and death and Satan, the author of 
sin, through the power of the Holy Spirit.  He condemned sin in the flesh by 
living a perfect life, not once yielding to the pulls of the flesh, but always 
being led by the Holy Spirit of God the Father.  That is how God was justi-
fied in the Spirit. 
 Because Jesus Christ, as God in the flesh, was justified in the Spirit, 
He has opened the way for all things on earth and in heaven to be reconciled 
to God the Father: “Giving thanks to the Father, Who has made us quali-
fied for the share of the inheritance of the saints in the light; Who has 
personally rescued us from the power of darkness [Satan], and has trans-
ferred us unto the kingdom of the Son of His love [by giving us the power of 
His Holy Spirit]; in Whom we have redemption through His own blood, 
even the remission of sins; Who is the image of the invisible God, the 
firstborn of all creation; because by Him were all things created, the things 
in heaven and the things on the earth, the visible and the invisible, whether 
they be thrones, or lordships, or principalities, or powers: all things were 
created by Him and for Him. 
 “And He is before all, and by Him all things subsist.  And He is the 
Head of the body, the church; Who is the beginning, the firstborn from 
among the dead, so that in all things He Himself might hold the preemi-
nence.  For it pleased the Father that in Him all the fullness should dwell; 
and, having made peace through the blood of His cross, by Him to reconcile 
all things to Himself; by Him, whether the things on the earth, or the things 
in heaven” (Col. 1:12-20). 
 Through Jesus’ sacrifice, according to God’s great plan of recon-
ciliation, all who repent of their sins, accept Jesus Christ as personal Savior 
and are baptized receive the gift of salvation, with the promise of eternal life 
in the Kingdom of God. “But we see Jesus, Who was made a little lower 
than the angels, crowned with glory and honor on account of suffering the 
death, in order that by the grace of God He Himself might taste death for 
everyone; because it was fitting for Him, for Whom all things were created, 
and by Whom all things exist, in bringing many sons unto glory, to make 
the Author of their salvation perfect through sufferings.  For both He Who 
is sanctifying and those who are sanctified are all of one [one Father]; for 
which cause He is not ashamed to call them brethren” (Heb. 2:9-11).   
   Jesus Christ was the first fleshly human being to be resurrected from 
the dead as a glorified spirit being.  At His return, an innumerable number 
will be granted eternal life as the spirit sons and daughters of God the Fa-
ther.  They will share the same eternal existence and glory as Jesus Christ, 
as Paul discloses: “The Spirit itself bears witness conjointly with our own 
spirit, testifying that we are the children of God.  Now if we are children, we 
are also heirs—truly, heirs of God and joint heirs with Christ—if indeed 
we suffer together with Him, so that we may also be glorified together with 
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Him.  For I reckon that the sufferings of the present time are not worthy to 
be compared with the glory that shall be revealed in us” (Rom. 8:16-18).  
 The apostle John also wrote that the children of God will be like Je-
sus Christ:  “Behold!  What glorious love the Father has given to us, that we 
should be called the children of God!  For this very reason, the world does 
not know us because it did not know Him.  Beloved, now we are the chil-
dren of God, and it has not yet been revealed what we shall be; but we 
know that when He is manifested, we shall be like Him, because we 
shall see Him exactly as He is” (I John 3:1-2).   
 The hope of being glorified like Jesus Christ and living with Him 
forever in the Kingdom of God brings true meaning to the observance of the 
Christian Passover.  Every true Christian who shares this hope will be faith-
fully keeping this solemn ceremony each year on the night that Jesus insti-
tuted it.  Each one will participate in the footwashing in order to have a part 
with Jesus Christ in this life and in His kingdom.  Each one will partake of 
the unleavened bread and the wine in order to renew the New Covenant and 
remain under the blood of Jesus Christ throughout the coming year.  Each 
one will determine to live by every word of the New Covenant through the 
power of the Holy Spirit.  This personal renewal of the New Covenant 
through the Christian Passover ceremony will enable each one to receive the 
glorious inheritance that awaits the children of God. 
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CHAPTER TWELVE 
_________________________ 

 
A Call to Repentance 

 
 Not only is the death of Jesus Christ—God manifested in the flesh—
a witness to the world, the nations, the religious leaders and every person, 
but it is a call to repentance!  John the Baptist was sent to prepare the way 
for Jesus Christ.  He preached repentance of sins, instructing the people to 
believe in Jesus Christ, Who would come after him.   After John the Baptist 
was put in prison, Jesus Christ began His ministry by preaching repentance: 
“The beginning of the gospel of Jesus Christ, the Son of God … Now after 
the imprisonment of John, Jesus came into Galilee, proclaiming the gospel 
of the kingdom of God and saying, ‘The time has been fulfilled, and the 
kingdom of God is near at hand; repent, and believe in the gospel’ ” (Mark 
1:1, 14-15). 
 Jesus made it clear that He came to call sinners to repentance, “I did 
not come to call the righteous [those who think they are righteous], but sin-
ners to repentance” (Mark 2:17); and, He left no doubt that all must repent 
of their sins: “Now at the same time, there were present some who were tell-
ing Him about the Galileans, whose blood Pilate had mingled with their sac-
rifices.  And Jesus answered and said to them, ‘Do you suppose that these 
Galileans were sinners above all Galileans, because they suffered such 
things?  No, I tell you; but if you do not repent, you shall all likewise per-
ish.  Or those eighteen on whom the tower in Siloam fell, and killed them, 
do you suppose that these were debtors above all men who dwelt in Jerusa-
lem?  No, I tell you; but if you do not repent, you shall all likewise per-
ish’ ” (Luke 13:1-5). 
 
All Have Sinned  
 
 The New Testament defines sin as the transgression of the law (I 
John 3:4).  A literal translation of this verse from the Greek reads: 
“Everyone who practices sin is also practicing lawlessness, for sin is 
lawlessness.” 
 There is no one in the entire history of the world who has not sinned, 
except Jesus Christ.  That is why He alone can be our Redeemer and our 
Savior.  Every person needs to be saved from his or her sins, because “the 
wages of sin is death, but the gift of God is eternal life through Christ Jesus 
our Lord” (Rom. 6:23).  
 In his epistle to the Romans, the apostle Paul was inspired to de-
clare emphatically that all have sinned—all have transgressed the laws and 
commandments of God, and all are sentenced to death.  The only escape 
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and salvation is through Jesus Christ: “What then?  Are we [Jews] of our-
selves better [than the Gentiles]?  Not at all!  For we have already charged 
both Jews and Gentiles—ALL—with being under sin.  Exactly as it is 
written: ‘For there is not a righteous one—not even one!  There is not one 
who understands; there is not one who seeks after God.  They have all gone 
out of the way; together they have all become depraved.  There is not even 
one who is practicing kindness.  No, there is not so much as one!  Their 
throats are like an open grave; with their tongues they have used deceit; the 
venom of asps is under their lips, whose mouths are full of cursing and bit-
terness; their feet are swift to shed blood; destruction and misery are in their 
ways; and the way of peace they have not known.  There is no fear of God 
before their eyes.’  Now then, we know that whatever the law says, it 
speaks to those who are under the law, so that every mouth may be 
stopped, and all the world may become guilty before God….For all 
have sinned, and have come short of the glory of God” (Rom. 3:9-19, 
23). 
 On the day of Pentecost, just fifty-four days after the crucifixion, the 
apostles began preaching Jesus Christ’s gospel of repentance for the remis-
sion of sins.  On that day, God poured out His Holy Spirit in power, and the 
apostles spoke in a multitude of languages as a fantastic witness to the Jews 
from all nations gathered at the temple in Jerusalem for the feast day, who 
each heard the Gospel in his own language (Acts 2:1-18).  When they won-
dered what this miracle meant, the apostle Peter was inspired to powerfully 
preach Christ and repentance of sin.  His moving witness to the Jews who 
had gathered at the temple ended with these words: “ ‘Therefore, let all the 
house of Israel know with full assurance that God has made this same Jesus, 
Whom you crucified, both Lord and Christ.’  Now after hearing this, they 
were cut to the heart [convicted of their sins]; and they said to Peter and the 
other apostles, ‘Men and brethren, what shall we do?’  Then Peter said to 
them, ‘Repent and be baptized each one of you in the name of Jesus 
Christ for the remission of sins, and you yourselves shall receive the gift 
of the Holy Spirit’… And with many other words he earnestly testified and 
exhorted, saying, ‘Be saved from this perverse generation.’  Then those 
who joyfully received his message were baptized; and about three thou-
sand souls were added that day” (Acts 2:36-40). 
 
The Apostle Paul’s Call to Repentance 
 
 When the apostle Paul came to Athens, the center of the Greek pa-
gan religions, the Parthenon Temple, he preached a powerful message of 
repentance.  As it is recorded in Acts, he exhorted the Athenians to repent of 
their idolatries and vain religious practices:  “Then Paul stood in the center 
of Mars’ hill and said, ‘Men, Athenians, I perceive that in all things you are 
very reverent to deities; for as I was passing through and observing the ob-
jects of your veneration, I also found an altar on which was inscribed, “To 
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an unknown God.”  So then, He Whom you worship in ignorance is the one 
that I proclaim to you. 
 “He is the God Who made the world and all things that are in it.  Be-
ing the Lord of heaven and earth, He does not dwell in temples made by 
hands; nor is He served by the hands of men, as though He needs anything, 
for He gives to all life and breath and all things.  And He made of one 
blood all the nations of men to dwell upon all the face of the earth, hav-
ing determined beforehand their appointed times and the boundaries of 
their dwelling, in order that they might seek the Lord, if perhaps they 
might feel after Him and might find Him; though truly, He is not far 
from each one of us, for in Him we live and move and have our being; as 
some of the poets among you also have said, ‘For we are His offspring.’ 
 “Therefore, since we are the offspring of God, we should not think 
that the Godhead is like that which is made of gold, or silver, or stone—a 
graven thing of art devised by the imagination of man.  For although God 
has indeed overlooked the times of this ignorance, He now commands all 
men everywhere to repent, because He has set a day in which He will 
judge the world in righteousness by a man Whom He has appointed, having 
given proof to all by raising Him from the dead” (Acts 17:22-31).  Paul’s 
message of repentance was the same as Jesus Christ’s: “If you do not repent, 
you shall likewise perish.” 
 
The Meaning of Repentance 
 
 Because of the witness that Jesus Christ has given to the world—all 
nations, all religions and all people—He commands all men and women to 
repent and turn to God with all their hearts.  Today, God’s judgment is at the 
door.  None shall escape unless he or she repents! 
 What is repentance?  There are two kinds of repentance.  One is 
worldly repentance, which is a shallow repentance that leads to death.  The 
other is godly repentance that leads to forgiveness and salvation.  The apos-
tle Paul said, “For sorrow unto repentance before God works out salvation 
not to be repented of; but the sorrow of the world works out death” (II Cor. 
7:10). 
 Godly repentance means a complete abhorrence of one’s sins, a 
complete turning from sin—from the transgression of the laws and com-
mandments of God.  Repentance is a complete amendment of life, a turning 
away from one’s own sinful way to the way of love and obedience, keeping 
the laws and commandments of God and living by every word of God as 
taught by Jesus Christ. 
 In the book of Psalms, we find King David’s prayer of repentance, 
uttered when Nathan the prophet came to him after David’s affair with Bath-
sheba and the killing of her husband Uriah.  This prayer shows David’s 
complete abhorrence of sin and self as he cried out to God with tears of an-
guish and sorrow, begging for His mercy and forgiveness.  David’s repen-
tance was to God, not to any man.  He did not confess his sins to a priest.  
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He did not confess his sins to Nathan the prophet.  Just as David did, we are 
to confess our sins directly to God the Father and Jesus Christ, not to a man.  
King David’s prayer has been preserved for us so that we can understand the 
attitude of true repentance:  “Have mercy upon me, O God, according to 
Your lovingkindness; according to the multitude of Your tender mercies, 
blot out my transgressions.  Wash me thoroughly from my iniquity, and 
cleanse me from my sin, for I acknowledge my transgressions, and my 
sin is ever before me. 
 “Against You, You only, have I sinned, and done evil in Your 
sight, that You might be justified when You speak and be clear when You 
judge. Behold, I was brought forth in iniquity, and in sin did my mother 
conceive me.  Behold, You desire truth in the inward parts; and in the hid-
den part You shall make me to know wisdom.  Purge me with hyssop, and I 
shall be clean; wash me, and I shall be whiter than snow.  Make me to hear 
joy and gladness that the bones which You have broken may rejoice.  Hide 
Your face from my sins, and blot out all my iniquities. Create in me a 
clean heart, O God, and renew a steadfast spirit within me.  Cast me not 
away from Your presence, and take not Your Holy Spirit from me.  Restore 
to me the joy of Your salvation, and let Your free spirit uphold 
me….Deliver me from the guilt of shedding blood, O God, O God of my 
salvation” (Psa. 51:1-14).  
 Repentance is the first step in the sinner’s reconciliation with God 
the Father and Jesus Christ.  God the Father through His Spirit must open a 
person’s mind to understand that he or she is a sinner against Him.  As 
David said, “I have sinned against You and You alone.”  Then one must be-
lieve the gospel of Jesus Christ, that it is because of one’s own sins that He 
had to die.  True belief brings repentance and necessitates confessing one’s 
sins to God the Father and asking for forgiveness, remission and pardon of 
those sins through the blood of Jesus Christ.  True, deep, godly repentance 
will produce a profound change in a person’s mind and attitude, which will 
result in a continuous desire to live by every word of God.  The truly repen-
tant person will turn from evil thoughts and ungodly practices and will seek 
to conform his or her life to the will of God as revealed in the Holy Bible 
and as led by the Holy Spirit.  Repentance and confession of sins is an ongo-
ing process in a Christian’s spiritual growth toward perfection in Jesus 
Christ. 
 Upon true, heartfelt repentance, God is ready and willing to forgive 
sin, as shown in another of David’s prayers of repentance: “Be merciful to 
me, O LORD, for I cry unto You daily.  Rejoice the soul of Your servant, for 
to You, O LORD, do I lift up my soul, for You, LORD, are good and ready 
to forgive, and rich in mercy to all those who call upon You.  Give ear, O 
LORD, to my prayer, and attend to the voice of my supplications.  In the 
day of my trouble I will call upon You, for You will answer me” (Psa. 
86:3-7). 
 God does not require animal sacrifices for the propitiation of sin.  He 
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does not require the sinner to perform rote prayers with the aid of a strand of 
beads.  He does not require hundreds of reiterations of “Hail Mary” or “Our 
Father.”  God does not require a person to crawl for miles on his or her 
knees or to perform self-flagellation or ritual bloodletting.  God requires 
only that the sinner have a broken and contrite heart and genuinely repent as 
it is written: “For You do not desire sacrifice, or else I would give it; You do 
not delight in burnt offering.  The sacrifices of God are a broken spirit; a 
broken and a contrite heart, O God, You will not despise” (Psa. 51:16-
18). 
 The apostle John wrote, “If we confess our own sins [directly to God 
the Father in prayer], He is faithful and righteous, to forgive us our sins, and 
to cleanse us from all unrighteousness” (I John 1:9).  If we repent and con-
fess our sins directly to God the Father and Jesus Christ in heartfelt prayer, 
God will certainly forgive us.  Once our sins are forgiven, we are to quit liv-
ing in sin as Jesus said, “Sin no more, so that something worse does not hap-
pen to you”; and “Go, and sin no more” (John 5:14; 8:11).   
 The prophet Isaiah wrote: “Wash yourselves, make yourselves clean 
[through repentance and baptism]; put away the evil of your doings from 
before My eyes; cease to do evil; learn to do good; seek judgment, reprove 
the oppressor. Judge the orphan, plead for the widow. ‘Come now, and let 
us reason together,’ says the LORD. ‘Though your sins are as scarlet, they 
shall be as white as snow; though they are red like crimson, they shall 
be like wool.  If you are willing and obedient, you shall eat the good of 
the land; but if you refuse and rebel, you shall be devoured with the 
sword;’ for the mouth of the LORD has spoken it” (Isa. 1:16-20).  
 
The Meaning of Water Baptism 
 
  After accepting Jesus Christ as one’s personal Savior, one must be 
baptized by complete immersion in water for the remission of sins. Water 
baptism symbolizes the death and burial of each repentant believer—a spiri-
tual conjoining into the death of Jesus Christ. Through this baptismal death 
we become a partaker of the crucifixion and death of Jesus Christ, Whose 
blood is applied as full payment for our sins. Rising up out of the water 
symbolizes our being conjoined with Jesus Christ in the resurrection. When 
we rise out of the watery grave of baptism, we rise to newness of life. In or-
der to become a new person, we must receive the begettal of the Holy Spirit 
from God the Father through the laying on of hands. We are then led by the 
Holy Spirit to walk in loving obedience to God the Father and Jesus Christ.  
 Paul was most emphatic when he wrote that after baptism we are not 
to live in sin any longer!  “What then shall we say?  Shall we continue in 
sin, so that grace may abound?  MAY IT NEVER BE!  We who died to sin, 
how shall we live any longer therein?  Or are you ignorant that we, as many 
as were baptized into Christ Jesus, were baptized into His death?  Therefore, 
we were buried with Him by baptism into death; so that, just as Christ was 
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raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, in the same way, we also 
should walk in newness of life.  For if we have been conjoined together in 
the likeness of His death, so also shall we be in the likeness of His resurrec-
tion.  Knowing this, that our old man was co-crucified with Him in order 
that the body of sin might be destroyed, so that we might no longer be en-
slaved to sin; Because the one who has died to sin has been justified from 
sin.  Now if we died together with Christ, we believe that we shall also live 
with Him” (Rom. 6:1-8). 
 After true, godly repentance and baptism for the forgiveness of sin, 
the new believer is justified and put in right standing with God the Father. 
The apostle Paul explained this operation of God’s grace: “Are being justi-
fied freely by His grace through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus; 
Whom God has openly manifested to be a propitiation through faith in His 
blood, in order to demonstrate His righteousness, in respect to the remission 
of the sins that are past….Even the righteousness of God that is through the 
faith of Jesus Christ, toward all and upon all those who believe: for there is 
no difference” (Rom. 3:24-25, 22). 
 It is Jesus Christ’s faith that He had when He willingly gave Himself 
to be beaten, scourged and crucified that saves us from sins and justifies us 
to God the Father.  Through the power of the Holy Spirit, Jesus imparts His 
faith to us so that we may live by faith: “I have been crucified [through bap-
tism] with Christ, yet I live.  Indeed, it is no longer I; but Christ lives in me.  
For the life that I am now living in the flesh, I live by faith—that very faith 
of the Son of God, Who loved me and gave Himself for me” (Gal. 2:20). 
 
Salvation by Grace 
 
 Once we have been justified, we continually stand in a state of grace 
before God: “Therefore, having been justified by faith, we have peace with 
God through our Lord Jesus Christ.  Through Whom we also have access 
by faith into this grace in which we stand, and we ourselves boast in the 
hope of the glory of God.  And not only this, but we also boast in tribula-
tions, realizing that tribulation brings forth endurance, and endurance brings 
forth character, and character brings forth hope. And the hope of God 
never makes us ashamed, because the love of God has been poured out 
into our hearts through the Holy Spirit, which has been given to 
us” (Rom. 5:1-5). 
 Salvation by grace does not confer a license to sin with impunity.  
Neither Jesus Christ nor the apostles ever taught such a doctrine.  Jesus 
Himself said, if we love Him, we will keep His commandments: “If you 
love Me, keep the commandments—namely My commandments…. The one 
who has My commandments and is keeping them, that is the one who loves 
Me; and the one who loves Me shall be loved by My Father, and I will love 
him and will manifest Myself to him…. If anyone loves Me, he will keep 
My word; and My Father will love him, and We will come to him and make 
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Our abode with him.  The one who does not love Me does not keep My 
words; and the word that you hear is not Mine, but the Father’s, Who sent 
Me” (John 14:15, 21, 23-24). 
  In his first epistle, the apostle John shows that we must keep God’s 
commandments.  In fact, when we are keeping His commandments, we 
know that we know Jesus Christ and are being perfected in love:  “And by 
this standard we know that we know Him: if we keep His commandments. 
The one who says, ‘I know Him,’ and does not keep His commandments, is 
a liar, and the truth is not in him.  On the other hand, if anyone is keeping 
His Word, truly in this one the love of God is being perfected.  By this 
means we know that we are in Him” (I John 2:3-5). 
 Many professing Christians claim that they “love the Lord” but then 
refuse to keep His commandments.  To love God is more than an emotion.  
Our actions must also reflect that love through our obedience.  The apostle 
John wrote: “By this standard we know that we love the children of God: 
when we love God and keep His commandments.  For this is the love of 
God: that we keep His commandments; and His commandments are 
not burdensome” (I John 5:2-3). 
 The apostle James, a brother of the Lord Jesus Christ, also wrote that 
we must keep the commandments of God: “For if anyone keeps the whole 
law, but sins in one aspect, he becomes guilty of all.  For He Who said, 
‘You shall not commit adultery,’ also said, ‘You shall not commit murder.’  
Now if you do not commit adultery, but you commit murder, you have be-
come a transgressor of the law.  In this manner speak and in this manner be-
have: as those who are about to be judged by the law of freedom” (Jas. 2:10-
12). 
 James further wrote that faith without works is dead—it will lead to 
death, not to eternal life: “… faith, if it does not have works, is dead, by 
itself.  But someone is going to say, ‘You have faith, and I have works.’  My 
answer is: You prove your faith to me through your works, and I will prove 
my faith to you through my works.  Do you believe that God is one?  You 
do well to believe this.  Even the demons believe—and tremble in fear.  But 
are you willing to understand, O foolish man, that faith without works is 
dead?  Was not Abraham our father justified by works when he offered up 
Isaac, his own son, upon the altar?  Do you not see that faith was working 
together with his works, and by works his faith was perfected?  And the 
scripture was fulfilled which says, ‘Now Abraham believed God, and it was 
reckoned to him for righteousness’; and he was called a friend of God.  You 
see, then, that a man is justified by works, and not by faith only” (Jas. 
2:17-24). 
 Salvation by grace is demonstrated in works—not the humanly de-
vised traditions and works of religion but the good works of loving God 
and keeping His commandments as Paul notes, “For by grace you have 
been saved through faith; and this especially is not of your own selves; it is 
the gift of God, not of works, so that no one may boast.  For we are His 
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workmanship, created in Christ Jesus unto the good works that God 
ordained beforehand in order that we might walk in them” (Eph. 2:8-
10). 
 When we have received the begettal of the Holy Spirit from God the 
Father, we are to walk in the way of the Lord and to love God the Father and 
Jesus Christ with all the heart, and with all the understanding, and with all 
the soul, and with all the strength (Mark 12:29-34).  We are to keep the 
commandments of God from the heart in the spirit of the law.  Finally, we 
are to grow in grace and knowledge and to be faithful unto death.  Then, at 
the return of Jesus Christ, we will be resurrected to eternal life and glory as 
a spirit son or daughter of God. To bring many sons and daughters to glory 
is the reason why Jesus Christ died! 
 
 Dear reader, Jesus Christ died for your sins, and He can be your per-
sonal Savior.  You have a choice either to repent and to believe in the Son of 
God, accepting His sacrifice for your sins, or to reject Jesus Christ and His 
words and to receive the judgment of God and eternal death.  What will you 
do?  You will be held accountable for your decision.  You must choose!

“The First of the Unleaveneds” 

 
 This phrase has caused some confusion.  It is certain that this phrase 
does not refer to the first day of the Feast of Unleavened Bread, because the 
Feast of Unleavened Bread begins after, not before, the Passover.  As re-
corded in the Gospels, “the first of the unleaveneds” was the day that the 
lambs were killed.  Those who obeyed God’s ordinances in Exodus 12 and 
kept the domestic Passover killed their lambs at the beginning of the 14th of 
Nisan, just after sunset.  Those who followed the traditions of Judaism killed 
the lambs at the temple on the afternoon of the 14th.  The Gospel writers 
were clearly referring to the 14th, and not to the 15th, as “the first of the 
unleaveneds.”  In New Testament times, this term was commonly used for 
the 14th day of the first month. 
 “In the first century, it was commonly known that ‘the day of the 
unleaveneds’ in Luke 22:7 was the 14th Passover day.  G. Amadon, in an 
article entitled, ‘The Crucifixion Calendar,’ pointed out the error of those 
translators who translated this verse to read ‘the first day of the festi-
val.’  [The following words are cited from this article.] ‘But on what author-
ity should the Hebrew translators, as Salkinson and Delitzch, introduce the 
word chag [a Hebrew word for “feast”] into these texts when the corre-
sponding Greek has no word for “feast,” and speaks only of the “first of the 
unleavened bread” —a common expression for the Jewish 14th with 
practically all first century writers’ ” (Journal of Biblical Literature, vol. 
LXIII, 1944, pp. 188-189, emphasis added). 
 When we understand the duties that were required to be performed 
on the Passover day, it becomes clear why that day was called “the first of 
the unleaveneds” (a literal translation from the Greek).  According to Jewish 
law, all leaven in all residences and properties owned by Jews was to be 
searched out on Nisan 13.  The unleavened bread for the Passover was to be 
made and ready by 3 p.m. on Nisan 13.  The leaven was then gathered and 
burned by 10 a.m. in the morning on Nisan 14.  No one was to eat leaven in 
any form after 11 a.m.  These required practices clearly show why Nisan 14 
was referred to as “the first of the unleaveneds”: because on that day leaven 
was removed and burned.  Hence, Nisan 14 was the first unleavened day of 
the year.

“Today Is the Third Day Since These 

Things Took Place” 
 

 Those who believe in a Sunday resurrection point to a statement in 
Luke 24:21 as evidence that Jesus rose from the dead at sunrise on the first 
day of the week.  This statement was made by two of Jesus’ disciples: “… 
today is the third day since these things were done.”  Because this statement 
was made on the first day of the week, many have assumed that Jesus rose 
from the dead early that morning.  The King James Version reads: 
 “And, behold, two of them went that same day to a village called 
Emmaus, which was from Jerusalem about threescore furlongs.  And they 
talked together of all these things which had happened.  And it came to pass, 
that, while they communed together and reasoned, Jesus himself drew near, 
and went with them.  But their eyes were holden that they should not know 
him. 
 “And he said unto them, ‘What manner of communications are 
these that ye have one to another, as ye walk, and are sad?’  And the one 
of them, whose name was Cleopas, answering said unto him, ‘Art thou 
only a stranger in Jerusalem, and hast not known the things which are 
come to pass there in these days?’  And he said unto them, ‘What things?’  
 “And they said unto him, ‘Concerning Jesus of Nazareth, which was 
a prophet mighty in deed and word before God and all the people: and how 
the chief priests and our rulers delivered him to be condemned to death, and 
have crucified him.  But we trusted that it had been he which should have 
redeemed Israel: and beside all this, today is the third day since these 
things were done’ ” (Luke 24:13-21 KJV). 
 A precise translation of Luke 24:13-21 conveys the true meaning of 
the Greek text as follows: 
 “And behold, on the same day, two of them were going to a village 
called Emmaus, which was about sixty furlongs from Jerusalem. And they 
were talking with one another about all the things that had taken place. 
 “And it came to pass, as they were talking and reasoning, that Jesus 
Himself drew near and went with them; but their eyes were restrained, so 
that they did not know Him. And He said to them, ‘What are these words 
that you are exchanging with one another as you walk, and why are you 
downcast in countenance?’ Then the one named Cleopas answered and said 
to Him, ‘Are You only traveling through Jerusalem, and have not known of 
the things that have happened in these days?’ 
 “And He said to them, ‘What things?’ And they said to Him, ‘The 
things concerning Jesus the Nazarean, a man Who was a prophet, Who was 
mighty in deed and word before God and all the people; and how the chief 
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priests and our rulers delivered Him up to the judgment of death, and cruci-
fied Him. And we were hoping that He was the one Who would redeem Is-
rael.  But besides all these things, as of today, the third day has already 
passed since these things took place’ ”(Luke 24:13-21). 
 When correctly translated, Luke 24:21 does not support the teaching 
that Jesus the Christ was raised from the dead on the first day of the week at 
sunrise.  Those who believe that He was resurrected at sunrise on Easter 
Sunday have been taught a falsehood! This religious myth rejects the sign of 
Jonah, which was the only sign that Jesus the Christ gave as proof that He 
was the Messiah.  Those who participate in the traditional observance of a 
Friday crucifixion and an Easter Sunday resurrection are observing tradi-
tions of men.  Jesus said, “Well did Isaiah prophesy concerning you hypo-
crites, as it is written, ‘This people honors Me with their lips, but their hearts 
are far away from Me.’  But in vain do they worship Me, teaching for 
doctrine the commandments of men....Full well do you reject the com-
mandment of God, so that you may observe your own tradition” (Mark 
7:6-9). 
 The God of truth cannot be honored by practicing a lie. God the Fa-
ther rejects that kind of vain worship.  Rather, He is seeking those who will 
worship Him in spirit and in truth, as Jesus said: “But the hour is coming, 
and now is, when the true worshipers shall worship the Father in spirit and 
in truth; for the Father is indeed seeking those who worship Him in this 
manner.  God is Spirit, and those who worship Him must worship in spirit 
and in truth” (John 4:23-24). 
 In order to worship God the Father and Jesus the Christ in spirit and 
in truth, one must repent of his or her sins, accept the sacrifice of Jesus the 
Christ for the forgiveness of sins, be baptized by full immersion in water, 
receive the Holy Spirit through the laying on of hands, and live from that 
time forward in the love and grace of God by keeping His commandments.  
These commandments include keeping the seventh-day Sabbath each week, 
and keeping the Christian Passover and the annual holy days of God at their 
appointed times each year.  Only those who are under His grace, keeping all 
His commandments and living by His every word, are worshiping Him in 
spirit and in truth.

“The First Day of the Weeks” 

 
 The literal translation of the Greek words µια σαββατων or µια
των σαββατϖν shows that the day which followed the weekly Sabbath was 
the first day of the seven-week count to Pentecost, thus identifying this day 
as the Wave Sheaf Day (Lev. 23:10-11, 15-16).  The ascension of Jesus 
Christ on that day fulfilled the offering of the wave sheaf for all time.

The Eucharist—Sacrifice of the Mass 

 
Is the bread and wine of the Eucharist transfigured 

at the command of a priest into Jesus’ literal flesh and blood? 
 
 The Catholic Church claims that Jesus instituted the “Eucharist”—
the so-called “Sacrifice of the Mass”—on the night of His last supper.  Ac-
cording to Scripture, however, Jesus kept the Passover that night (Luke 
22:15, etc.), instituting the unleavened bread and wine as symbols of the 
New Covenant.  Thus, He instituted the Christian Passover service.  
 Just what is the “Eucharist,” and what is its true origin?  And what 
of the claim that, at the command of a priest, bread and wine actually be-
come the literal flesh and blood of Christ in the “Sacrifice of the Mass”? 
 During the second to fourth centuries AD, the apostate “Christian” 
church in Rome grafted numerous pagan rituals into its “Christianized” 
practices.  Among them was the “Sacrifice of the Mass”—called the 
“Eucharist”—in which it is claimed that bread and wine are transfigured 
into the literal flesh and blood of Jesus Christ.  “In the celebration of the 
Holy Mass, the bread and wine are changed into the body and blood of 
Christ.  It is called transubstantiation, for in the Sacrament of the Eucha-
rist the substance of bread and wine do not remain, but the entire substance 
of bread is changed into the body of Christ, and the entire substance of wine 
is changed into his blood, the … outward semblance of bread and wine 
alone remaining” (The Catholic Encyclopedia, article “Consecration,” bold 
emphasis added). 
 But is this belief founded on the Word of God? 
 Such a teaching ignores the plain teaching of the New Testament 
concerning the Passover.  As symbols of the New Covenant, the bread and 
wine of Christ’s last supper were clearly representative of His body and 
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blood.  To take Jesus’ words literally—“this is my body” and “this is my 
blood”— is to grossly disregard a common literary tool of Scripture: figura-
tive language. 
 Such language is widely used throughout the Bible.  For example, 
when David’s men risked their lives to bring him much-needed water, he 
said: “Is it not the blood of the men who went in danger of their lives?” (II 
Sam. 23:17).  To David, the water was symbolic of the blood of those who 
risked their lives for him.  In a similar manner, Christ is called a “door” in 
John 10:9, a “vine” in John 15:5, and a “rock” in I Corinthians 10:4—none 
of which are to be taken literally. 
 Forcing a literal meaning on Christ’s words concerning the bread 
and wine of Passover creates several problems.  First, it ignores the fact that 
Jesus Christ, Who is seated at the right hand of God the Father in heaven, is 
no longer composed of flesh and blood—but of spirit (see a description of 
His glorified form in Revelation chapter one).  Secondly, the drinking of 
blood is expressly forbidden in Scripture (Deut. 12:16; Acts 15:20). 
 More importantly, however, the idea of transubstantiation seriously 
contradicts a pivotal New Testament teaching, that Jesus’ sacrifice was effi-
cacious once for all time, for all human sin—for Christ was “offered once 
to bear the sins of many” (Heb. 9:28).  The Catholic Church teaches that in 
the Eucharist the wafer of bread (as Christ’s literal body) is offered up by 
the priest in sacrifice.  (The wafer is referred to as a “host,” from a Latin 
word originally meaning “victim” or “sacrifice.”)  In a quote from the Coun-
cil of Trent, the church says, “If any one saith that in the Mass a true and 
proper sacrifice is not offered to God … let him be anathema” (The Catho-
lic Encyclopedia, article “Sacrifice of the Mass,” bold emphasis added.  
Note: “Sacrifice of the Mass” is another name for the Eucharist). 
 The Catholic idea of Christ being offered up repeatedly as a sacrifice 
stands in sharp disagreement with Jesus’ own words when He said on the cross, 
“It is finished” (John 19:30).  Again, Christ’s sacrifice was accomplished once, 
for all time, for all human sin. Hebrews 10:10-14 says “We are sanctified 
through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once for all.  Now [at the temple 
in Jerusalem] every high priest stands ministering day by day, offering the same 
sacrifices repeatedly, which are never able to remove sins; but He, after offering 
one sacrifice for sins for ever, sat down at the right hand of God…. For by 
one offering He has obtained eternal perfection for those who are sanctified.” 
 Those who believe otherwise—and practice the Eucharist—should 
consider whether they are “crucifying [again] the Son of God for them-
selves, and are publicly holding Him in contempt” (Heb. 6:6). 
 Clearly, the “Sacrifice of the Mass” is unbiblical. But what, then, is 
its true origin? 
 

Ancient Transubstantiation Rites 
 
 There is considerable evidence that transubstantiation rituals were 
carried out as part of the religious observances of numerous primitive 
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cultures.  Sir James George Frazer writes: “The custom of eating bread sac-
ramentally as the body of a god was practised by the Aztecs before the dis-
covery and conquest of Mexico by the Spaniards [in the sixteenth century].  
Twice a year, in May and December, an image of the great Mexican god 
Huitzilopochtli or Vitzilipuztli was made of dough, then broken in pieces, 
and solemnly eaten by his worshippers…. They called these morsels [of 
bread] the flesh and bones of Vitzilipuztli” (The Golden Bough—A Study in 
Magic and Religion, pp. 566-567). 
 Frazer adds that “the ancient Mexicans, even before the arrival of 
Christian missionaries, were fully acquainted with the doctrine of tran-
substantiation and acted upon it in the solemn rites of their religion.  They 
believed that by consecrating bread their priests could turn it into the 
very body of their god, so that all who thereupon partook of the conse-
crated bread entered into a mystic communion with the deity by receiving a 
portion of his divine substance into themselves…. The ceremony was called 
teoqualo, that is, ‘god is eaten’ ” (Ibid., pp. 568-569, bold emphasis added). 
Even the Catholics admit: “[Pagan] Mithraism had a Eucharist, but the idea 
of a sacred banquet is as old as the human race and existed at all ages 
and amongst all peoples” (The Catholic Encyclopedia, article “Mithraism,” 
bold emphasis added). 
 “The doctrine of transubstantiation, or the magical conversion of 
bread into flesh, was also familiar to the Aryans of ancient India long be-
fore the spread and even the rise of Christianity.  The Brahmans [of In-
dia] taught that the rice-cakes offered in sacrifice were substitutes for human 
beings, and that they were actually converted into the real bodies of men by 
the manipulation of the priest” (The Golden Bough, p. 568, bold emphasis 
added). 
 Amazingly, the concept of literally “eating a god” actually stems 
from cannibalism.  Of the various cultures that practiced cannibalism, Frazer 
writes that “the flesh and blood of dead men [were] commonly eaten and 
drunk [in order] to inspire bravery, wisdom, or other qualities for which the 
[dead] men themselves were remarkable…. By this means the strength, 
valor, intelligence, and other virtues of the slain are believed to be imparted 
to the eaters” (Ibid., p. 576). 
 If the victim was considered to be a god, so much the better: “[B]y 
eating the flesh of an animal or man he [the savage] acquires not only the 
physical, but even the moral and intellectual qualities which were character-
istic of that animal or man; so when the creature [or man] is deemed divine 
[a god], our simple savage naturally expects to absorb a portion of its di-
vinity along with its material substance…. By eating the body of the god he 
shares in the god’s attributes and powers” (Ibid., pp. 573 and 578, bold 
emphasis added). 
 Thus, the practice of cannibalism led to the idea of, literally, “eating 
a god.”  Over time, this custom evolved into various transubstantiation ritu-
als in which consecrated bread was eaten—but only after it had been 
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“magically” changed into the “literal” flesh of a god.  Depending on the cul-
ture, wine was also often consumed as the “literal” blood of a god. 
 But how did this pagan transubstantiation concept find its way into 
“Christianity”? 
 

The Babylonian Influence 
 
 Central to the ancient Babylonian religion was the supreme goddess 
“mother” Ishtar.  Subsequently, every pagan civilization has worshipped its 
own version of a caring goddess-mother figure, such as Inanna, Fortuna, 
Hathor, etc.  Of this “original goddess” figure, Alexander Hislop writes that 
“the goddess-mother has evidently radiated in all directions from Chaldea 
[Babylon]” (The Two Babylons, p. 158).  As we will see, Babylonian god-
dess-mother worship was the forerunner of the Catholic reverence of 
“Mother Mary”—and pivotal to the development of the Eucharist ritual. 
 Hislop continues: “Now, thus we see how it comes that Rome repre-
sents Christ … as a stern and inexorable judge, before whom the sinner 
‘might grovel in the dust, and still never be sure that his prayers would be 
heard,’ while Mary is set off in the most winning and engaging light, as the 
hope of the guilty, as the grand refuge of sinners…. The most standard de-
votional works of Rome are pervaded by this very principle, exalting the 
compassion and gentleness of the mother at the expense of the loving char-
acter of the Son…. 
 “All this is done only to exalt the Mother, as more gracious and more 
compassionate than her glorious Son.  Now, this was the very case in Baby-
lon: and to this character of the goddess queen her favourite offerings ex-
actly corresponded.  Therefore, we find the women of Judah represented as 
simply ‘burning incense, pouring out drink [wine] offerings, and offer-
ing cakes to the queen of heaven’ (Jer. 44:19)” (Ibid., pp. 158-159, bold 
emphasis his). 
 In what were known as “bloodless” sacrifices, such “cakes” were 
offered to the “queen of heaven” (Ishtar) as a form of communion.  Hislop 
adds that, after such sacrifices, Ishtar’s worshippers also “partook of [the 
cakes and wine], swearing anew fidelity to her” (Ibid., p. 159, bold empha-
sis added).   
 Riding on the skirts of Mary, as it were, this early form of the Eucha-
rist found its way into the apostate Roman church.  “In the fourth century, 
when the queen of heaven, under the name of Mary, was beginning to be 
worshipped in the Christian Church [at Rome], this ‘unbloody [bread and 
wine] sacrifice’ also was brought in…. [At] that time it was well known to 
have been adopted from the Pagans” (Ibid., p. 159, bold emphasis added). 
 In the Catholic Eucharist, the “host” is a round wafer.  Contrast this 
with the reality that when bread is broken, it never breaks into round shapes.  
The broken bread at Passover represents the body of Christ, beaten and torn.  
This awesome symbolism is completely lost in the “round” wafer. 
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 History, however, links the “roundness” of the wafer with sun wor-
ship.  “The importance … which Rome attaches to the roundness of the wa-
fer, must have a reason; and that reason will be found, if we look at the al-
tars of Egypt. ‘The thin, round cake,’ says Wilkinson, ‘occurs on all 
[Egyptian] altars.’  Almost every jot or tittle in the Egyptian worship had a 
symbolical meaning.  The round disk, so frequent in the sacred emblems of 
Egypt, symbolised the sun.’… [The] ‘round’ wafer, whose ‘roundness’ is so 
important an element in the Romish Mystery … is only another symbol of 
Baal, or the sun” (Ibid., pp. 160, 163, bold emphasis added). 
 Of this Egyptian practice, Hislop writes: “Now, when Osiris, the sun
-divinity, became incarnate, and was born, it was not merely that he should 
give his life as a sacrifice for men, but that he might also be the life and 
nourishment of the souls of men…. Now, this Son, who was symbolised as 
‘Corn,’ was the SUN-divinity incarnate, according to the sacred oracle of 
the great goddess of Egypt…. What [could be] more natural then, if this in-
carnate divinity is symbolised as the ‘bread of God,’ than that he should be 
represented as a ‘round wafer,’ to identify him with the Sun?”  Hislop adds 
that this god who was identified “under the symbol of the wafer or thin 
round cake, as ‘the bread of life,’ was in reality the fierce, scorching Sun, or 
terrible Moloch” (Ibid., pp. 160-161, 163, bold emphasis added). 
 In the end, says Hislop, “the practice of offering and eating this 
‘unbloody sacrifice’ [of bread and wine] was patronised by the Papacy; and 
now, throughout the whole bounds of the Romish communion, it has super-
seded the simple but most precious sacrament of the Supper instituted by 
our Lord Himself” (Ibid., p. 164). 
 

Mary Worship—and Mary as “Mediatrix of Communion” 
 
 When it comes to understanding the “mystery” of the Eucharist, the 
role of Mary cannot be overstated.  Mary is so intimately connected to the 
Eucharistic mystery that the late John Paul II—in his encyclical letter Ec-
clesia de Eucharistia—called her the “Woman of the Eucharist.”  “If we 
wish to rediscover in all its richness the profound relationship between the 
Church and the Eucharist, we cannot neglect Mary, Mother and model of 
the Church…. Mary can guide us towards this most holy sacrament, because 
she herself has a profound relationship with it” (Pope John Paul II, Ec-
clesia de Eucharistia, ch. 6: “At the School of Mary, Woman of the Eucha-
rist,” para. 53, bold emphasis added).  The complete Ecclesia de Eucharistia 
is available at www.ewtn.com/library/encyc/jp2euchu.htm. 
 Mary’s connection to the Eucharist stems in no small part from the 
fact that she is actually worshipped by the Catholic Church.  Catholics, of 
course, deny this.  However, while there is nothing in Catholic literature that 
explicitly states that Mary should be the object of worship, the sentiment is 
strongly implied.  The Catholic reverence of Mary amounts, in practice, to 
worship because Catholics kneel before her image, pray to her, trust in her 
for salvation, and attribute to her titles and honors which alone belong to 
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God.  For example, a popular prayer in Mary’s honor says, “Hail, holy 
Queen, Mother of Mercy!  Our life, our sweetness and our hope!  To thee do 
we cry, poor banished children of Eve.  To thee do we send up our sighs, 
mourning and weeping, in this valley of tears.  Turn, then, most gracious 
Advocate, thine eyes of mercy  toward us.” (Taken from Mary Worship—A 
Study of Catholic Practice and Doctrine, Mary Ann Collins, Jan. 2006, 
www.CatholicConcerns.com). 
 Note the use of “Advocate,” a title belonging to Christ (I John 2:1).  
 In the official “Catechism of the Catholic Church”—as proclaimed 
by the Second Vatican Council (1962-1965) and approved in 1992 by Pope 
John Paul II—it is stated that God has exalted Mary in glory as “Queen of 
Heaven” (Catechism, no. 966), and that she is to be praised with special 
devotion (Catechism, no. 971; Catechism of the Catholic Church, Double-
day, pp. 274-275). 
 One only has to read between the lines to see the high degree of rev-
erence given to Mary.  Connected to the worship of Mary is her presumed 
role as co-mediator with Christ of man’s salvation—wherein she is often 
referred to as “Mediatrix.”  According to Catholic Creed, the “Blessed Vir-
gin is invoked in the Church under the titles Advocate, Helper, Benefactress, 
and Mediatrix” (Catechism, no. 969; Ibid., p. 275). 
 History had already predicted as much.  Hislop writes that “the god-
dess-queen [Ishtar] of Chaldea [the “Queen of Heaven”] differed from her 
son, who was worshipped in her arms.  He was … represented as delighting 
in blood.  But she [like Mary in the Catholic Church], as the mother of grace 
and mercy … was averse to blood, and was represented in a benign and gen-
tle character.  Accordingly, in Babylon [as in Rome today] she bore the 
name of Mylitta—that is, ‘The Mediatrix’ ” (The Two Babylons, pp. 56-57). 
 Scripture, of course, confirms that there is but “one Mediator be-
tween God and men—the man Christ Jesus” (I Tim. 2:5).  Referring to 
Christ, Luke wrote: “And there is no salvation in any other, for neither is 
there another name under heaven which has been given among men, by 
which we must be saved” (Acts 4:12). 
 One of Catholicism’s principal proponents of the Marianist Move-
ment, which glorifies Mary, was priest-missionary Louis Marie de Montfort 
(1673-1716) of France—best known for his works True Devotion to the 
Blessed Virgin and The Secret of Mary (see montfort.org).  In his commen-
tary entitled St. Louis Marie de Montfort on the Eucharist and Mary, Catho-
lic writer Corrado Maggioni describes Montfort’s insight into the role of 
Mary in the Eucharist.  “With great sensitivity and in great depth, Montfort 
draws attention to the presence and action of Mary in the Eucharist with-
out detriment to the excellence of the redeeming work of Christ…. Mary is 
mediatrix of Communion.”  Maggioni quotes Montfort as saying that peo-
ple “should go to confession and Holy Communion with the intention of 
consecrating themselves to Jesus through Mary” (from www.marys-
touch.com/Saints/montfort3.htm, pp.1-2, bold emphasis added). 
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 Not only has the Catholic Church exalted Mary to an idealized, lar-
ger-than-life position as goddess-Mother and Mediatrix, it has also made her 
a virtual coequal with Christ in His sufferings. 
 In his message to the 19th International Marian Congress (1996), 
Pope John Paul II said: “Mary is present, with the Church and as the Mother 
of the Church, at each of our celebrations of the Eucharist.  If the Church 
and the Eucharist are inseparably united, the same ought to be said of Mary 
and the Eucharist.  This is one reason why, since ancient times, the com-
memoration of Mary has always been part of the Eucharistic celebra-
tion…. 
 “Every Holy Mass makes present in an unbloody manner that 
unique and perfect sacrifice, offered by Christ on the Cross, in which 
Mary participated, joined in spirit with her suffering Son … offering her 
own sorrow to the Father.  Therefore when we celebrate the Eucharist … 
the memory of his Mother’s suffering is also made alive and present…. 
Through spiritual communion with the sorrowful Mother of God, believers 
share in a special way in the paschal mystery” (Mary Leads us to Eucha-
rist, bold emphasis added; available at www.ewtn.com/library/
PAPALDOC/JP96-815.htm). 
 In addition, John Paul says that “Mary, throughout her life at 
Christ’s side and not only on Calvary, made her own the sacrificial dimen-
sion of the Eucharist…. Mary experienced a kind of ‘anticipated Eucha-
rist’—one might say a ‘spiritual communion’—of desire and of oblation, 
which would culminate in her union with her Son in his passion… (Ecclesia 
de Eucharistia, para. 56, bold emphasis added). 
 It should be obvious that the Sacrifice of the Mass is as much about 
Mary as it is about Christ.  Indeed, in the Catholic mind, Mary is inexorably 
bound to the Eucharist.  What, then, if anything, does all of this suggest? 
 Namely, that Mary’s so-called “presence” in the Eucharist is a huge 
understatement.  Mary is worshipped, looked upon as co-mediator and co-
sufferer with Christ, and she is inseparably “present” and “active” in every 
Eucharist ritual.  The emphasis on her role as “mediatrix of Communion”—
coupled with the stress placed on her “sacrificial” role—leads one to ask, Is 
Mary also present in the host? 
 While the Catholic Church clearly does not teach that Mary is co-
present in the host in the way Jesus is said to be, the subtle suggestion nev-
ertheless remains. 
 Montfort taught that “since Mary gave the Redeemer his flesh and 
blood, it follows that she cannot but be involved in the mysteries that are 
a unique memorial of the same flesh and blood, that is, the Eucha-
rist” (Maggioni, p. 2, bold emphasis added).  As Jesus’ mother, her flesh 
and blood are now His flesh and blood—giving her at least, perhaps, an in-
direct presence in the host.  After all, since the Eucharist is a memorial of 
the sacrifice of Christ—in which, as we have seen, Mary is said to have 
“participated”—does not the ritual equally become a memorial of Mary? 
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 Certainly, it is possible to unknowingly worship someone or some-
thing.  Of pagan forms of worship, Christ said, “You do not know [who or] 
what you worship” (John 4:22).  Is the Eucharist just another form of veiled 
Mary-worship?  Is this not the Babylonian mystery religion brought full circle? 
 To borrow from Jeremiah 44:17-19, “We Catholics burn incense to 
Mary, the Queen of Heaven, and pour out drink offerings of wine to her, and 
make Eucharistic bread with which to worship her”—and to paraphrase His-
lop, “All this is done only to exalt the Mother above her glorious Son.” 
 Whatever its intention, the Catholic doctrine of the Eucharist and 
transubstantiation stands exposed as nothing more than a fraudulent, idola-
trous, pagan tradition—the product of a combination of Babylonian reli-
gious mysteries and primitive ideas of “eating a god.”  Regardless of the 
claims of the Roman church, and the prayers of her priests, Jesus 
Christ’s flesh has never been present in any “communion wafer,” nor 
has His blood ever been present in any “communion wine.”

Scourging and Crucifixion  

In Roman Tradition

Scourging Practices 
 
 Flogging was a legal preliminary to every Roman execution, and only 
women and Roman senators or soldiers (except in cases of desertion) were 
exempt. The usual instrument was a short whip with several single or braided 
leather thongs of variable lengths, in which small iron balls or sharp pieces of 
sheep bones were tied at intervals. For scourging, the man was stripped of his 
clothing, and his hands were tied to an upright post. The back, buttocks, and 
legs were flogged either by two soldiers (lictors) or by one who alternated po-
sitions. The severity of the scourging depended on the disposition of the lic-
tors and was intended to weaken the victim to a state just short of collapse or 
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death. As the Roman soldiers repeatedly struck the victim’s back with full 
force, the iron balls would cause deep contusions, and the leather thongs and 
sheep bones would cut into the skin and subcutaneous tissues. Then, as the 
flogging continued, the lacerations would tear into the underlying skeletal 
muscles and produce quivering ribbons of bleeding flesh. Pain and blood loss 
generally set the stage for circulatory shock. The extent of blood loss may 
well have determined how long the victim would survive on the cross. After 
the scourging, the soldiers often taunted their victim. 
 
Crucifixion Practices 
 
 Although the Romans did not invent crucifixion, they perfected it as 
a form of torture and capital punishment that was designed to produce a 
slow death with maximum pain and suffering. It was one of the most dis-
graceful and cruel methods of execution and usually was reserved only for 
slaves, foreigners, revolutionaries, and the vilest of criminals. Roman law 
usually protected Roman citizens from crucifixion, except perhaps in the 
case of desertion by soldiers. 
 (The cross) was characterized by an upright post and a horizontal 
crossbar, and it had several variations. It was customary for the condemned 
man to carry his own cross from the flogging post to the site of crucifixion 
outside the city walls. He was usually naked, unless this was prohibited by 
local customs. Since the weight of the entire cross was probably well over 
300 lb. (136 kg), only the crossbar was carried. The crossbar, weighing 75 
to 125 lb. (34 to 57 kg), was placed across the nape of the victim’s neck and 
balanced along both shoulders. Usually, the outstretched arms then were tied 
to the crossbar. The processional to the site of crucifixion was led by a com-
plete Roman military guard, headed by a centurion. One of the soldiers car-
ried a sign on which the condemned man’s name and crime were displayed.  
Later, the sign would be attached to the top of the cross. The Roman guard 
would not leave the victim until they were sure of his death.  
 Outside the city walls was permanently located the heavy upright 
wooden post, on which the crossbar would be secured. To prolong the cruci-
fixion process, a horizontal wooden block or plank, serving as a crude seat, 
often was attached midway down the post. 
 At the site of execution, by law, the victim was given a bitter drink 
of wine mixed with myrrh (gall) as a mild pain reliever. The criminal was 
then thrown to the ground on his back, with his arms outstretched along the 
crossbar. The hands could be nailed or tied to the crossbar, but nailing ap-
parently was preferred by the Romans. The nails were tapered iron spikes 
approximately 5 to 7 inches (13 to 18 cm) long with a square shaft 3/8 
inches (1 cm) across. The nails commonly were driven through the wrists 
rather than the palms.  
 After both arms were fixed to the crossbar, the crossbar and the vic-
tim, together, were lifted onto the post. Next, the feet were fixed to the 
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cross, either by nails or ropes. Nailing was the preferred Roman practice.  
Although the feet could be fixed to the sides of the post or to a wooden foot-
rest, they usually were nailed directly to the front of the post. To accomplish 
this, flexion of the knees may have been quite prominent, and the bent legs 
may have been rotated outward. 
 When the nailing was completed, the sign was attached to the cross, 
by nails or cords, just above the victim’s head. The soldiers and the civilian 
crowd often taunted and jeered the condemned man, and the soldiers cus-
tomarily divided up his clothes among themselves. The length of survival 
generally ranged from three or four hours to three or four days and appears 
to have been inversely related to the severity of the scourging. However, 
even if the scourging had been relatively mild, the Roman soldiers could 
hasten death by breaking the legs below the knees.  
 Not uncommonly, insects would light upon or burrow into the open 
wounds or the eyes, ears, and nose of the dying and helpless victim, and 
birds of prey would tear at these sites. Moreover, it was customary to leave 
the corpse on the cross to be devoured by predatory animals. However, by 
Roman law, the family of the condemned could take the body for burial, af-
ter obtaining permission from the Roman judge.  
 Since no one was intended to survive crucifixion, the body was not 
released to the family until the soldiers were sure that the victim was dead.  
By custom, one of the Roman guards would pierce the body with a sword or 
lance. Traditionally, this had been considered a spear wound to the heart 
through the right side of the chest—a fatal wound probably taught to most 
Roman soldiers. Moreover, the standard infantry spear, which was 5 to 6 ft 
(1.5 to 1.8 m) long could easily have reached the chest of a man crucified on 
the customary low cross.  
 
Medical Aspects of Crucifixion 
 
 With a knowledge of both anatomy and ancient crucifixion practices, 
one may reconstruct the probable medical aspects of this form of slow exe-
cution. Each wound apparently was intended to produce intense agony, and 
the contributing causes of death were numerous. 
 The scourging prior to crucifixion served to weaken the condemned 
man and, if blood loss was considerable, to produce conditions leading to a 
severe drop in blood pressure, fainting, and even organ failure. When the 
victim was thrown to the ground on his back, in preparation for transfixion 
of his hands, his scourging wounds most likely would become torn open 
again and contaminated with dirt. Furthermore, with each respiration, the 
painful scourging wounds would be scraped against the rough wood of the 
post. As a result, blood loss from the back probably would continue 
throughout the crucifixion ordeal. 
 It has been shown that the dense fibrous tissue connecting the bones 
together, and bones of the wrist, can support the weight of a body hanging 
from them, but the palms cannot. Accordingly, the iron spikes probably 
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were driven between the radius, the heavier of the two forearm bones, and 
the carpals, the eight wrist bones. Another probability for placement of the 
spikes could be between the row of carpal bones nearest the radius, or 
through the strong fibrous band-like tissue that covers the carpals, which 
forms a tunnel for the various fibrous bands connecting the eight carpal 
bones. The nail driven at this location would crush or sever the rather large 
median nerve. This nerve provides sensation and movement, particularly to 
the 2nd and 3rd fingers. Damage to the median nerve results in a contracture 
or a claw-like deformity of the hand. The damaged nerve would also pro-
duce excruciating bolts of fiery pain in both arms. 
 It is likely that the deep peroneal nerve, extending to the front of the 
ankle, and branches of the medial and lateral plantar nerves would have 
been injured by the nails driven through the feet. Although scourging may 
have resulted in considerable blood loss, crucifixion per se was a relatively 
bloodless procedure, since no major arteries, other than perhaps the deep 
plantar arch, a confluence of arteries in the foot, pass through the favored 
anatomic sites of transfixion.  
 The crucial effect of crucifixion, beyond the excruciating pain, was a 
marked interference with normal respiration, particularly exhalation. The 
weight of the body, pulling down on the outstretched arms and shoulders, 
would tend to fix the chest muscles used for breathing in an inhalation state 
and thereby hinder passive exhalation. Accordingly, exhalation would re-
quire using the abdominal muscles rather than the chest muscles, and breath-
ing would be shallow. It is likely that this form of respiration would not suf-
fice and that a high level of carbon dioxide in the bloodstream would soon 
result. The onset of muscle cramps or tetanic contractions, due to fatigue 
and the high levels of carbon dioxide in the blood, would hinder respiration 
even further.  
 Adequate exhalation required lifting the body by pushing up on the 
feet and by flexing the elbows and pulling the shoulders inward. However, 
this maneuver would place the entire weight of the body on the bones in the 
feet, and would produce searing pain. Furthermore, flexion of the elbows 
would cause rotation of the wrists about the iron nails and cause fiery pain 
along the damaged median nerves. Lifting of the body would also painfully 
scrape the scourged back against the rough wooden post. Muscle cramps 
and loss of feeling of the outstretched and uplifted arms would add to the 
discomfort. As a result, each respiratory effort would become agonizing and 
tiring, further reducing the oxygen levels in the blood, and lead eventually to 
asphyxia.  
 The actual cause of death by crucifixion was multifactorial and var-
ied somewhat with each case, but the two most prominent causes probably 
were shock from inadequate perfusion of critical organs due to blood loss 
and inadequate oxygen levels in the blood due to inability to breathe prop-
erly. Other possible contributing factors included dehydration, stress-
induced arrhythmias of the heart, and congestive heart failure with the 
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rapid accumulation of fluid around the heart and in lungs. Death by crucifix-
ion was, in every sense of the word, excruciating (Latin, excruciatus, or "out 
of the cross"). 
 
Scourging of Jesus 
 
 At the Praetorium, Jesus was severely whipped. (Although the sever-
ity of the scourging is not discussed in the four Gospel accounts, it is im-
plied in one of the epistles (1 Peter 2:24). A detailed word study of the an-
cient Greek text for this verse indicates that the scourging of Jesus was par-
ticularly harsh.) It is not known whether the number of lashes was limited to 
39, in accordance with Jewish law. The Roman soldiers, amused that this 
weakened man had claimed to be a king, began to mock him by placing a 
robe on his shoulders, a crown of thorns on his head, and a wooden staff as a 
scepter in his right hand. Next, they spat on Jesus and struck him on the 
head with the wooden staff. Moreover, when the soldiers tore the robe from 
Jesus’ back, they probably reopened the scourging wounds. 
 The severe scourging, with its intense pain and appreciable blood 
loss, most probably left Jesus in a preshock state. Moreover, bleeding from 
the skin particularly from the capillaries around the sweat glands from se-
vere stress had rendered his skin particularly tender. The physical and men-
tal abuse meted out by the Jews and the Romans, as well as the lack of food, 
water, and sleep, also contributed to his generally weakened state. There-
fore, even before the actual crucifixion, Jesus’ physical condition was at 
least serious and possibly critical. 
 
Death of Jesus 
 

Two aspects of Jesus’ death have been the source of great contro-
versy, namely, the nature of the wound in his side and the cause of his death 
after only several hours on the cross. 

The gospel of John describes the piercing of Jesus’ side and empha-
sizes the sudden flow of blood and water. Some authors have interpreted the 
flow of water to be fluid from the lining inside abdomen or urine, from an ab-
dominal midline perforation of the bladder. However, the Greek word used by 
John (pleura) clearly denoted laterality and often implied the ribs. Therefore, 
it seems probable that the wound was in the chest and well away from the ab-
dominal midline. 

Although the side of the wound was not designated by John, it tradi-
tionally has been depicted on the right side. Supporting this tradition is the 
fact that a large flow of blood would be more likely with a perforation of the 
heart near the distended and thin-walled right atrium or ventricle than the 
thick-walled and contracted left ventricle. Although the side of the wound 
may never be established with certainty, the right seems more probable than 
the left. The water probably represented fluid draining from the tissues lin-
ing the lung and heart and would have preceded the flow of blood and been 
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smaller in volume than the blood. Perhaps in the setting of low blood vol-
ume and impending acute heart failure, lung and heart tissue drainage due to 
cellular imbalances may have developed and would have added to the vol-
ume of apparent water. The blood, in contrast, may have originated from the 
right atrium or the right ventricle or perhaps from a collection of blood from 
the lining around the heart.  

Jesus’ death after only three to six hours on the cross surprised even 
Pontius Pilate. The fact that Jesus cried out in a loud voice and then bowed 
his head and died suggests the possibility of a catastrophic terminal event. 

The actual cause of Jesus’ death, like that of other crucified victims, 
may have been multifactorial and related primarily to shock from low blood 
volume, exhaustion asphyxia, and perhaps acute heart failure. A fatal car-
diac arrhythmia may have accounted for the apparent catastrophic terminal 
event. 

Clearly, the weight of historical and medical evidence indicates that 
Jesus was dead before the wound to his side was inflicted and supports the 
traditional view that the spear, thrust between his right ribs, probably perfo-
rated not only the right lung but also the pericardium and heart and thereby 
ensured his death.* 

*Editor’s Note: From Scripture there is reason to believe that the 
spear that was thrust into Jesus side was the cause of His death. In the Gos-
pel of John, the parallel account reads: “And so, when Jesus had received 
the vinegar, He said, ‘It is finished.’  And bowing His head, He yielded up 
His spirit. The Jews therefore, so that the bodies might not remain on the 
cross on the Sabbath, because it was a preparation day (for that Sabbath was 
a high day), requested of Pilate that their legs might be broken and the bod-
ies be taken away. Then the soldiers came and broke the legs of the first 
one, and the legs of the other who was crucified with Him. But when they 
came to Jesus and saw that He was already dead, they did not break His 
legs; but one of the soldiers had pierced His side with a spear, and im-
mediately blood and water had come out” (John 19:30-34).   

The Greek verb  enuzen is an aroist past tense verb of  
nusso. Therefore, this aroist verb  enuzen clearly indicates that the 
soldier had pierced Jesus’ side with the spear in the immediate past, that is 
just prior to the time that the other soldier came to break Jesus’ legs, but 
found that He was dead already. 

When the missing part of Matthew 27:49 is restored, it is clear that 
the final cause of Jesus’ death was from the spear that the soldier had thrust 
into His side. This full verse reads: “But the rest said, ‘Let Him alone! Let 
us see if Elijah comes to save Him.’ Then another took a spear and thrust it 
into His side, and out came water and blood.”  

The latter half of this verse, which includes the words “...Then 
another took a spear and out came water and blood,” has been omitted 
from the King James Version. However, some ancient manuscripts contain 
this part of the verse. The latter part of the verse is also found in other 
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manuscripts that are designated by letter (L, T, Z) and by number (33, 49, 
892 and 1241). Older translations which contain the complete verse are the 
Moffatt translation and the Fenton translation. Newer translations generally 
footnote this portion of Matthew 27:49 rather than including it in the text. 
The weight of evidence indicates that the latter half of the verse is an au-
thentic part of the Greek text and should be included in translations of the 
New Testament. The veracity of this portion of Matthew 27:49 is substanti-
ated by the records in John 19:34 and 20:27. 
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
